1. INTRODUCTION 

The Business Practices Committee (the Committee) has conducted an investigation in terms of section 8 (1) 

(a) of the Harmful Business Practices Act, 1988 (Act No. 71 of 1988) (the Act), into business practices relating to 

Shemara Holdings (Pty) Ltd and Helderberg Village Share Block Holdings Limited. These practices concerned 

the operation of a share block scheme as defined by the Share Blocks Control Act, 1980 (Act No. 59 of 1980). 

Notice of the investigation was given in terms of section 8 (4) of the Act under General Notice 902 of 1990 as 

published in Government Gazette No. 12803, of 26 October 1990. 

2. THE PARTIES 

The parties are Shemara Holdings (Pty) Ltd (in liquidation) (Shemara), Helderberg Village Share Block 

Holdings Limited—under judicial management (Helderberg), Barry Burton Barbour (Burton Barbour), Jonathan 

Arthur Kipps (Kipps), and Yentze Schrauwen (Schrauwen). 

3. BACKGROUND 

Helderberg Village Estate is a retirement village at Somerset West developed by Shemara on land owned by 

Helderberg. Helderberg was registered during May 1986 and Shemara in November 1986 at the instance of 

Barbour, an attorney, who was the guiding force behind the development. Barbour also served as managing 

director of both companies at all material times. The main object of Helderberg Village as set out in its 

memorandum is the operation of a share block scheme in respect of the immovable property owned by the 

company. 

4. THe SHARE BLocKS CONTROL ACT, 1980 

As the Helderberg development was structured as a share block scheme it will be useful to take note of the 

salient points of the relevant legislation. 

~ A share block scheme as defined by the Share Blocks Control Act, 1980 (Act No. 59 of 1980), means any 

scheme in terms of which a share confers a right to or an interest in the use of immovable property. If any share of 

a company confers a right to or an interest in the use of the immovable property or any part of immovable 

property the company is presumed to operate a share block scheme. 

The articles of association of a share block company must provide that the shareholders shall be entitled to 

the use of a specified part of the immovable property in respect of which the company operates the share block — 

scheme, on the terms and conditions contained in a use agreement entered into between the company and such 

shareholder.
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_ Under a share block scheme a share block company obtains rights to land and buildings for use or occupa- 

tion by shareholders of the company. As in the case of all companies the assets belong to the company and not 
to the shareholders, who have no rights of ownership over the property of the company. This fact is not always 
appreciated. , oO 

The occupational rights emanating from a use agreement in terms of the Share Blocks Control Act do not 
constitute rights of ownership. The fact that an arrangement is structured in terms of the Share Blocks Control Act 
thus will not in itself alter the nature of the consumer’s rights from personal rights to real rights, that is rights of 
ownership. The fact that the occupational rights derived from a use agreement do not constitute rights of 
ownership, affects their marketability. Consumers may sometimes erroneously equate their share block rights 
with rights of ownership, hence assuming an exaggerated measure of marketability. 

A distinction which must, however, be drawn by consumers is that between real and personal rights. A 
personal right is a right in terms of which the one party may demand from another a sum of money, or some or 
other act or performance. Where A for example sells something to B, B has the right to obtain delivery of the item 
sold. This right to delivery is a personal right. A’s right to payment of the price by B is also a personal right against 
B. A real right, however, is a right such as the right of ownership, where the owner has the right to deal with and 
dispose of property at his discretion. The owner has a right that no one shall interfere with his ownership of his 
property. 

"Any immovable property owned by a share block company or any of its rights to immovable property of which 
it is not the owner and in respect of which it operates the share block scheme may be alienated or ceded only if 
this is approved by a special resolution of a general meeting of the company. 

The Share Blocks Control Act contains various provisons aimed at protecting the interests of shareholders. 
The directors of a share block company are required to ensure that such accounting records are maintained as 
are necessary fairly to reflect and explain the state of affairs in respect of monies received and expended by or on 
behalf of the company in respect of the share block scheme operated by the company. — 

A share block company is also required to balance, at intervals of not more than six months, its books and 
records relating to any payment made in respect of loan obligations by shareholders. Books, records and 
financial statements must be audited at least once annually by the auditor appointed under chapter X of the 
Companies Act. 

5. THE BUSINESS PRACTICE 

Corporate, contractual and financial arrangements 

Helderberg Share Block Limited, is a share block company, it is not a trading company. Its main object and 
business is prescribed by statute and is required to be the operation of a share block scheme in respect of the 
immovable property owned by it. Helderberg’s income is derived principally from levies imposed on its members, 
and from certain potentially income generating services provided to its members. These services include cater- 
ing, frail care and sporting facilities. The income from these levies and services are applied towards meeting the 
expenses incurred in providing the villagers with various managerial and business services and in maintaining 
and preserving its assets. 

Helderberg was initially a,wholly owned subsidiary of Shemara and its shares were issued to that company 
as follows: 

| “A” class “Shares with rights to occupy cottages in village number one—Shemara Village.” 

“B” class “Shares with rights to occupy cottages in village number two— Talani Village.” 

“C” class “Shares with rights to occupy cottages in village number three—Hamilton Village.” 

“D” class ‘‘Shares with rights to occupy cottages in village number four—Malray Village.”’ 

“E” class “Shares with rights to occupy cottages in village number five—North Riding.” 

“F” class “Shares relating to the ownership and use of the village central facilities including frail care, 
club house with central cooking and eating facilities and several lodges for community activi- 
ties.” , 

The holders of A to E class shares are entitled to the use and occupation of the respective cottage units and 
certain garages and carports, and the holders of F class shares are entitled to the use, occupation and control of 
the communal facilities, golf course, sporting facilities and recreational areas in the Helderberg Village Estate.
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Shemara was incorporated for the purposes of developing the retirement village. At inception Shemara 

owned all the shares in-Helderberg. In terms of an agreement between Shemara and Helderberg, Shemara was 

to develop and market the retirement village. : 

Shemara sold a number of its shares in Helderberg for a nominal consideration to 284 purchasers of. 

completed cottages at Helderberg. Each purchaser also undertook to lend to Helderberg a sum equivalent to 

what basically constituted the purchase consideration for their occupancy rights. As every cottage was completed 

and sold, the relevant shares in Helderberg were transferred by Shemara to the purchaser. Loan obligations of 

Helderberg in favour of each resident were simultaneously created. The loan obligations were not repayable, 

save on the winding up of Helderberg. 

The mechanism described above was used by Shemara to create a cash flow to fund the development. It 

was anticipated that the total cost of the development on completion would equal the total of the proceeds of 

sales, excluding resales, and that there would eventually be no outstanding liabilities to third parties. In so far as 

the loan portions were concerned, the funds were advanced by Helderberg to Shemara to enable it to pay the 

development costs. The total consideration in respect of the various dwellings which were sold was apportioned 

as to R1 for the share block and the balance in respect of the loan portion. 

It was provided that the Helderberg Village Management Trust would be paid 15% of the selling price of all 

cottages and that these funds would be used to purchase from Shemara ali the central facilities. The trust was, 

however, never formed. As an alternative arrangement shares was kept in trust by a firm of accountants. 

The construction costs of the dwellings and facilities on the Helderberg property were funded from the total 

consideration, including loans, payable by the purchasers of dwellings in Helderberg Village Estate. This was 

effected by means of the contracts of sale concluded by such purchasers with Shemara and Helderberg in 

respect of the share blocks purchased from Shemara and the loan obligations undertaken by Helderberg. 

In terms of the contract of sale under which cottages were purchased, the purchase prices were made up of 

the purchase price of the shares purchased and the loan obligations to purchasers. Payments were made to 

Helderberg and the monies received were then transferred to Shemara in terms of the following contractual terms 

governing payments: 

(a) 25% on signature of contract. 

(b) 25% on completion of the foundation, known as “the foundation payment”’. 

(c) 25% on cottage reaching roof height. 

(d) 25% on completion of cottage. 

In addition to the funding mechanism referred to above, capital for the venture was provided by Personal 

Trust, a local trust company. It was agreed that Personal Trust would procure and raise the necessary develop- 

ment capital, taking up 33% of the issued share capital in return for providing such finance for Shemara. Personal 

Trust was also entitled to a representative on the board of Shemara. Mr J. A. Kipps was in due course appointed 

as the representative of Personal Trust to the board. The other directors were Burton Barbour, his wife 

Mrs N. Burton Barbour and Schrauwen. Burton Barbour held the balance of the equity, and Schrauwen, the 

project manager, 16,67%. 

The property on which the development was to be undertaken was purchased on 1 November 1986 in the 

name of Helderberg for a price of approximately R3 million. This was partly paid from the proceeds of a mortgage 

loan over the property issued in favour of Personal Trust as trustee for debenture holders. 

The initial funding of R2 million provided by Personal Trust was employed as payment for the balance of the 

purchase price of the land and related costs of its acquisition. These funds were raised by Personal Trust from 

individial investors in accordance with the provisions of a debenture trust deed to which Helderberg was a party 

and for which Helderberg issued the debentures. As security for the debentures Helderberg caused a second 

mortgage bond for R2 million to be registered over its immovable property in favour of Personal Trust.
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The financial collapse 

- During 1989 Shemara was affected by various adverse commercial and financial circumstances and condi- 
tions. Market confidence weakened and sales declined. Shemara started to experience a cash flow problem 
requiring an urgent infusion of short term bridging funds. According to Burton Barbour contemplated legislation at 
the time imposed an onerous financial burden on the development’s capital structure for which provision had not 
been made. This generated an unanticipated capital requirement, exerting severe pressure on Shemara’s capital 
resources. A financier was found who was willing to provide a loan of R4,5 million, provided that a suitable bond 
could be registered over certain of the property. Delay occurred in the relevant legal processes, and the prospec- 
tive financier insisted on formal approval being granted by the shareholders in general meeting. The approval 
was given at a meeting held in December 1988. Further delay occurred. Meetings for a second vote were held on 
30 June and 6 July 1989, when approval was again obtained. The prolonged uncertainty and confusion appear to 
have contributed to falling sales and reduced income. The sluggish sales retarded the pace of construction, 
which in turn impacted on the financial position, more particularly the cash flow situation. Increased | costs: and — 
various budget overruns worsened the situation. 

Shemara had approached Personal Trust to raise R3,55 million secured by a pledge of share biocks in 
Helderberg, the suretyship of Burton Barbour and the pledge by the remaining shareholders that is Personal 
Trust Finance (Pty) Ltd and Schrauwen of their shares. Additional funds were raised as follows: R0,5 million in 
July 1989 and R1,8 million in October 1989, totalling R5,85 million in aggregate. The last RO,5 million was 
invested via a separate company Rex Marketing (Pty) Ltd. The “‘D” and “‘E” shares in Helderberg were pledged 
as security by Shemara to Personal Trust as trustees for investors. The maturity dates of the various loans 
repayable to Personal Trust extended over the period December 1989 to June 1990. This funding was essentially 
of a short term nature. Burton Barbour appears to have placed his reliance in the continued availability of this 
form of financing. During November of 1989 Personal Trust refused renewal of the loans. Burton Barbour was 

ousted asa director and control of the business was assumed by Personal Trust. 

During December 1989 an informal meeting was convened by all parties to propose a two month moratorium 
and a strategy to pursue the refinancing and completion of the development scheme due to the severe cash flow 
problems created by the interest debt on the loan capital. 

It was agreed to form an interim Management Board which represented all the major parties of the Helder- 
berg Project. The purpose of the Interim Management Board was to find financial solutions to the problems 
surrounding Helderberg and Shemara. The Interim Management Board collapsed when the Village representa- 
tives withdrew. The financial positiion continued to deteriorate and became unmanageable. 

Liquidation and judicial management 

Legal proceedings followed and Shemara was placed in final liquidation on 21 March 1990. Helderberg was 
placed under final judicial management on 8 May 1990. The liquidation of Shemara left Helderberg with liabilities 
which could be discharged only if the shareholders of Helderberg paid a capital levy. A capital levy of approxima- 
tely R7,5 million was implemented by the judicial management of Helderberg and subsequently raised: from 
members of Helderberg. 

Scheme of arrangement 

The affairs of Shemara and Helderberg were closely interwoven, leading to disputes between the Liquidators 
of Shemara and the Judicial Managers of Helderberg on certain key issues. Some of these’issues were: 

(a) Monies were borrowed by Shemara on the security of a pledge to Personal Trust of some of these : 
shares and the question in dispute was whether the developer’s shares gave Shemara the absolute © 
right to develop the remainder of the village which was approximately 150 cottages. The liquidators 
maintained it did and the judicial managers maintained that it did not. 

(b) Ownership of the movables in the completed portion of the central facilities namely the incomplete 
frail care centre, and three buildings for dining and recreation, was disputed by the liquidators of 
Shemara. 

(c) The liquidators maintained that Shemara had a claim of some R18 million against Helderberg for 
work done at Helderberg Village. The judicial managers disputed this claim and lodged a coun- 
terclaim for R5,95 million by Helderberg against Shemara. 

(d) Shares issued in Helderberg to shareholders had been allotted and issued without any enabling 
resolution of shareholders.
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(e) The resolutions dividing the share capital into different classes of shares had not been part of a 

special resolution nor had it been registered with the Registrar of Companies. 

(f) The Helderberg Village Management Trust which was to hold the “‘F’”’ class shares allocated to the 

central facilities had not been formed and 15% of the contract. obligation of individual purchasers 

which was to be held by Helderberg had not been paid to or held in trust for the said Helderberg. 

(g) The club house and frail care centre were: incomplete and the builder claimed a lien over the partly 

completed buildings. 

(h) Another contractor, which had built the cottages at Helderberg Village, claimed a lien over some 

cottages and garages even though some of these had been sold and the purchasers had paid for 

their cottages and garages in full. 

(i) Twenty six purchasers had purchased cottages and some had made payments on account of the 

purchase consideration although the cottages had not yet been constructed. 

(i) The resolution enabling registration of a bond for some R4,5 million passed by Helderberg in favour 

of Allied Bank had not been registered with the Registrar of Companies. 

A scheme of arrangement in terms of section 311 of the Companies Act, No 61 of 1973 which v was proposed 
to bring an end to the legal and financial disputes between the parties was sanctioned by the Supreme Court on 

27 February 1992. 

5. EVALUATION OF THE BUSINESS PRACTICE AND CONCLUSION 

One of the main reasons for the financial difficulties experienced by Shemara and Helderberg was the 

developer’s inability to bring sufficient further.capital to the development. The liquidation of Shemara resulted in 

Helderberg being faced with liabilities which could be discharged only by the shareholders of Helderberg making 

payment of a capital levy. The temporary collapse of the Helderberg development in 1989 was a major financial — 

disaster for many of the Helderberg residents. 

Financial failure such as occurred in this case does not in itself necessarily imply that there has been fraud, 

mismanagement or any harmful business practice. Even if financial failure were due to factors of this nature, 

proof may not be available of either criminal conduct or which indicates to any identifiable harmfui business 

practice as defined by the Act. The Committee resisted demands to discontinue its investigation on the basis that 

any possible harmful business practice would have been terminated by the liquidation of Shemara and the 

placing of Helderberg under judicial management. the Committee employed the services of an external, as well 

as of its internal investigators and examined voluminous documentation in the course of its investigation. 

The eventual sanctioning by the Court of the scheme of arrangement in terms of section 311 of the Compa- 

nies Act has, nevertheless, finalised the various legal disputes. The business is currently viable and the residents 

have received value for their investments. 

it is not within the Committee’s power to ensure that investors receive compensation for losses incurred. 

Apart from concluding that inadequate capitalisation contributed to the collapse of the Helderberg development, 

the Committee has not been able to establish any specific misconduct without which it can with certainty be said 

that there would have been no financial collapse. An extremely unfortunate combination of circumstances 

appears to have exacerbated:weaknesses flowing from the development’s capital structure. Even with the benefit 

of hindsight the Committee was not in a position to fix biame for this aspect on any one individual since a different 

run of circumstances might have shown the capitalisation structure to have been entirely adequate. 

Although the legal and financial structure adopted by the parties did not withstand the severe pressures to 

which the scheme was subjected, the Committee has consequently not been able to conclude that this structure 

in itself amounted to a harmful business practice. 

Given the size and complexity of the venture, the inherent risks of business ventures of this nature and the 

various unresolved legal disputes, the Committee is unable to identify any harmful business practice in the 

circumstances. 

In the light of the above-mentioned the Committee recommends that the Minister takes no steps in . 

terms of section 12 of the Act.

3. AGTERGROND 

Helderberg Village Estate is ’n aftree-oord by Somerset-Wes wat Shemara ontwikkel het op grond‘wat deur: - 
Helderberg besit word. Helderberg is gedurende Mei 1986 geregistreer en Shemara in November’ 1986 in opdrag 
van Barbour, 'n prokureur, wat die dryfveer agter die ontwikkeling was. Barbour het ook te alle wesenlike tye 
gedien as besturende direkteur van beide maatskappye. Die hoofdoet van Helderberg Village soos. in ‘sy:

'n Aandeleblokskema, soos omskryf in die Wet op die Beheer van Aandelebiokke, 1980 (Wet No. 59 van . 
1980), beteken enige skema waarvolgens ’n aandeel op enige wyse ’n reg op of ’n belang in die gebruik van’ - 
onroerende eiendom toeken. Indien enige aandeel van ’n maatskappy ’n reg op of ’n belang in die gebruik .van. 
onroerende goedere of enige gedeelte van die onroerende eiendom toeken, word die maatskappy geag ’n 
aandeleblokskema te bedryf. ,
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Die statute van ’n aandeleblokmaatskappy moet voorsiening maak daarvoor dat aandeelhouers geregtig sal 

wees op die gebruik van ’n gespesifiseerde gedeelte van die onroerende eiendom ten opsigte waarvan die 

maatskappye die aandeleblokskema bedryf, op die voorwaardes vervat in ’n gebruiksooreenkoms aangegaan 

tussen die maatskappy en sodanige aandeelhouer. 

Kragtens ’n aandeleblokskema verkry ’n aandeleblokmaatskappy regte op grond en geboue vir gebruik of 

besetting deur aandeelhouers van die maatskappy. Soos in die geval van alle maatskappye behoort die bates 

aan die maatskappy en nie aan die aandeelhouers, wat geen eiendomsreg op die eiendom van die maatskappye 

het nie. Hierdie feit word nie altyd besef nie. 

Die okkupasieregte wat voortvloei uit ’n gebruiksooreenkoms kragtens die Wet op die Beheer van Aandele- 

blokke, stel nie eiendomsreg daar nie. Die feit dat ’n reéling kragtens die Wet op die Beheer van Aandelebiokke 

gestruktureer is sal nie op sigself die aard van die verbruiker se regte van persoonlike regte na saaklike regte, dit 

is eiendomsreg, verander nie. Die feit dat die okkupasieregte afgelei is van ’n gebruiksooreenkoms en nie 

eiendomsreg daarstel nie, affekteer hul bemarkbaarheid. Verbruikers mag soms foutiewelik hulle aandeleblok- 

regte gelykstel aan eiendomsreg en gevolglik die bemarkbaarheid daarvan oorskat. 

Verbruikers moet egter ’n onderskeid tref tussen saaklike en persoonlike regte. ’n Persoonlike reg is ’n reg 

waarkragtens die een party van ’n ander ’n bedrag geld of een of ander daad of optrede mag eis. Waar A 

byvoorbeeld iets aan B verkoop, het B die reg om lewering van die item wat verkoop word te verkry. Hierdie reg 

op lewering is ’n persoonlike reg. A se reg op betaling van die prys deur B is ook ’n persoonlike reg teenoor B. ’n 

Saaklike reg is egter ’n reg soos eienaarskap waar die eienaar die reg het om na goeddunke met eiendom te 

handel en daarvan ontsiae te raak. Die eienaar het ’n reg dat niemand sal inmeng met sy eienaarskap van sy 

eiendom nie. 

Enige onroerende eiendom wat ’n aandeleblokmaatskappy besit of enige van sy regte tot onroerende 

eiendom wearvan dit nie die eienaar is nie en ten opsigte waarvan dit ’n aandeleblokskema bedryf, mag slegs 

vervreem of sedeer word indien goedgekeur deur ’n spesiale resolusie van ’n algemene vergadering van die 

maatskappy. 

Die Wet op die Beheer van Aandeleblokke bevat verskeie bepalings wat daarop gerig is om die belange van 

aandeelhouers te beskerm. Daar word vereis dat direkteure van ’n aandeleblokmaatskappy moet verseker dat 

sodanige rekenkundige state in stand gehou word soos nodig is om die redelike stand van gelde ontvang en 

uitgegee namens die maatskappy ten opsigte van die aandeleblokskema wat deur die maatskappy bedryf word, 

weer te gee. 

Daar word ook vereis dat ’n aandeleblokmaatskappy, met tussenpose van nie meer as ses maande nie, sy 

boeke en dokumentasie met betrekking tot enige betaling deur aandeelhouers gemaak ten opsigte van 

leningsverpligtinge, balanseer. Boeke, dokumentasie en finansiéle state moet minstens een keer per jaar deur ’n 

ouditeer aangestel kragtens hoofstuk X van die Maatskappywet, geouditeer word. 

5. Die SAKEPRAKTYK 

Korporatiewe, kontraktuele en finansiéle reélings 

Helderberg Share Block Beperk, is ’n aandeleblokmaatskappy, nie ’n handelsmaatskappy nie. Sy 

hoofdoelstelling en besigheid is voorgeskryf in sy statute as die bedryf van ’n aandeleblokskema ten opsigte van 

die onroerende eiendom wat dit besit. Helderberg se inkomste word hoofsaaklik verkry deur heffings van sy lede 

te vorder en deur sekere dienste aan lede te voorsien wat moontlik ook inkomste kan genereer. Hierdie dienste 

sluit in spyseniering, gesondheidsorg en sportfasiliteite. Die inkomste uit hierdie heffings en dienste word aange- 

wend om uitgawes te bestry wat voortspruit uit die lewering aan aftree-oordbewoners van verskeie bestuurs- en 

besigheidsdienste en in die onderhoud en bewaring van sy bates. 

Helderberg was aanvanklik ’n volfiliaal van Shemara en sy aandele in daardie maatskappy is soos volg 

uitgereik: 

“A”tipe ‘“Aandele met regte om huise in dorp nommer een te bewoon—Shemara Village.” 

“B”-tipe ‘‘Aandele met regte om huise in dorp nommer twee te bewoon—Talani Village.” _ 

“C”-tipe ‘‘Aandele met regte om huise in dorp nommer drie te bewoon—Hamilton Village.” 

“D”-tipe ‘‘Aandele met regte om huise in dorp nommer vier te bewoon—Malray Village.” 

“E’tipe -“‘Aandele met regte om huise in dorp nommer vyf te bewoon—North Riding.” 

“E”tipe . “Aandele wat betrekking het op die eienaarskap en gebruik van die dorp se sentrale fasiliteite 

insluitend gesondheidsorg, klubhuis met gemeenskaplike kook- en eetgeriewe en verskeie 

huisies vir gemeenskaplike aktiwiteite.”
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Die houers van A- tot E-tipe aandele is geregtig op die gebruik en okkupasie van die onderskeie huiseen- 
hede en sekere motorhuise en motorafdakke en die houers van F-tipe aandele is geregtig op die gebruik,’ 
okkupasie en beheer van die gemeenskaplike fasiliteite, gholfbaan, sportfasiliteite en ontspanningsareas in die 
Helderberg Village Estate. 

Shemara was ingelyf met die doel om die aftree-oord te ontwikkel. By die stigting van Shemara het dit al die aandele in Helderberg besit. Kragtens ’n ooreenkoms tussen Shemara en Helderberg, moes Shemara die aftree- 
oord ontwikkel en bemark. 

Shemara het ’n aantal van sy aandele in Helderberg vir ’n nominale vergoeding aan 284 kopers van 
voltooide -huise in Helderberg verkoop. Elke koper het ook onderneem om ’n bedrag aan Helderberg te leen 
gelykstaande aan wat aanvanklik die aankoopprys van hulle okkupasieregte was. Met die voltooiing en verkoop 
van elke huis is die betrokke aandele in Helderberg deur Shemara aan die koper oorgedra. Terselfdertyd is 
leningsverpligtinge van Helderberg.ten gunste van elke inwoner geskep. Die leningsverpligtinge was nie terugbe- — taalbaar nie, behalwe by die likwidasie van Helderberg. 

Bogenoemde meganisme is deur Shemara gebruik om kontantvioei te skep ten einde die ontwikkeling te finansier. Dit is in die vooruitsig gestel dat die totale koste van die ontwikkeling by voitooiing gelyk sou wees aan die opbrengs van verkope, uitgesonderd herverkope, en dat daar uiteindelik geen uitstaande verpligtinge teenoor derde partye sou wees nie. Wat die leningsgedeeltes betref is fondse deur Helderberg aan Shemara voorgeskiet 
ten einde dit in staat te stel om die ontwikkelingskoste te betaal. Die totale vergoeding ten opsigte van die 
verskeie wonings wat verkoop is, is verdee! teen R1 vir die aandeleblok en die balans ten opsigte van die 
leningsgedeelte. 

Dit is voorsien dat die Helderberg Village Management Trust 15% van die verkoopprys van alle huise sou 
ontvang en dat hierdie fondse aangewend sou word om al die sentrale fasiliteite van Shemara aan te koop. Die. 
trust is egter nooit opgerig nie. As ’n alternatiewe reéling is skikkingsaandele deur ’n rekenmeestersfirma in trust 
gehou. 

Die konstruksiekoste van die wonings en fasiliteite op die Helderberg-eiendorn is gefinansier uit die totale 
inkomste, met inbegrip van lenings, betaalbaar deur die kopers van wonings in die Helderberg Village Estate. Dit 
is bewerkstellig deur middel van die verkoopkontrakte aangegaan tussen sodanige kopers met Shemara en 
Helderberg ten opsigte van die aandeleblok gekoop van Shemara en die leningsverpligtinge onderneem deur 
Helderberg. 

Kragtens die verkoopkontrak waarvolgens die wonings gekoop is, is die verkooppryse verteenwoordig deur 
die aandele gekoop en die leningsverpligtinge aan die kopers. Betalings is aan Helderberg gemaak en die geld 
ontvang is aan Shemara oorgedra kragtens die volgende kontraktuele verbintenis met betrekking tot betalings: 

(a) 25% by ondertekening van kontrak. 

(b) 25% by voltooiing van die fondasie, bekend as “‘die fondasiebetaling’’. 
(c) 25% by bereiking van dakhoogte. 

(d) 25% by voltooiing van die woning. 

Benewens bogenoemde wyse van finansiering is kapitaal vir die onderneming ook verskaf deur Personal 
Trust, ’n plaaslike trustmaatskappy. Daar is ooreengekom dat Personal Trust die verlangde ontwikkelingskapi- 
taal sou bekom en beskikbaar stel aan Shemara in ruil vir 33% van die maatskappy se uitgereikte aandelekapi- 
taal. Personal Trust is ook geregtig om ’n verteenwoordiger op die direksie van Shemara aan te stel. Mnr J. A. 
Kipps is geleéner tyd as verteenwoordiger van Personal Trust op die direksie aangestel. Die ander direkteure - was Burton Barbour, sy vrou mev. N. Burton Barbour en Schrauwen. Burton Barbour het die res van die aandele 
besit en Schrauwen, die projekbestuurder, 16,67%. 

Die eiendom waarop die beoogde ontwikkeling sou plaasvind is op 1 November 1986 in die naam van Helderberg vir ongeveer R3 miljoen gekoop. Dit is gedeeltelik betaal uit die opbrengs van ’n verbandlening oor die eiendom ten gunste van Personal Trust as trustee vir skuldbriefhouers. 

Die aanvanklike befondsing van R2 miljoen deur Personal Trust is aangewend as betaling vir die balans van die koopprys van die grond en verwante koste van die verkryging daarvan. Hierdie fondse is ingesamel deur Personal Trust deur middel van individuele beleggers ooreenkomstig die voorwaardes van ’n skuldbriefakte waartoe Helderberg ’n party was en waar Helderberg die skuldbriewe uitgereik het. As sekuriteit vir die skuid- briewe het Helderberg ’n tweede verband van R2 miljoen oor sy onroerende eiendom ten gunste van Personal Trust geregistreer.
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Die finansiéle ineenstorting 

Gedurende 1989 is Shemara deur verskeie ongunstige kommersiéle en finansiéle omstandighede bein- 

vloed. Markvertroue het verswak en verkope het afgeneem. Shemara het begin om ’n kontantvloeiprobleem te 

ondervind wat dringend korttermyn oorbruggingsfinansiering benodig het. Volgens Burton Barbour het voorge- 

stelde wetgewing op daardie tydstip ’n swaar finansiéle las op die kapitaalstruktuur van die ontwikkeling gehad 

waarvoor nie voorsiening gemaak is nie. ’n Finansier is gevind wat gewillig was om ’n lening van R4,5 miljoen te 

voorsien, mits 'n geskikte verband oor ’n gedeelte van die eiendom geregistreer kon word. ’n Vertraging het 

ontstaan in die toepaslike regsprosesse en die voornemende finansier het aangedring op formele goedkeuring 

deur aandeelhouers tydens ’n algemene vergadering. Goedkeuring is verleen tydens ’n vergadering gehou in 

Desember 1988. Verdere vertraging het ontstaan. Vergaderings vir ’n tweede stemming het plaasgevind op 

30 Junie en 6 Julie 1989, toe goedkeuring weereens verleen is. Die verlengde onsekerheid en verwarring het 

klaarblyklik bygedra tot ’n afname in verkope en verminderde inkomste. Die swak verkope het die pas van 

konstruksie vertraag wat weer ’n invloed op die finansiéle posisie, in die besonder op die kontantvloeistituasie, 

gehad het. Verhoogde koste en verskeie oorskrydings van begrotings het die situasie vererger. 

Shemara het Personal Trust genader om R3,55 miljoen op te neem teen sekuriteit van ’n waarborg van 

aandeleblokke in Helderberg, die borgstelling van Burton Barbour en die waarborg van die oorblywende aandeel- 

houers, dit is Personal Trust Finance (Pty) Ltd en Schrauwen van hulle aandele. Bykomende fondse is soos volg 

verkry: RO,5 miljoen in Julie 1989 en R1,8 miljoen in Oktober 1989, in totaal R5,85 miljoen. Die laaste RO,5 

miljoen is belé via ’n afsonderlike maatskappy Rex Marketing (Pty) Ltd. Die “‘D’’- en “E’”’-aandele in Helderberg 

is verpand as sekuriteit deur Shemara aan Personal Trust as trustees vir beleggers. Die vervaldatums van die 

verskillende lenings terugbetaalbaar aan Personal Trust het gestrek oor die tydperk Desember 1989 tot Junie 

1990. Hierdie fundering was hoofsaaklik van ’n korttermyn aard. Burton Barbour het klaarblyklik staat gemaak op 

die voortgesette beskikbaarheid van hierdie wyse van finansiering. Gedurende November 1990 het Personal 

Trust geweier om die lenings te hernu. Burton Barbour is uitgestem as direkteur en beheer van die besigheid is 

deur Personal Trust oorgeneem. 

Gedurende Desember 1989 is ’n informele vergadering deur al die partye belé om ’n moratorium van twee 

maande voor te stel asook ’n strategie vir die herfinansiering en voltooiing van die ontwikkeling te formuleer as 

gevolg van die ernstige kontantvioeiprobleme wat deur die renteskuld op die leningskapitaal veroorsaak is. 

Daar is ooreengekom dat ’n Tussentydse Bestuursraad, verteenwoordigend van al die belangrike partye by 

die Helderberg projek, opgerig sou word. Die doel van die Tussentydse Bestuursraad was om finansiéle oplos- 

sings te vind vir die probleme wat Helderberg en Shemara ondervind het. Die Tussentydse Bestuursraad het 

misluk toe die verteenwoordigers van die Village onttrek het. Die finansiéle posisie het voortdurend verswak en 

onbeheerbaar geraak. 

Likwidasie en geregtelike bestuur 

Geregtelike stappe het gevolg en Shemara is op 21 Maart 1990 in finale likwidasie geplaas. Helderberg is op 

8 Mei 1990 finaal onder geregtelike bestuur geplaas. Die likwidasie van Shemara het Helderberg gelaat met laste 

wat slegs gedelg kon word indien die aandeelhouers van Helderberg ’n kapitaalheffing sou betaal. ’n Kapitaalhef- 

fing van ongeveer R7,5 miljoen is deur die geregtelike bestuur ingestel en daarna van die lede van Helderberg 

verhaal. 

Skikking 

Die sake van Shemara en Helderberg was ineengestrengel en het gelei tot geskille tussen die likwidateurs 

van Shemara en die geregtelike bestuurders van Helderberg ten opsigte van sekere sleutelaspekte. Sommige 

van hierdie aspekte was: 

(a) Geld is deur Shemara geleen teen ’n waarborg aan Personal Trust van sommige van hierdie 

aandele en die vraag in geskil was of die ontwikkelaar se aandele Shemara die volkome reg gee 

om die oorblywende deel van die dorp, sowat 150 huisie, te ontwikkel. Die likwidateurs het aange- 

_ voer dit het en die geregtelike bestuurders dit het nie. 

(b) Eienaarskap van die roerende goed in die voltooide deel van die sentrale fasiliteite, naamlik die 

onvoltooide gesondheidsentrum en die drie geboue vir eet en ontspanning, is deur die likwidateurs 

van Shemara betwis. 

(c) Die likwidateurs het aangevoer dat Shemara ’n eis van nagenoeg R8 miljoen teen Helderberg het 

vit werk gedoen by Helderberg Village. Die geregtelike bestuurders het hierdie eis betwis en ’n 

teeneis vir R5,95 miljoen deur Helderberg teen Shemara ingedien. 

(d) Aandele uitgereik in Heiderberg aan aandeelhouers is toegeken en uitgereik sonder enige magti- 

gende resolusie van aandeelhouers.
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(e) Die resolusies wat die aandelekapitaal in verskillende klasse aandele verdeel was nie deel van ’n 
spesiale resolusie nie en is ook nie by die Registrateur van Maatskappye geregistreer nie. 

. (f) Die Helderberg Village Management Trust, wat die “‘F’”’-klas aandele sou hou wat toegeken is aan 

die sentrale fasiliteite, is nie opgerig nie en 15% van die kontrakverpligtinge van individuele kopers 
wat aan Helderberg betaalbaar was, is nie betaal aan of in trust gehou vir gemelde Helderberg nie. 

(g) Die klubhuise en gesondheidsentrum was onvoltooid en die bouer het ’n retensiereg ten opsigte 
van die gedeeltelik voltooide geboue geéis. 

(h) ’n Ander kontrakteur, wat die huise by Helderberg Village gebou het, het ’n retensiereg ten opsigte 
van sommige van die huise en motorhuise geéis al was sommige daarvan reeds verkoop en het die 
kopers ten volle betaal vir hul huise en die motorhuise. 

(i) Ses-en-twintig kopers het huise gekoop en sommige het betalings ten opsigte van die koopprys 
gemaak alhoewel die huise nog nie gebou was nie. 

(j) Die resolusie wat magtiging verleen vir die registrasie van ’n verband vir sowat R4,5 miljoen deur 
Helderberg ten gunste van Allied Bank was nie by die Registrateur van Maatskappye geregistreer 
nie. 

’n Reéling kragtens artikel 311 van die Maatskappywet, No. 61 van 1973, wat daarop gemik was om ’n einde 

te bring aan die regs- en finansiéle geskille tussen die partye is op 27 Februarie 1992, deur die Hooggeregshof 

bekragtig. . 

5. EVALUERING VAN DIE SAKEPRAKTYK EN GEVOLGTREKKING 

Een van die hoofredes vir die finansiéle probleme wat Shemara en Helderberg ondervind het, was die 

ontwikkelaar se onvermoé om voldoende bykomende kapitaal vir die ontwikkeling te verkry. Die likwidasie van 

Shemara het tot gevolg gehad dat Helderberg gekonfronteer is met laste wat alleen gedelg kon word indien die 

aandeelhouers van Helderberg 'n kapitaalheffing sou betaal. Die tydelike ineenstorting van die Helderberg- 

ontwikkeling in 1989 was ’n groot finansiéle ramp vir baie van die inwoners van Helderberg. 

Finansiéle mislukking wat soos in hierdie geval voorgekom het, beteken op sigself nie dat daar noodwendig 

bedrog, wanbestuur of enige skadelike sakepraktyke was nie. Selfs indien finansiéle mislukking toegeskryf kan 

word aan sodanige faktore, mag bewyse nie beskikbaar wees wat dui op kriminele optrede of enige identifiseer- 

bare skadelike sakepraktyk soos omskryf in die Wet nie. Die Komitee het eise om die ondersoek te beéindig op 

grond daarvan dat die likwidasie van Shemara en die plasing van Helderberg onder geregtelike bestuur ’n einde 

sou maak aan enige moontlike skadelike sakepraktyk, teengestaan. Die Komitee het van die dienste van ‘n 

eksterne sowel as van sy eie interne ondersoekbeamptes gebruik gemaak en lywige dokumentasie in die loop . 

van sy ondersoek bestudeer. 

Die uiteindelike bekragtiging deur die Hof van die reéling kragtens artikel 311 van die Maatskappywet, het 

egter die onderskeie wetlike geskille gefinaliseer. Die besigheid is tans lewensvatbaar en die inwoners het 

waarde vir hulle beleggings ontvang. 

Dit is nie binne die Komitee se vermoé om toe te sien dat beleggers vergoeding ontvang vir verliese wat gely 

is nie. Benewens die gevolgtrekking dat onvoldoende kapitalisasie tot die ineenstorting van die Helderberg- — 

ontwikkeling bygedra het, kon die Komitee nie enige spesifieke wangedrag bewys waarsonder dit met sekerheid 

gesé kan word dat daar geen finansiéle ineenstorting sou gewees het nie. ’n Uiters ongelukkige sameloop van 

omstandighede het klaarblyklik die swakhede, wat voortgevloei het uit die ontwikkeling se finansiéle struktuur, 

vererger. Selfs met die voordeel van wysheid van agterna beskou, was die Komitee nie in ’n posisie om enige 

individu te blameer vir hierdie aspek nie aangesien die kapitaalstruktuur onder ander omstandighede moontlik 

voldoende kon gewees het. 

Alhoewel die regs- en finansiéle strukture van die partye nie die swaar druk waaraan die skema onderwerp 

was kon weerstaan nie, kon die Komitee uiteindelik nie tot die gevolgtrekking kom dat hierdie struktuur op sigself 

’n skadelike sakepraktyk uitmaak nie. 

Gegewe die omvang en kompleksiteit van die onderneming, die inherente risiko’s van hierdie tipe besig- 
heidsondernemings en die verskeie onopgeloste regsdispute, is die Komitee, onder hierdie omstandighede, nie 
in staat om enige skadelike sakepraktyk te identifiseer nie. 

In die lig van die bostaande beveel die Komitee aan dat die Minister geen stappe kragtens artikel 

12 van die Wet doen nie.
