1. Section 1 of the National Building Regulations and Building Standards Act, 5 
1977 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Act), is hereby amended— 

(a) by the deletion of the definition of “professional engineer”; and 
(b) by the insertion after the definition of “owner”, of the following 

definition: 
“* ‘registered person’ means a person defined in section 1 of the 10 
Engineering Profession of South Africa Act, 1990 (Act No. 114 of 
1990), as a certificated engineer, engineering technician, profes- 
sional engineer or professional technologist (engineering);”’. 

  

Substitution of section 3 of Act 103 of 1977. 

2. The following section is hereby substituted for section 3 of the principal Act: 15 

‘*Duties of draftsmen of plans, specifications, documents and diagrams
