PROPOSED CIVIL AVIATION REGULATIONS: AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE ENGINEERS LICENSING

The Civil Aviation Authority has launched a new project to review the current aviation regulations. The project aims to 
enhance the safety of civil aviation by ensuring that the South African legislation complies with the minimum standards pres­
cribed by the International Civil Aviation Organization. The Civil Aviation Authority is assisted in the execution of this project by a 
Steering Committee and various working groups.

Due to the nature and extensive range of subjects which need to be regulated, the project will be executed in phases and 
regulations will be published accordingly. The proposed structure of the Civil Aviation Regulations is set out in Schedule 1.

In accordance with a decision of the Steering Commitee, the Chief Director: Civil Aviation Authority invites all interested 
parties to comment on the proposed structure of the Civil Aviation Regulations as well as the proposed regulations on Aircraft 
Maintenance Engineers Licensing set out in Schedule 2. The proposed regulations are the seventh set in a series to be 
published and they represent Part 4 of Chapter 4 of the proposed structure.

The proposed regulations on Aircraft Maintenance Engineers Licensing make provision for certain information to be 
contained in a document called Document SA-CATS-AME. The compilation of the document does not form part of this project, 
but it is envisaged as a document that will contain all the detail, technical standards, procedures, syllabi, etc., regarding aircraft 
maintenance engineers licensing, testing and training. The various working groups will be responsible for the compilation of the 
SA-CATS Documents and they will be published by the Civil Aviation Authority.

Comments or representations should be lodged in writing and should reach the Department of Transport not later than 
90 days from the date of publication of this notice.

P A R T  4  — A IR C R A F T  M A IN T E N A N C E  E N G IN E E R S  

SUBPART 1

GENERAL PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE ENGINEERS

Definitions
1. In these regulations, unless the context otherwise indicates—
“adjustable-pitch propeller” means a propeller, the pitch setting of which can be conveniently changed in the course of 

ordinary field maintenance, but which cannot be changed when the propeller is rotating;
“aeroplane” means a power-driven, heavier-than-air aircraft, deriving its lift in flight chiefly from aerodynamic reactions on 

surfaces which remain fixed under given conditions of flight;

“approved” means approved by the Commissioner;
“date of application”, when used in connection with the issue, renewal or reissue of a licence, certificate or rating, means 

the date on which the application is received in a form acceptable to the Commissioner;
“day” means the period of time from 15 minutes before sunrise to 15 minutes after sunset, sunrise and sunset being as 

given in the publication “ Times of Sunrise, Sunset and Local Apparent Noon of the South African Astronomical Obser­
vatory” ;

“Document SA-CATS-AME” means a document on the South African Civil Aviation Technical Standards relating to 
Aircraft Maintenance Engineer’s Licensing, which is published by the Commissioner in terms of the Act;

“flight” means from the moment an aircraft commences its take-off until the moment it completes its next landing;
“maintenance” means all work done in accordance with manufacturers’ recommendations and approved maintenance 

schedules and includes inspection, adjustment, replacement, rectification, repair, modification, overhaul, manufacturing 
and testing;

“maximum certificated mass” means the maximum permissible mass shown in the flight manual or other document 
associated with the certificate of airworthiness at which an aircraft may commence its take-off run under standard 
atmospheric conditions at sea-level;

“night” means the period from 15 minutes after sunset to 15 minutes before sunrise, sunset and sunrise being as given in 
the publication “ Times of Sunrise, Sunset and Local Apparent Noon of the South African Astronomical Observatory” ;

“rating” means an authorisation entered on or associated with a licence and forming part thereof, stating special conditions, 
privileges or limitations pertaining to such licence or certificate;

“the Act” means the Aviation Act, 1962 (Act No. 74 of 1962);

“type of aircraft” means the type as prescribed by the Commissioner; and
“valid” when used in connection with a licence, certificate or rating issued, revalidated or renewed under these regulations, 

means that all the requirements applicable to such licence, certificate or rating, as prescribed by these regulations, have 
been complied with.

Applicability
2 . These regulations shall apply to the issue of licences and ratings for aircraft maintenance engineers and the privileges 

and limitations of such licences and ratings.

Authority to act as aircraft maintenance engineer
3 . (1) No person shall act as a maintenance engineer of an aircraft unless such person is the holder of a valid aircraft 

maintenance engineer’s licence issued or validated under this Subpart.
(2) The holder of an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall not exercise privileges other than the privileges granted 

by such licence and the appropriate rating held by such holder.

Validation of licence issued by foreign State
4. (1) The holder of an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, who 

desires to act as an aircraft maintenance engineer in the Republic, shall apply to the Commissioner on the appropriate form 
prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations, for a validation of such licence.

(2) The application for a validation referred to in subregulation (1) shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and

(b) the aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence issued by the competent authority of a foreign State, to which the 
validation refers.

(3) An aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State may be validated by the 
Commissioner subject to the same restrictions that apply to such licence and in accordance with and subject to the requirements 
and conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME.
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(4) A licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State shall be validated by the Commissioner in the appropriate 
form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.

(5) A licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State shall be validated by the Commissioner for a period of 12 
months calculated from the date of validation or the period of validity of such licence, whichever period is the lesser period.

(6) The Commissioner may renew a validation of a licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State in the 
circumstances and on the conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME.

(7) The holder of a licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State and validated by the Commissioner, 
shall at all times comply with the provisions of these regulations and the requirements and conditions prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-AME.

Conversion of licence issued by foreign State
5 . (1) The holder of a licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State, who desires to obtain a licence issued 

under the provisions of these regulations, may apply to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed Part 4 of Chapter 
11 of the regulations, for a conversion of such licence.

(2) The application for a conversion referred to in subregulation (1), shall be accompanied by—
(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) the licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State to which the conversion refers.

(3) A licence issued by a competent authority of a foreign State may be converted by the Commissioner on the appropriate 
form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions 
prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME.

(4) The holder of a converted licence shall comply with the provisions prescribed by these regulations and the require­
ments and conditions prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME.

Credit for military service
6 . (1) An aircraft maintenance engineer employed by the South African Airforce may apply to the Commissioner for a 

licence and rating prescribed in these regulations, on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations.
(2) The application for a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1), shall be accompanied by—

(a) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) proof of employment in the South African Air Force.

(3) The Commissioner may credit the knowledge, experience and skill gained in military service by the applicant, towards 
the issue of a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1).

(4) The issue of a licence and rating referred to in subregulation (1) shall be in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of 
Chapter 11 of the regulations and in accordance with and subject to the requirements and conditions prescribed in Document 
SA-CATS-AME.

Competency
7. The holder of an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall not exercise the privileges granted by such licence 

unless such holder maintains competency by complying with the appropriate requirements prescribed in this Part.

Register of licences
8. (1) The Commissioner shall maintain a current register of all aircraft maintenance engineer’s licences issued, vali­

dated, converted, revalidated or renewed in terms of the provisions of this Part.
(2) The register shall contain the following particulars:

(a) The full name of the holder of the aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence;
(b) the postal address of the holder of the aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence;
(c) the date on which the licence is issued to the aircraft maintenance engineer;
(d) particulars of the ratings held by the aircraft maintenance engineer; and
(e) the nationality of the aircraft maintenance engineer.

(3) The particulars referred to in subregulation (2) shall be recorded in the register within seven days from the date of 
receipt thereof by the Commissioner.

(4) The register shall be kept in a safe place at the office of the Commissioner.
(5) A copy of the register shall be furnished by the Commissioner on payment of the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of 

Chapter 11 of the regulations, to any person who requires the copy.

Retesting after failure
9 . An applicant for an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence who fails a theoretical knowledge examination required for 

such licence may apply for retesting after a period of 30 days has lapsed from the date of failure of such examination.

Categories of aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence
1 0 . The categories of aircraft maintenance engineer’s licences are—

(a) Category A (Class II licence);
(b) Category B (Class I licence);
(c) Category C (Class II licence);
(d) Category D (Class I licence); and
(e) Category X (Class I licence).
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Ratings of aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence

1 1 . (1) The ratings of aircraft maintenance engineer’s licences are:

(a) in the case of a Category A (Class II licence) and Category B (Class I licence) licence—

(i) Aeroplanes: Licences may be granted for all types of aeroplanes, singly or in groups, registered in the 
Republic; and

(ii) Helicopters: Licences may be granted for all types of helicopters, singly or in groups registered in the 
Republic: Provided that a licence in Category A will not be granted except in conjunction with a licence in 
Category C to cover the particular type of engine installed;

(b) in the case of a Category C (Class II licence) and Category D (Class I licence) licence, engines, and licences may 
be granted for all types of engines, singly or in groups, installed in aircraft registered in the Republic: Provided that 
a licence in Category C to cover the certification of an engine in a helicopter will not be granted except in 
conjunction with a licence in Category A to cover the particular type of helicopter in which the engine is installed; 
and

(c) in the case of a Category X (Class I licence) licence—

(i) the installation and compensation of compasses in aircraft;

(ii) the overhaul, repair, modification of engine ignition equipment;

(iii) the overhaul, repair, modification and installation of variable-pitch propellers;

(iv) the overhaul, repair, modification and installation of aircraft and engine instruments, including or exclud­
ing electrically operated instruments;

(v) the overhaul, repair, modification and installation of electrical equipment;

(vi) the overhaul, repair, modification and installation of automatic pilots;

(vii) the overhaul, repair, modification and installation of avionic equipment, including or excluding equipment 
employing pulse techniques.

(2) A rating in any category shall specify the types of airframes, engines, instruments, accessories or items of equipment in 
respect of which the holder of the licence is entitled to perform the duties of certification appropriate to that category.

(3) A rating in respect of airframes or engines may relate either to a single type of airframe or engine or to a group of 
airframes or engines.

(4) The Commissioner may at any time during its currency extend the privileges of a licence by the addition thereto of 
further categories or ratings, upon application being made on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 or the 
regulations and upon compliance with the requirements for the issue of such category or rating.

Licence groups

1 2 . (1) For the purposes of licensing aircraft maintenance engineers, airframes shall be classified into the following 
groups:

(a) Group 1: All normal types of wooden construction up to, but not including, a maximum certificated mass of 1 800
kg;

(b) Group 2: All normal types of composite or tubular metal fabric-covered construction up to, but not including, a 
maximum certificated mass of 1 800 kg;

(c) Group 3: Ail normal types of all-metal construction up to, but not including, a maximum certificated mass of 1 800
kg;

(d) Group 4: All normal types of wooden construction with a maximum certificated mass of 1 800 to 5 700 kg, 
inclusive;

(e) Group 5: All normal types of composite or tubular metal fabric-covered construction with a maximum certificated 
mass of 1 800 to 5 700 kg inclusive;

(f) Group 6: All normal types of all-metal construction with a maximum certificated mass of 1 800 to 5 700 kg 
inclusive;

(g) Group 7: All normal types with a  m axim um  certificated m ass above 5 70 0  kg; and

(h) Group 8: All unconventional types.
(2) For the purposes of licensing aircraft maintenance engineers, engines shall be classified into the following groups:

(a) Group 01: All unsupercharged piston engines normally fitted with fixed-pitch propellers;
(b) Group 02: All unsupercharged piston engines normally fitted with fixed-pitch propellers or unsupercharged piston 

engines normally fitted with variable-pitch propellers; and
(c) Group 03: All engines not included under groups 01 and 02.

(3) The Commissioner shall determine into what particular group each type of airframe and engine is to be classified, and 
an airframe or engine shall not be considered to have been classified until this has been done.
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SUBPART 2

AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE ENGINEER’S LICENCE 

Requirements for aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence
1 3 . (1) An applicant for an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence or addition to or extension of an aircraft maintenance 

engineer’s licence shall—

(a) in the case of an applicant for a Category A or C licence (Class II licence) or a Category X licence (Class I 
licence), be not less than 19 years of age: Provided that the holder of such licence shall, until he or she attains the 
age of 21, only be entitled to exercise the privileges of his or her licence in the Republic and in respect of aircraft 
registered and operated in the Republic up to, but not including, a maximum certificated mass of 1 800 kg;

(b) in the case of an applicant for a Category B or D licence (Class I licence), be not less than 21 years of age;

(c) have satisfactorily completed a recognised apprenticeship in one of the trades designated in terms of the Man­
power Training Act, 1981 (Act No. 56 of 1981), for the aviation industry, or have had experience equivalent to that 
normally gained during such apprenticeship and shall satisfy the Commissioner that he or she has attained a 
standard of technical education and workmanship equivalent to that required by one who has satisfactorily 
completed such an apprenticeship;

(d) have acquired the experience, appropriate to the category and type to which the application relates, referred to in 
regulation 14; and

(e) have passed the theoretical knowledge examination referred to in regulation 15.

Experience
1 4 . (1) An applicant for an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall comply with the requirements for appropriate 

experience prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME.
(2) Different requirements may be prescribed for different categories of aircraft maintenance engineer’s licences and for 

extensions of or additions to such licences.

Theoretical knowledge examination
1 5 . An applicant for an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall pass the appropriate accredited written examination 

prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME.

Application for maintenance engineer’s licence
16 . (1) An application for an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall be—

(a) made to the Commissioner on the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(b) be accompanied by—

(i) proof of completion of a recognised apprenticeship or proof of experience equivalent to experience 
normally gained during such apprenticeship;

(ii) the appropriate fee prescribed in Part 3 of Chapter 11 of the regulations; and
(iii) proof of his or her age.

(3) An initial application in respect of any one category shall be limited to one type of airframe or engine, or, in the case of 
an application for a group of airframes or engines to one group of airframes or engines.

Issuing of aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence

1 7 . (1) The Commissioner shall issue an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence if the applicant complies with the 
requirements referred to in regulation 13.

(2) An aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall be issued in the appropriate form prescribed in Part 4 of Chapter 11 of 
the regulations.

Period of validity

1 8 . An aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence shall be valid for a period of 24 months calculated from the date of issue of 
such licence or from the date of expiry of such licence if such licence is revalidated in accordance with the provisions of regulation 
20.

Privileges

1 9 .  (1) The holder of a  C lass II licence in Category A shall be entitled to —

(a) certify, in the manner prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME the safety for flight of an aircraft (excluding its 
engines);

(b) certify, in the logbook, the work done under the appropriate sections of the maintenance schedules approved by 
the State in which the aircraft is registered; and

(c) certify, in the logbook, the repairs approved as minor repairs, modifications approved as minor modifications, and 
the replacement of approved components and parts, including instruments.
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(2) The holder of a Class I licence in Category B shall be entitled to—
(a) certify, in the logbook, the overhaul of an aircraft, excluding its engines but including engine installation; except 

that the overhaul, repair, or modification of instruments, automatic pilots, variable-pitch propellers or electrical 
equipment shall previously have been certified by a person or an association of persons approved for the purpose 
by the Commissioner, or by an aircraft maintenance engineer appropriately licensed in Category X;

(b) certify, in the logbook, the approved repairs and approved modifications; and
(c) certify the manufacture and replacement of components and parts: Provided that such manufacture shall be 

restricted to those components and parts which are necessary for him or her to complete a repair, modification or 
overhaul which he or she will certify.

(3) The holder of a Class II licence in Category C shall be entitled to—

(a) certify, in the manner prescribed in Document SA-CATS-AME the safety for flight of engines in aircraft;
(b) certify, in the logbook, the work done under the appropriate sections of the maintenance schedules approved by 

the State in which the aircraft is registered; and
(c) certify, in the logbook, the embodiment of approved modifications, and the replacement of approved components 

and parts: Provided that this work has not involved dismantling of the engine other than to obtain access to the 
pistons, cylinders and valve operating gear.

(4) The holder of a Class I licence in Category D shall be entitled to—

(a) certify, in the logbook, the overhaul of engines; except that the overhaul, repair, or modification of engine ignition 
equipment shall previously have been certified by a person or association of persons approved for the purpose by 
the Commissioner or by an aircraft maintenance engineer appropriately licensed in Category X: Provided that the 
holder may certify the replacement of mechanical parts of a magneto;

(b) certify, in the logbook, approved repairs and approved modifications; and
(c) certify the manufacture and replacement of components and parts; Provided that such manufacture shall be 

restricted to those components and parts which are necessary for him or her to complete a repair, modification or 
overhaul which he or she will certify.

(5) The holder of a Class I licence in Category X shall, according to the ratings in which he or she is licensed, be
entitled to—

20 . (1)

certify, in the logbook, the installation and compensation of compasses; 
certify the overhaul, repair or modification of engine ignition equipment and replacements thereto;

ments thereto;
certify the overhaul, repair, modification and installation of aircraft and engine instruments;

2 1 . (1) To renew an aircraft maintenance engineer’s licence which has expired due to the lapse of the period referred to

"‘call option contract’ means a contract, [the standard terms and formal 
requirements of which are specified by the executive committee] in terms 
of which the holder of a long position in the call option contract has obtained 
the right to buy, and the holder of a short position shall, if the option is 
exercised, sell, the underlying instrument of the option contract from or to the 
clearing house on or before the future date at the strike price in accordance
with these rules and the contract specification of the option contract;";
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(b) by the insertion after the definition of “capital adequacy return” of the definition 
of:

"'cash settled futures contract’ means a futures contract contemplated 
in part (b) of the definition of futures contract in this rule 1.1:’’:

(c) by the substitution for the definition of “client agreement” of the following 
definition:

“‘client agreement' means an agreement between a member and a client 
entered into before the member becomes entitled to trade with the client, the 
basic terms and formal requirements of which have been prescribed by the 
executive committee:";

(d) by the insertion after the definition of “compliance officer” of the definition of:

“‘contract specification’ means the standard terms and formal 
requirements of a futures or option contract contemplated in the 
definition of standardised contract in section 1 of the Act, as 
determined by the executive committee;":

(e) by the substitution for the definition of “emigrant client” of the following 
definition:

“'emigrant client’ means an emigrant who is not a member who has concluded 
[an emigrant] a client agreement with a broking member and who has been 
registered by the clearing house as an emigrant client of the member;”;

(f) by the deletion of the definition of “emigrant client agreement”;

(g) by the substitution for the definition of “expiry month” of the following definition:

"'expiry month’ means in relation to a futures or option contract, the month in 
which the positions in such exchange contracts expire on the date and at the 
time as contained in the [standard terms and formal requirements] contract 
specification of the futures or option contract;”;

(h) by the substitution for the definition of “futures contract” of the following 
definition:

"‘futures contract' means a contract, [the standard terms and formal 
requirements of which are specified by the executive committee] the
effect of which is that -
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(a) [imposing on a person the obligation to make or accept delivery
of] a person agrees to deliver the underlying instrument to or receive 
it from another person at an agreed price on a future date; or

(b) [imposing on a person the obligation to pay, or giving him the 
right to receive payment of, an amount of money depending on]
a person will pay to or receive from another person an amount of 
money according to whether, on the future date, the price or value of 
the underlying instrument [has increased or decreased relative to] 
is higher or lower than the agreed price on that future date,

in accordance with these rules and the contract specification of the futures 
contract and which is included in the list of instruments kept by the executive 
committee in terms of the Act;”;

(i) by the substitution for the definition of “non-resident client” of the following 
definition:

‘“non-resident client’ means a non-resident who is not a member and who has 
concluded a [non-resident] client agreement with a broking member and who 
has been registered by the clearing house as a non-resident client of the 
broking member;”;

0) by the deletion of the definition of “non-resident client agreement”;

(k) by the insertion after the definition of “own funds" of the definition of the 
following definition:

“'physically settled futures contract’ means a futures contract 
contemplated in part (a) of the definition of a futures contract in this 
rule 1.1:”:

(l) by the substitution for the definition of “put option contract” of the following 
definition:

‘“put option contract’ means a contract, [the standard terms and formal 
requirements of which are specified by the executive committee] in terms 
of which the holder of a long position in the put option contract has obtained 
the right to sell, and the holder of a short position shall, if the option is 
exercised, buv. the underlying instrument of the option contract to or from the 
clearing house on or before the future date at the strike price on or before the 
future date in accordance with these rules and the contract specification of the
option contract:”:
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(m) by the substitution for the definition of “resident client” of the following 
definition:

“'resident client’ means a resident who is not a member and who has 
concluded a [resident] client agreement with a broking member, and who has 
been registered by the clearing house as a resident client of the member;";

(n) by the deletion of the definition of “resident client agreement”."

Substitution of section 2 of Rules
3. The following section is hereby substituted for section 2 of the Rules:

"2.1 [Rules effective] Name and legal status

[Safex as a holder of a financial market licence by virtue of a certificate 
issued by the Registrar of Financial Markets under section 8 of the 
Financial Markets Control Act, 1989 (Act No 55 of 1989), has, with the 
approval of the Registrar, effected alterations to its rules, which altered 
rules came into operation on 1 July 1994, in substitution of the rules 
published in Government Gazette No 12709 of 24 August 1990, as 
amended, and which are contained herein. These rules were made by 
the executive committee pursuant to the constitution.]

2.1.1 The name of the association is The South African Futures Exchange 
hereinafter referred to as “Safex”.

2.1.2 The constitution of Safex, adopted by members in a general meeting 
on 14 February 1990, was repealed pursuant to a resolution of the 
executive committee on 29 November 1995 and its provisions were, 
with the necessary amendments, incorporated into these rules.

2.1.3 Safex is a juristic person with perpetual succession capable of suing 
and being sued in that name.

2.1.4 All immovable property of Safex shall be registered in the name of The 
South African Futures Exchange and any sale, transfer, mortgage, or 
other alienation of such immovable property shall be made in that 
name.

2.2 Objects

The objects of Safex are to establish, operate and regulate a financial
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exchange where trading in the financial instruments listed by Safex will be 
conducted in a fair and orderly manner in accordance with the provisions of 
the Act and these rules.

2.3 Powers

2.3.1 Safex shall, in order to carry out its objects, have the capacity and 
power which is enjoyed in law by a person of full legal capacity 
including the capacity and power of contracting, lending, borrowing, 
investing, acguiring, owning, burdening, hiring, letting and alienating 
property and, subject to the provisions of the Act and these rules, of 
doing such things as may be necessary or desirable for or incidental 
to the exercise of its powers or the carrying out of its duties or the 
achievement of its objects.

2.3.2 Without derogating from the generality of rule 2.3.1, Safex shall have 
the power with the approval of the Registrar to make rules on the 
matters set out in the Act and for matters necessary or desirable for or 
incidental thereto and to suspend, alter, rescind and amend such rules 
and generally to govern, control, manage and regulate the affairs of 
Safex and its members.

2.3.3 The property and assets of Safex shall be applied towards the 
promotion of the objects of Safex and shall not be paid or transferred 
directly or indirectly by wav of dividend, bonus or otherwise by wav of 
profits to the members of Safex.

2.[2]4 [Voluntary d] Dissolution of Safex

[In terms of clause 5.3.2 read with clauses 1.5.3 and 1.5.4 of the 
constitution, the executive committee shall apply to the Master of the 
Supreme Court for the voluntary dissolution of Safex as contemplated in 
section 32 or section 33(1 )(a) of the Act if -
2.2.1 in the discretion of the executive committee the business of 

buying and selling financial instruments listed by Safex or which 
may be included in the list is no longer possible for whatever 
reason;

2.2.2 the members in general meeting decided that Safex shall 
amalgamate with another financial exchange in terms of clauses
1.4.2.6 and 1.4.2.7 of the constitution and it was decided by the 
members that the business of carrying on a financial market for 
the trading in instruments listed by Safex shall be conducted by 
such other financial exchange;



2.T2.314.1 Safex shall be dissolved if the members in general meeting 
decide[d for whatever other reason] by a vote of no less than 
three quarters of all the votes cast by members who are 
present or represented by proxy and entitled to vote that Safex 
shall be dissolved;

2.T2.414.2 [the] Any property [or] and assets of Safex remaining after the 
dissolution [or the transfer contemplated in rule 2.2.2 shall, 
as contemplated in clause 1.5.4 of the constitution,] of
Safex shall be paid to or distributed among the members of 
Safex in relation to the number of seats registered by Safex in 
the name of the members [concerned] at that time.

2.[3]5 Rules
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2.[3]5.1 Purpose

The purpose of these rules is to achieve the objects of Safex by 
providing the procedures to ensure that the business of Safex is 
carried on in an orderly manner and with due regard to the interests of 
the public in general.

2.[3]5.2 Rules binding

2.[3]5.2.1 These rules ...

2.[3J5.2.2 Without derogating from the provisions of rule 
2.[3]5.2.1, members shall ensure that in all client 
agreements clients acknowledge and confirm that they 
have read and understood, and shall be bound by, 
these rules and [the directives and] resolutions 
referred to in rule 2.[3]5.2.1.

2.[3]5.2.3 The executive committee shall notify a member of a 
decision of the executive committee with which such 
member shall comply. For the purpose of this rule a 
notice delivered, posted or sent by telex [or]A facsimile 
or electronic mail in terms of rule 3.[9]12 and which 
contains particulars of such decision shall constitute 
notification by the executive committee to the member.
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2.[3]5.3 Interpretation of the rules

Subject to the provisions of rule 2.[3]5.4, the interpretation and
enforcement of these rules shall vest in the executive committee,
whose decision shall be binding on all parties bound by the rules.

2.[3]5.4 Conflict

In the event of any conflict between -

2.[3]5.4.1 the Act and these rules, then to the extent of such 
conflict the provisions of the Act shall prevail;

[2.3.4.2 the constitution and these rules, then to the extent 
of such conflict the provisions of the rules shall 
prevail;]

2.[3]5.4.[3]2 the text of the English version of these rules and the 
text of any translation, the provisions of the English 
version shall prevail.

2.[3]5.5 [Validity of actions under repealed rules] Amendment to
rules

[2.3.5.1 The rules in the Government Gazette No 12709 of 24 
August 1990, as amended, are hereby repealed.

2.3.5.2 Anything done under any rule repealed by these
rules shall be deemed to have been done under the 
corresponding rule contained in these rules.]

2.5.5.1 For the purposes of this rule 2.5.5, an “amendment” 
shall include the addition, deletion, substitution or 
change of a rule.

2.5.5.2 A member may, verbally or in writing, propose an 
amendment to the rules to the executive officer who 
shall, in his discretion, decide whether or not to submit 
the proposal to the executive committee.

2.5.5.3 If the executive officer decides not to submit the 
amendment to the executive committee, the proponent, 
together with four other members, may reouire that their
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written proposal be submitted to the executive 
committee at its next meeting.

2.5.5.4 The executive officer or any voting member of the 
executive committee may propose an amendment to the 
rules to the executive committee.

2.5.5.5 The executive officer shall cause such proposal to be 
committed to writing and, together with a motivation for 
the amendment, submit it to the executive committee for 
consideration.

2.5.5.6 The executive officer shall notify members of an 
amendment or proposed amendment, giving them at 
least seven davs to comment on or to object in writing 
to the proposed amendment.

2.5.5.7 If the executive committee resolves not to accept the 
proposal -

2.5.5.7.1 the executive officer shall notify the member 
who proposed the amendment;

2.5.5.7.2 if, within seven days, a ballot on the proposal is 
demanded in writing bv not less than the number 
of members that would constitute a quorum as 
contemplated bv rule 3.1.9, the executive officer 
shall convene a special general meeting of 
members within seven davs of the date upon 
which the ballot is demanded to consider the 
proposal; and

2.5,5,7.3 the proposal shall be deemed to have been
rejected if no ballot is demanded or if, at the 
said ballot, a majority of votes is recorded 
against the proposal.

2,5,5.8 If the executive committee resolves to adopt the
proposal-

2,5.5,8.1 if the period of the notice given in terms of rule
2.5.5.6 has elapsed before the meeting of the 
executive committee and an objection was noted
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bv the executive committee; or

2.5.5.8.2 if notice of the proposed amendment has not 
previously been given to members; or

2.5.5.8.3 if, the executive committee gives members 
notice of a substantial change to an amendment 
of which notice had previously been given to 
members; and

2.5.5.8.4 if, within seven days of the notice to members, 
a ballot on the proposal is demanded in writing 
bv not less than the number of members that 
would constitute a quorum as contemplated bv 
rule 3.1.9,

the executive committee shall convene a special general 
meeting of members within seven days of the date upon which 
the ballot is demanded to reconsider the proposal: Provided 
that

2,5,5.8.5 the proposal shall be deemed to have been
accepted if no ballot is demanded in terms of 
this rule 2.5.5.8 or if, at the said ballot, a 
majority of votes is recorded in favour of the 
amendment.

2.5.5,9 If the date stipulated bv the Registrar for the coming
into operation of the amendment is different to the date 
specified in the resolution adopting the amendment or 
if the Registrar reouires any change to the amendment 
or does not approve it, the executive officer shall notify 
members accordingly within seven days of the 
Registrar’s decision coming to his attention.

2.5.6 Suspension of rule

As contemplated in section 17(5)(a) of the Act, the executive 
committee may, with the prior approval of the Registrar, suspend any 
of the rules for a period not exceeding thirty days at a time and as 
contemplated in section 17(5)(b) of the Act, request the Registrar to 
issue an interim rule to regulate the matter and the executive officer 
shall notify the members of the suspension and the interim rule in a
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notice containing the date on which such suspension shall come into 
effect.

2.5.7 Limitation of liability

The liability of members is limited to the amount of their unpaid 
subscriptions and any other money they may otherwise owe Safex.”.

Substitution of section 3 of Rules
4. The following section is hereby substituted for section 3 of the Rules:

"3.1 General meetings

3.1.1 The annual general meeting of the members shall be held within three 
months after the end of the financial year of Safex on the date, time 
and place determined by the executive committee.

3.1.2 Ordinary business at the annual general meeting shall be -

3.1.2.1 to receive and consider the executive committee's 
report and the audited annual financial statements in 
respect of the immediately preceding financial year of 
Safex:

3.1.2.2 to elect members of the executive committee: and

3.1.2.3 to consider any resolution of which notice has been 
given in terms of rule 3.1.6.

3.1.3 The executive committee -

3.1.3.1 may at any time: and

3.1.3.2 shall on the requisition of at least the number of 
members that would constitute a quorum as 
contemplated by rule 3.1.9,

convene a special general meeting of members for the purpose of 
considering any matter affecting Safex or any class of members or the 
members in general or the rules.

3.1,4 Any notice convening a general meeting shall -
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3.1.4.1 in the case of an annual general meeting, be given to
all members at least twenty eight days (or such shorter 
period as the executive committee may decide) prior to 
the date of such meeting;

3.1.4.2 in the case of any other general meeting be given to all 
members at least fourteen days (or such shorter period 
as the executive committee may decide) prior to the 
date of such meeting:

3.1.4.3 be given in any manner provided for in rule 3.12; and

3.1.4.4 include the agenda of the meeting.

3.1.5 The accidental omission to give proper notice of a general meeting to, 
or the non-receipt of notice by, any member shall not invalidate any 
resolution passed at the meeting.

3.1.6 Notice of any resolution to be proposed at an annual general meeting, 
other than ordinary business, must be lodged with the executive 
officer at least fourteen days before the date fixed for that meeting and 
a copy thereof sent by the executive officer to all members at least 
seven days before the meeting, in which case notice of that resolution 
shall be deemed to have been properly given, provided that the said 
periods of fourteen days and seven days may be shortened by 
resolution of the executive committee confirmed by a majority of 
members at the meeting.

3.1.7 The chairman of each general meeting shall be -

3.1.7.1 the chairman of the executive committee; or

3.1.7.2 in his absence, the deputy chairman; or

3.1.7.3 if there is no chairman or deputy chairman, or if neither 
is present, the executive officer.

3.1.8 The chairman of any general meeting may, with the consent of the 
meeting, adjourn the meeting, but no new business shall be transacted 
at the adjourned meeting.

3.1.9 At a general meeting a Quorum shall consist of at least fifteen percent
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of the members representing at least twenty percent of the holders of 
seats who are present either in person or represented by proxy at the 
commencement of and throughout the meeting.

3.1.10 If within thirty minutes from the time at which the meeting is scheduled 
a quorum is not present, the meeting shall be adjourned without notice 
to the same day, time and place the next week or. if that day is a 
public holiday, to the same time on the first business day following that

• public holiday: Provided that, if at the adjourned meeting a quorum is 
not present, the members present shall be a quorum for that meeting.

3.1.11 Subject to the provisions of rule 3.1.14, a declaration by the chairman 
that a resolution has, on a show of hands, been carried or carried 
unanimously or by a particular or required majority, or lost, and an 
entry to that effect in the minutes of the proceedings shall be 
conclusive evidence thereof, without proof of the number or proportion 
of the votes recorded in favour of or against that resolution.

3.1.12 A ballot may be demanded by a member who is present and entitled 
to vote at any general meeting.

3.1.13 If a ballot is demanded it shall be taken immediately in such manner 
as the chairman directs and the result thereof shall be deemed to be 
a resolution of the meeting at which that ballot was demanded.

3.1.14 Each member or his proxy shall be entitled to one vote by a show of 
hands and in a ballot to one vote per seat held or leased (subject to 
the terms of the lease agreement) and, in the event of an equality of 
votes, the chairman of the meeting may exercise a second or casting 
vote.

3.1.15 Members may vote in person or by proxy, provided that the proxy is a 
member or the executive officer. The instrument appointing a proxy 
and the power of attorney or other authority (if any) under which it is 
signed or in terms of which a member proposes to vote, or a notariallv 
certified copy of it, shall be lodged with the executive officer not less 
than forty eight hours before the meeting at which the proxy intends 
voting, failing which the instrument of proxy or power of attorney shall 
not be effective. No instrument appointing a proxy shall be valid after 
it has been revoked or cancelled or after the expiration of six months 
from its date unless otherwise stated in the proxy, and no proxy shall 
be used at an adjourned meeting which could not have been used at 
the original meeting.
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3.1.16 Minutes shall be kept at each general meeting and shall be confirmed 
by the executive committee at a subsequent meeting.

3.2 Election of executive committee

3.2.1 The executive committee shall consist of no less than seven and no 
more than eleven representatives of members elected at the annual 
general meeting and shall include the executive officer, all of whom 
shall be voting members of the executive committee*

3.2.2 The executive officer shall -

3.2.2.1 not later than twenty eight days prior to every general 
meeting at which the members of the executive 
committee are elected for the next ensuing period of 
office, confirm the names of the member’s 
representatives who, unless the member, within seven 
days withdraws the registration of the representative, 
shall be available for election to the executive 
committee at the general meeting.

3.2.2.2 not later than fourteen days prior to such general 
meeting by notice to members send out a list of 
members’ representatives nominated for election to the 
executive committee.

3.2.3 The Registrar shall be entitled to appoint no more than two 
representatives to the executive committee which representatives shall 
not have the right to vote.

3.2.4 The executive committee may, at its discretion, appoint to the 
executive committee, until the next annual general meeting, persons 
with specialised knowledge of the financial markets. Members 
appointed in terms of this rule shall not have the right to vote.

3.2.5 At each annual general meeting at least one third of the members of 
the executive committee and their alternates shall retire but shall be 
eligible for re-election, provided that -

3.2.5.1 the representatives who shall retire shall be those who
have been longest in office; and



3.2.5.2 if, to arrive at the number and names of the members
who shall retire, it is necessary to choose between any 
two or more members who have been in office for the 
same period, those to retire shall be determined by lot 
unless those members agree otherwise between 
themselves.
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3.2.6 The executive committee mav act notwithstanding anv reduction in the
number of its members, but should their number be reduced to less
than eight, the continuing members shall, within 7 davs, convene a
special general meeting of members in terms of rule 3.2 for the
purpose of electing new members to the executive committee.

3.2.7 The executive committee shall be entitled at anv time to fill anv
vacancv occurring in the executive committee and to appoint anv
person as an additional member of the executive committee, but
anvone so appointed shall retire at the next annual general meeting.

3.2.8 Should anv member of the executive committee fail to attend three
consecutive meetings of the executive committee, after receiving
written notice thereof and without having given reasons which are
considered satisfactory to the executive committee, the executive
committee shall be entitled to declare that such member has ceased
to be a member of the executive committee.

3.2.9 A member of the executive committee, as the case may be, shall
vacate that position if he-

3.2.9.1 tenders his written resignation; or

3.2.9.2 ceases to be a member of Safex or the body corporate 
or partnership which he represents ceases to be a 
member of Safex. or

3.2.9.3 becomes of unsound mind; or

3.2.9.4 becomes disqualified in terms of the Companies Act, No 
61 of 1973, to act as a director of companies; or

3.2.9.5 resigns from or is dismissed as the representative of a 
member which is a body corporate or partnership.
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3.2.10 The person appointed by the member as an alternate representative 
shall exercise all the powers of and be subject to all the duties of the 
representative.

3.3 Meetings of the executive committee

3.3.1 The executive committee may meet, adjourn or otherwise regulate its 
meetings as it deems fit, provided that it shall meet at least quarterly 
but consecutive meetings shall not be more than three months apart.

3.3.2 The members of the executive committee shall elect from among their 
members at the first executive committee meeting after the general 
meeting at which they were elected-

3.3.2.1 the chairman, and

3.3.2.2 the deputy chairman 

of the executive committee.

3.3.3 If at any executive committee meeting neither the chairman nor the 
deputy chairman is present at the time appointed for the meeting, the 
members present may choose one of their number to be the chairman 
of the meeting,

3.3.4 At a meeting of the executive committee a quorum shall consist of at 
least one third of the voting members who are present in the person 
of the representative or his alternate at the commencement of and 
throughout the meeting.

3.3.5 Each member of the executive committee shall have one vote and any 
matter arising at the meetings of the executive committee shall be 
decided by a majority of votes, and in the case of an equality of votes, 
the chairman of the meeting may exercise a second or casting vote.

3.3.6 A resolution in writing which is signed bv the number of members that 
constitute a quorum in terms of rule 3.3.4 shall be as valid and 
effective as if it had been passed at a meeting of the executive 
committee.

3.3.7 The resolution referred to in rule 3.3.6 may consist of several 
documents, or copies or facsimiles of such documents, each of which 
is signed bv one or more voting members of the executive committee
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or their alternates and shall be deemed (unless the contrary appears 
from the resolution) to have been passed on the date which it was 
signed bv the last member of the executive committee signing it.

3.3.8 The signed copies of the resolution referred to in rules 3.3.6 and 3.3.7 
shall be noted bv the executive committee at its next meeting and a 
copy signed bv the chairman of the meeting or the executive officer 
shall be inserted in the minute book as evidence of the resolution as 
contemplated in rules 3.3.9 and 3.3.10.

3.3.9 The executive committee shall record in a minute book provided for 
that purpose all resolutions passed at meetings of the executive 
committee.

3.3.10 Any such record or extract shall be orima facie evidence of the matters 
stated therein if it is signed bv the chairman of that meeting, or any 
person at that meeting who is authorised bv the executive committee 
to sign in place of the chairman of the executive committee.

3.[1]4 Powers and duties of executive committee

3.4.1 [In t]The management, control and regulation of the affairs of Safex 
and its members and the formulation, interpretation and enforcement 
of these rules, vest in the executive committee [shall have the 
powers and perform the duties that are contemplated in the Act 
and, without derogating from the generality of the foregoing, it 
shall have the power to -] which may exercise such powers and do 
such things as may be exercised and done bv Safex, and which may, 
by resolution regulate any matter relating to the affairs of Safex.

3.4.2 Without derogating from the generality of the foregoing, the executive 
committee shall have the power to -

3.1134,2.1 institute or defend legal proceedings or proceedings bv 
wav of arbitration bv [for or] and against Safex [, or 
refer to arbitration, or] and to compromise or settle 
any such proceedings factions, searches, claims and 
demands for or against Safex or in regard to any 
matter affecting the interests of Safex];

3.H14.2.2 authorise or assist any member [to institute or defend 
any] in legal proceedings or proceedings bv wav of 
arbitration if it is of the opinion that the interests of
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Safex justify such a course of action;

3.[1]fL2.3 defend any legal proceedings instituted against a[ny] 
member of the executive committee or an official or 
employee of Safex or the clearing house [in respect of 
any matter or thing] arising from anything done [or 
performed by any such person in the proper and 
reasonable discharge of its duties] in the exercise of 
his functions or performance of his duties, and to 
indemnify [them] him against all costs incurred in such 
[legal] proceedings.

3.4.3 The executive committee may in writing exempt for a period not 
exceeding ten business days a member or registered officer from the 
provisions of any rule if -

3.4.3.1 he cannot comply with the provisions of such rule for 
reasons beyond his control and not attributable to his 
wilful conduct; and

3.4.3.2 such exemption is not to the detriment of the clients of 
such member or other members of Safex; and

3.4.3.3 it is necessary for the proper functioning of Safex.

The executive officer shall publish the name of the member and details 
of such exemption after the executive committee has granted such 
exemption in a notice to all members.

3.[2]S Office bearers and officials

3[2]5. 1 The chairman elected in terms of [clause 3.2.2 of the 
constitution] rule 3.2.2 shall preside at general meetings of 
Safex and at meetings of the executive committee and shall 
perform such other functions and duties as may be delegated 
to him by a general meeting of members or by the executive 
committee.

3.[2]5.2 The [vice] deputy chairman elected in terms of [clause 3.2.2 
of the constitution] rule 3.2.2 shall act for the chairman in his 
absence.

3.[2]5.3 The chairman, the [vice] deputy chairman or the person 
appointed to chair the meeting in their absence shall sign the 
minutes of a general meeting of the members or a meeting of 
the executive committee after the adoption of such minutes by 
the executive committee.
