The South African Law Commission has published Discussion Paper 66 containing a draft Insolvency Bill and Explanatory 

Memorandum for general information and comment as part of the Commission’s comprehensive review of the law of insolvency.
The Bill reflects the assimilation of comments on deficiencies in the Insolvency Act, No. 24 of 1936, and related laws, and 

proposals for reform in respect of thse matters, received since the commencement of the investigation. The Explanatory 
Memorandum expounds the proposed changes to the existing law and the reasons therefor.

The Bill contains only preliminary proposals regarding the insolvency of individuals. One consolidated Act is however envis­
aged, incorporating the winding-up provisoins of companies and close corporations as well as other legal entities such as banks, 
pension funds, building societies, medical funds, insurance companies and co-operatives.

The Discussion Paper is published to give those wishing to comment on the modernisation or reform of this particular 
branch of the law sufficient background information.

PROPOSALS REGARDING THE RELEASE/PLACEMENT POLICY OF THE DEPARTMENT
Arising from the recommendations and proposals that the Minister of Correctional Services requested from both the 

National Advisory Council on Correctional Services as well as the Department of Correctional Services, the Minister deems it 
necessary to publish these proposals in the Government Gazette. These proposals, if accepted, will result in the amendments 
to, inter alia, the Correctional Services Act, 1959 (Act No. 8 of 1959), and also the Criminal Procedure Act, 1977 (Act No. 51 of 
1977). Should any person or body wish to respond to and comment on these proposals, they may do so, but not later than 16 
September 1996. Written responses are to be addressed to:

Proposals for the amendment of the release policy are the following:
► That the sentencing court must indicate the m andatory prison  term  to be served by the accused to a maximum 

of 2/3 of the total term before parole can be considered.

► In the event of the court not indicating a m andatory term, Correctional Services must interpret the sentence to 
the effect that it is the order of the court that parole can be considered once the halfw ay m ark  is reached. 
(In the case of indeterminate sentences, the status quo  should be maintained.)

► In the case of persons sentenced to life imprisonment, parole can be considered  (by the National Advisory 
Council), after completion of a period of 20 years, or when the age of 65 is reached, in which event 15 years of 
such sentence must have been completed. The final decision will rest with the Minister.

► All persons incarcerated prior to the implementation of the proposed  release po licy  will be considered for 
release/parole in terms of the prevailing  release policy.

► No remission of sentence may be granted by Correctional Services on the mandatory term as ordered by the 
Court for any '‘good” conduct or “meritorious conduct” on behalf of the inmate, but only on the “parole eligible” 
portion of the sentence.

► Remission of sentence on the mandatory prison term can only be granted by the President in terms of the 
powers vested in the Head of State.

► Parole is not a right and the date on which any inmate becomes eligible for consideration for parole is not 
necessarily the date on which parole will be granted. Factors supporting or not supporting parole must and will 
be defined and legislated.

► Parole Boards will be restructured to have decision making competence on a decentralised basis. The various 
criminal justice partners will be represented on the Parole Board. The Minister will appoint the members of the 
Board. Matters pertaining to the effective functioning of the Board will be in the hands of the Department of 
Correctional Services. Inmates appearing before the Parole Board may be represented by a person appointed 
by the inmate on a further condition that a serving member of Correctional Services, the South African Police 
Service, Department of Justice or a fellow prisoner, will not be allowed to represent an inmate at a parole 
hearing. If an inmate is not satisfied with the decision of the Parole Board, such inmate may make representa­
tions to the Minister, Commissioner or any other competent body.

► Another important principle put forward by the Department of Correctional Services is that the time served by an 
accused awaiting trial/sentence must be deducted  from the full prison term imposed by the court—this term will 
be deducted from the prison term by the Department of Correctional Services as a whole and will therefore 
include the “mandatory” portion also.
