(8) The University’s institutional culture is maintained by applying the provisions of the
Private Act and of this Statute in a manner which is in all respects consistent with the provisions

of the Constitution.
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CHAPTER 2
OFFICE BEARERS OF UNIVERSITY

CHANCELLOR

Official duties

3. The chancellor is the titular head of the University and confers all degrees in the name
of the University.

Prerequisites

4, A candidate for the office of chancellor must be a person capable of representing the
University with dignity and of personifying the institutional culture of the University.

Election

5. (1) A candidate for the office of chancellor is nominated in writing by at least two
members of the council and acceptance of the nomination must be conveyed in writ'ing to the
secretary to the council, under signature of the candidate, at least fourteen days prior to the
date of the meeting at which the election will take place.

(2) At least ten days before the meeting at which the election will take place, the
secretary to the council informs every member of the council of all nominations received.

(8)  The chancellor is elected in a secret ballot by a majority of votes of members of
the council present at an ordinary meeting or at a meeting specially convened for that purpose.
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Term of office

6. (1) The term of office of the chancellor is five years, except when the incumbent
dies, resigns from office or is discharged before the term of office has expired.

(2) An incumbent chancellor is eligible for re-election for a second term.

Vacation of office

7. The council may discharge the chancellor from office by a vote with a majority of two
thirds of all the members of the council.

Filling of Vacancy

8. (1) At least four weeks before the office of chancellor becormes vacant by effluxion
of time, the secretary to the council informs every member of the council thereof, and the
council elects a new chancellor as soon as possible.

(2) If the office of chancellor becomes vacant as the result of death, resignation or
discharge, the secretary to the council informs every member of the council of the vacancy, and
the council elects a new chancellor in accordance with paragraph 5 as soon as practicable.

PRINCIPAL

Official duties
9, o (1) The prmcnpal is the chief executive and accounting officer respons:ble for the

management and administration of the University.

(2) Notwithstanding subparagraph (1) and subject to specific directions from the
council, the principal also exercises general supervision over the University.
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3 The principal also occupies the office of vice-chancellor, by virtue of which the
incumbent may exercise any official duty of the chancellor when the office of chancellor is
vacant or if the chancellor is absent.

(4) The principal may delegate any of the duties, functions and powers attached to
the office to a member of the management committee or the senate.

(5)  With regard to the responsibilities attached to the office, the principal is

accountable to the council.

Prerequisites

10.  The candidate for tﬁe office of vice-chancellor must be a person capable of representing
the University with dignity and of persohifying the institutional culture of the University.

- Appointment

11. (1) The principal is appointed by the council after the procedure concerning
" consultation and evaluation as prescribed by the Rules has been followed.

(2 If the council is not unanimous about the appointment, a secret ballot is held, the

Recognition, constitution and _ma.mbe_rship

58. (1) The council of the University grants recognition to an association of alumni of the
University, referred to as the Puk Alumni Association ("Bond van Oud-Pukke").

@ Every person who has obtained a degree or diploma from the University is a
member of the Puk Alumni Association and, in order to retain such mémbership, must properly
inform the secretary to the association of any change of address.

(4)  The spouse of a member of the Puk Alumni Association and an individual donor
of the University who has not obtained a degree or diploma from the University may upon
application in accordance with the provisions of the constitution of the Puk Alumni Association

(5)  An associate member has the same rights and privileges as other members.

Election of member of council

59. (1) Whenever the Puk Alumni Association has to elect a member of the council, the
registrar gives notice of this to the chairperson of the Puk Alumni Association and notifies
members by appropriate means that written nominations in the prescribed form contained in the
notice, properly signed by five members entitled to vote and who nominate a person, as well as
by the nominee, must be handed in with the registrar before a date stated in the notice.

2 in an election the registrar or a person appointed by the registrar officiates as-

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3 The electoral officer is assisted by the chairperson of the Puk Alumni
Association, except where the chairperson himself or herself is a nominee, in which case
another member of the executive body of the association assists the electoral officer.

STAFF

Appointment

62. (1)  The council appoints staff in accordance with the staff policy of the University
and the terms of conditions of the relevant service contracts as academic or support staff.

Remuneration

63. The salaries and any other form of remuneration of staff are determined and reviewed.
by the council in accordance with the provisions of the remuneration policy of the University, as
amended from time to time by the council.

Evaluation

64. (1) Staff of the University are subject to continual merit assessment.

(2) The merit assessment of a member of staff is the result of an evaluation process
by means of which the level and standard of the work performance of a member of staff are

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determined, and may .serve as a basis for decisions on remuneration, promotion and

Discipline
65. (1) . Staff of the University are subject to the discipline of the council in respect of all
forms of misconduct or neglect of duty as contained in the rules published in the applicable

(2)  The discipline of the council is exercised in accordance with relevant legislation,
and according to the policy and procedures laid down from time to time by the council.

Trade unions
66. (1)  The council may enter into recognition agreements with trade unions, whereby

STUDENTS AND DEGREES

STUDENTS

67. (1) A person is registered as a student of the University only if such person satisfies
the requirements legally determined for admission to study at a university.

@ A student is registered for one academic year or for such shorter period as may
be determined by the council in general or in any particular case.

3 After the expiry of an academic year or the shorter period contemplated in
subparagraph (2), a student, in order. to continue with studies at the University, must again
register as a student of the University and must pay the fees prescribed from time to time by the
council in respect of the renewed registration.

(4)  The senate may determine the number of students who may be registered for a
study programme and also.prescribe selection tests or a- particular standard of academic
competence or language proficiency as further admission requirements for studies at the
University.

(5)  The council may set conditions for the renewal of the registration of a student
and may refuse toallow the registration of such a student unless such conditions are met.
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DISCIPLINE

Discipline at student level

68. (1) A student is subject to the disciplinary provisions stipulated by the council, as.
applied by the disciplinary bodies which the council tasks with it, in accordance with paragraph
70 and Appendix D to this Statute.

2 The chief disciplinary officer contemplated in paragraph 70 reports to the senate
and the council at least once a year on disciplinary actions taken since the previous such
" report. '

Offences

69. (1) A student whose conduct is detrimental or'rnay be detrimental to the good name,
order, discipline or performance of the work of the University or of any part of the University,
including any office bearer, supporter, member of staff or student thereof, is guilty of an offence,
and may be disciplined for it by the council or another relevant disciplinary body contemplated

in paragraph 70.

@ Dishonest academic conduct and conduct of a student who unreasonably
harasses or treats another person or group of persons with hostility or violently are serious

offences.

(3)  The transgression of any provision of this Statute, or the Rules of the University
or the provisions of the constitution or relevant rules of a body within the University, or of a
statutory or common-law legal rule may constitute an offence as contemplated in subparagraph

(1) above.

Disciplinary bodies
70. (1)  The principal is the chief disciplinary officer of the University.
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2 The principal may delegate this office in writing, with notice to the codncil and
senate, to any other member of the management committee.

(3) The chief disciplinary officer determines the level contemplated in subparagraph
(4) at which pending complaints will be heard and, where applicable, at which an appeal against
any finding or sentence of a disciplinary body must be heard. '

(4) - The council, after consultation with the senaté,__the student councils and the
institutional forum and in accordance with Appendix D of this Statute determines the
composition, procedure and authority of disciplinary bodies at diﬁerent-levels to take disciplinary
action in respect of infringements contempiated in paragraph 69 on behalf of the council.

()] Disciplinary-action in respect of infringements contemplated in paragréph 69
must be reported to the senate and the council by the principal, in accordance with paragraph
68(2) and Appendix D of this Statute. |

Disciplinary procedures
71. (1)  Any complaint concerning behaviour contemplated in paragraph 69 is reported to

the conviction or the penalty, or against both the conviction and the penalty to the relevant
appeal body, in accordance with the procedure prescribed in Appendix D to this Statute,

' DEGREES, DIPLOMAS AND CERTIFICATES

Requirements

74.  The University may confer the degrees, diplomas and certificates on which the council
may from time to time decide after consultation with the senate, in accordance with the
provisions of the South African Qualifications Authority Act, 1995 (Act No. 58 of 1995), the .
regulations and guidelines of the South African Qualifications Authority and the Rules of the

University set out and published in the calendar.

Conferment

75. (1) A meeting of the members of the University, known as the congregation, is

convened for the purpose of conferring degrees and diplomas.

(20 A congregation is convened in the manner prescribed by the council, and chaired
by the chancellor or the principal or, if both are absent, by a vice-principal or a member of the

senate.

&) A congregation is held at least once a year at the time and the place determined

by the council.

(4) A degree may not be conferred upon any person unless the senate is satisfied
that all the requirements for such a degree have been met.
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(5) A person is not entitled to the privileges of a degree until the degree has been
conferred at a congregation of the University.

® - A 'degreé may also be conferred in the absence of a graduate or posthumously. -

(7) An official degree certificate is issued to a graduate once only, and this occu ré at
an official congregation of the University.

(8) - Notwithstanding subparagraph (7), If the degree has been conferred in the
absence of the graduate, such official certificate may upon written request be sent to the
student by mail. | | | |

9) A person is entitled to the privileges of a diploma as soon as all the requirements
therefor have been fulfilled to the satisfaction of the senate.

(10) An official diploma certificate is issued once only, and this occurs at an official

congregation of the University.

(11)  Notwithstanding subparagraph (10), if the diploma has been issued in the
absence of a diplomate, such official diploma certificate may upon written request be sent to the
student by mail.

(12) If a student has satisfied the requirements for a degree or diploma and the
degree or diploma has not yet been conferred or issued, or if an official degree or diploma
 certificate has been lost, a document may at the _written request of the student be issued stating
 that the student has satisfied all the requirements for the degree or diploma and that it will be
conferred or issued on a certain date, or that it had already been issued or conferred on a

frevious date.

(13)  An official complete academic record, including a certificate of conduct, or proof
of subjects passed, may at any time be issued at a student's written request.

(14) - The procedure for the presentation of the persons who will be receiving degrees
or diplomas, the conferment of degrees and diplomas in the absence of a student, academic |
attire and all other matters involving the congregation and for which no provision has been
made in this Statute are determined by the council.

Honorary degrees

76. (1) A proposal for the conferment of an honorary degree is submitted to the principal
in writing by a member of the council or the senate before or on a date determined by the

council on the recommendation of the senate.

(2  The. proposal conterhp!ated in subparagraph (1) must be accompanied by a
statement setting out in full the reasons for the recommendation.

(38) ° The principal refers such a proposal to a committee for the conferment of

honours, consisting of-
(a) the principal or a person nominated by the principal;
(b) the chairpérson of the council;
(c)  two members of the council;
(d  three members of the senate designated by the senate; and

(e the dean of the relevant faculty in an advisory capacity.
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(4)  The principal is the'chairperson of such committee, and in the absence of the
principal, the vice-principal contemplated in paragraph 16(1) officiates as chairperson.

(5) A recommendation from the committee for the conferment of honours for the
conferment of an honorary degree, stating the reasons therefor, is submitted directly to the
senate and thereafter to the council.

(6) If the committee for the conferment of honours does not make a

(7) At a meeting of the senate and at a meeting of the council a vote on a
recommendation of the committee for the conferment of honours is taken only by secret ballot.

(8)  No honorary degree is conferred unless the recommendation has been approved
by a majority of the members of the senate and the council.

9) The final decision on the conferment of an honorary degree' on the
recommendation of the senate and the committee for the conferment of honours rests with the
council, which also confirms the official grounds to be stated upon the conferment of the

degree.

Procedure for hearing by principal

(5) No more than four members per session may be replaced by co-option in the

manner contemplated in subparagraph (4).
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(3) - The principal appoints alternates for each member and determines the terms of

(4) Members may be nominated for a specific hearing or for a certain term.

(5) Any member who was also a member of a disciplinary body that dealt with the
matter concerned in the first instance or in a previous appeal, or who was involved in the
charge or investigation, mtist recuse himéelf or h.erself from the session at which the appeal in
the case is heard. : ' '

(6) If neither a member of the senate or of the main committee nor the alternate can
attend a session of the hearing committee, any other member of the senate may be co-opted.

(7) No more than four members per session may be replaced by co-option in the
manner contemplated in subparagraph (6).

Function and competencies of hearing committees

18. (1)  If the principal refers a charge on the behaviour of any student to any of the
hearing committees, such a hearing committee investigates the case by hearing it.

2 A hearing committee has the competence after a conviction to impose a suitable
penalty on a student in terms of paragraph 72 of the Statute and paragraph 6 of this Appendix.

(3) The hearing committees may conditionally suspend any penalty they impose as
a whole or in part, also on the condition that the accused render certain remedial or other
services that are deemed to be reasonable and justified under the circumstances from a

Christian educational perspective.
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(4)  The hearing _committees may also'd_eclde to inform a student’s parents or an
appropriate professional or occu pational body of the matter during or after the hearing, and may
refer the student to experts for psychological, pastoral or other diagnosis, therapy or aid.

(5) The principal may appoiﬁt one or more legal experts to present the evidence and
to provide the hearing committees with advice or assist them in any other respect.

*(6) The person or pérsons contemplated_ in subparagraph (5) have no vote with
regard to the decisions of the hearing committees.

(7)  The chairperson of a hearing committees may appoint a secretary, who is not a
member of the hearing committee, from among the staff of the University.

. Venue of hearing

19. The hearing committees may carry out their activities at any venue on which the
chairpersons of the hearing committees decide at their discretion.

Time and duration of hearing

20. (1)  The hearing committees may carry out their activities on any day except Sunday.

(2)  The chairperson of a hearing committee determines the time at which the

activities will commence.

(83  The hearing committees determine the hours during which they will carry out
their activities, but must obtain the consent of the accused if the hearing committee wants to
continue with the case of the accused concerned for longer than eight hours per day.
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(4) The hearlng commlttees may adjourn their actwmes or postpone them to another
day or days depending on the demands of the conditions of the case they are |nvestigatmg

) Paragraphs 7(3) and (4) of this Appendlx apply with the necessary changes to
the proceedlngs of the hearing committees..

(6)  Paragraph 13(1) of this Appendix applies with the necessary changes to the
proceedings of the hearing committees. .

Hearing
21. (1)  The chairperson of the hearing committee controls the proceedings during the

hearing.

(2) At the beginning of the hearing the chairperson must ensure that the committee

is constituted in accordance with the prescripts of this Appendix.

(3)  After the hearing committee has been C‘onstituted, the chairperson may make
decisions on the method the committee intends following, the venue or venues and times of the
session in accordance with the Act, the Private Act, the Statute of the University and this
Appendix, but no dISCUSSIOI‘I of the merits of the case, the oredlblllty and rehabillty of witnesses

or the accused or of the sentence takes place at this stage

(4 The accused has the right to attend the hearlng and defend himself or herself

and be assisted by a representatwe

(5)  The proceedings contemplated in paragraph 21(2), as well as the hearing
committee’s discussions of the issue of conviction or not, after all parties have closed their
cases, and the hearing committee’s discussions of an appropriate punishment, after conviction
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and the hearing of evidence to determine an appropriate sentence take place in the absence of
the accused student, his or her representative and any witnesses.

(6) When an accused appears before a hearing committee, the chairperson
announces that the hearing committee will investigate the alleged misconduct and explains the
procedure to be followed during the hearing.

(7)  After the steps contemplated in paragraph 21(6) have been cempleted, the
accused is informed verbally of the alleged offence that will be investigated and the accused is
requested to say whether the allegations are admitted or denied. |

8 Questions aimed at clafifying anything that the hearing committee does not
understand with regard to the denial or admission contemplated in subparagraph (7), may be
put to the accused.

9)  If the charge is an offence of which the accused has already been found guilty by
a court of law, a copy of the conviction by that court, after the accused has been identified as
the person named in the record, is adequate proof that the accused did commit the

contemplated offence.

(10)  Notwithstanding subparagraph (9), the accused has the right to present evidence
that he or she was erroneously convicted. - :

(11)  If the accused admits to the alleged offence, the hearing committee may find the
accused guilty and impose a sentence without hearing evidence, provided that evidence may |
be given by the committee as well as the accused with a view to determining the appropriate
punishment.

(12) If the accused 'clen'i:és the alleged offence, the heering committee hears

evidence.

(13)° The hearing oommrttee may call and question witnesses, and recall and again
questlon witnesses who have already glven evidence.

(14) In addition to subparagraph (13) evidence may also be received and considered
by way of sworn statements including documentary and physical evidence.

(15) The hearing committee grants the accused or his or her representative
reasonable and fair opportumty to ask each witness questlons and to ask questions concerning

affidavits, documentary and physmal evidence.

(16)  After evidence has been given on behalf of the University, the accused is given
an opportunity to testify and to call witnesses, provided that the accused must testify before his
or her other witnesses, and that the accused and such witnesses may be questioned by the

hearing committee.

(17)  After the hearing committee has heard the evidence on behalf of the accused, it
oﬁers the accused and the Iegal expert on behalf of the University the opportunity to argue the

matter of whether the charge has been proven or not

(18) After the hearing of the arguments contemplated in subparagraph (17), the
hearing committee decides by majority vote whether or not the accused is guilty of the charge in

view of the evidence submitted to the hearing committee.

(19) The chairperson announces the decision of the hearing committee to the
'a6cused, and in the case of a conviction, the chairperson offers the student an opportunity to

submit evidence on mitigating circumstances to the hearing committee.
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-(20) The hearing eommlttee takes the ewdence contemplated in subparagraph (1 9)
into account, as well as evidence about the student’s previous official academic and dlsclpl_!_nary
records, which have been acknowledged by the student.

(21)  The hearing committee, d'ecidea:on a suitable penalty by majority vote.

(22) The chairperson of the hearing committee informs the student verbally or in
writing of the penalty imposed, and explains to the student the sentence and the opportunity for
appeal in terms of paragraph 73 of the Statute. - '

22. The provnsaons of paragraph 9 of this Appendix apply with the necessary changes to the

chairperson of a hearing committee.

Appeals

23. A student may appeal against the decision and penalty |mposed by a hearmg committee
in terms of the provisions of paragraph 73 of the Statute and paragraph 13(1) of this Appendix.

Existence and competencies of disciplinary bodies at student level

24. (1) For each student council of the University there is a student council disciplinary
committee that is, in terms of paragraphs 70, 71, 72 and 73 of the Statute and the prescripts of
this Appendix, responsible for discipline with respect to matters that in terms of paragraph 45 of
the Statute and the constitution of the relevant student council, as contemplated in paragraph
44 of the Statute, fall within the activities and functions of a student cou ncil. |

(2)  The disciplinary competencies of sub-student councils and patroned committees
are determined by the prescripts of this Appendix, and by their constitutions and the relevant
rules of such councils and committees, which were approved by the student councils.
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(3)  The disciplinary competencies of residence disciplinary committees are
determined by the prescripts of this Appendix and the relevant rules of such committees.

Composition and terms of members of student council disciplinary committee

25. (1)  The principal as the chief disciplinary officer of the University annually ratifies the
composition of a student council disciplinary committee as follows within two weeks after the
term of a student council has started -

(a) One student council member respohsible for discipline is appointed by
the chairperson of the student council from the ranks of the student
council.

(b)  Three registered students who need not necessarily be members of the
student council, one of whom must be a chairperson of a residence
disciplinary committee, are appointed by the student council member

responsible for discipline.

(c) A housemaster or head of a résidence under whose authority an accused
resorts, or if it is not a reé'idence matter, an expert in the field of
discipline, preferably someone with a legal background, appointed from
case to case by the student council member responsible for discipline.

2 If the housemaster or head of a residence cannot be present at a session of a
student council disciplinary committee at which a resident is charged, the student council
‘member responsible for discipline appoints any other housemaster or head of a residence to

serve as member for that case.
(3) For each member in sub-paragraph (1) an alternate is appointed.

(4)  The student council secretary or alternate concerned attends the proceedings of
each student council disciplinary committee, but is not a member of the student council
disciplinary committee and only minutes the meeting.
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(5)' Any member who was also a member of a disciplinary body that dealt with the
matter concerned in the first instance or in a previous appeal, recuses himself or herself from
the session at which the appeal in this case is heard.

(6)  If neither a member nor the alternate can attend a session of the student council
disciplinary' committee, any other member of the student council may be co-opted.

(7) ' No more than four members per session may be replaced by co-option in the
manner contemplated in subparagraph (6).

Composition and terms of disciplinary committees of sub-student councils and
patroned committees of student council |

26. (1) The management of each sub-student council or patroned committee annually
appoints the disciplinary committee for such a sub-student council or patroned committee,
unless the constitution or relevant rules of such a disciplinary body, where applicable, contain
other pre_sc,rilpts on the composition of a disciplinary committee.

(2)  The prescripts of paragraph 25(5), (6) and (7) of this Appendix apply with the
necessary changes to disciplinary committees of sub-student councils and patroned
committees. '

Composition of disciplinary committees at residence level

27. (1) Each residence management annually appoints a residence  disciplinary
committee for the residence concerned in accordance with the prescripts of the residence’s

relevant rules.

(2)  The prescripts of paragraph 25(5), (6) and (7) of this Appendix apply with the
necessary changes to residence disciplinary committees.
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Procedure for disciplmary bodles at student level

28. (1) -A student council disciplinary committee and a disciplinary committee of a sub-
student. council or patroned committee or a residence disciplinary committee, with the
necessary changes, apply the dlsmplmary procedure in terms of paragraphs 13 and 21 of this
Appendix i in their application of discipline.

2 The prescfi‘pts of paragraphs 7(3) and (4) apply with the necessary changes to
hearings of dlscnplmary bodies at student level. ' -

Penalties

29. (1) A student council disciplinary committee or the disciplihary committee of a sub-
student counc_:\il\or\patroned committee is competent in terms of paragraph 72 of the Statute and

(a)  a monetary fine that 'may not exceed an amount as determined by the

council from time to time;

(@) the date on and time at which the disciplinary body concerned sat and
the names of the members of the disciplinary body;

(2) A disciplinary book must be kept for inspection by any person who provides proof
of an interest in a disciplinary case, with the student council secretary, or the chairperson of a
~ sub-student council or patroned committee or a residence disciplinary committee, as the case

may be.

Disciplinary action by housemaster or head of residence

33. (1) The housemaster or head of a residence, in addition to the fact that he or she
may attend the proceedings of the residence disciplinary committee concerned as a full
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member if he or she decides to do so, or was requested by the chairperson to be present, has
independent disciplinary competence in terms of paragraph 2(e) of this Appendix.

(2 The housemaster or head of a residence determines, where possible in
consultation with the chairperson of the residence disciplinary committee, which charges he or
she will hear and which charges will be heard by the residence disciplinary committee.

(3) Notwithstanding subparagraph (2), all serious charges and charges that did not
occur in the residence concerned are reported to the vice-principal for a decision.

(4)  The housemaster or head of a residence has the competence to impose the
penalties contemplated in sub-paragraphs 6(3), (6), (8), (9) and (10) of this Appendix, in
addition to expelling the student from the residence.

(5) A housemaster or head of a residence who - exercises the disciplinary
competence contemplated in subparagraph (1) keeps a written record of such action in terms of
paragraph 32 of this Appendix, and submits an oral or written report on such action to the

principal.

(6)  Appeal against a decision by a housemaster or head of a residence is lodged
with notice to the principal in terms of paragraphs 70(3) of the Statute and paragraph 13 of this
Appendix. '

Continued liability for full fees

34. In all cases of transgressions and subsequent disciplinary steps that might entail, in
terms of the provisions of the Statute and this Appendix, the temporary or permanent total or
partial suspension of rights. and privileges, intervention in or interruption or termination of
studies or non-acceptance in a residence, the student concerned forfeits ahy claim to the

repayment, reduction or waiver of moneys that have been paid or are payable to the University.
