Dear Valued Customers,

Government Printing Works has implemented rules for completing and submitting the electronic Adobe Forms
when you, the customer, submits your notice request.

Please take note of these guidelines when completing your form.

GPW Business Rules

No hand written notices will be accepted for processing, this includes Adobe
forms which have been completed by hand.

Notices can only be submitted in Adobe electronic form format to the email submission

address submit.egazette@gpw.gov.za. This means that any notice submissions not on an Adobe electronic
form that are submitted to this mailbox will be rejected. National or Provincial gazette notices, where the Z95
or Z95Prov must be an Adobe form but the notice content (body) will be an attachment.

Notices brought into GPW by "walk-in" customers on electronic media can only be submitted in Adobe
electronic form format. This means that any notice submissions not on an Adobe electronic form that are
submitted by the customer on electronic media will be rejected. National or Provincial gazette notices, where
the 295 or Z95Prov must be an Adobe form but the notice content (body) will be an attachment.

All customers who walk in to GPW that wish to submit a notice that is not on an electronic Adobe form will be
routed to the Contact Centre where the customer will be taken through the completion of the form by a GPW
representative. Where a customer walks into GPW with a stack of hard copy notices delivered by a
messenger on behalf of a newspaper the messenger must be referred back to the sender as the submission
does not adhere to the submission rules.

All notice submissions that do not comply with point 2 will be charged full price for the notice submission.

The current cut-off of all Gazette’s remains unchanged for all channels. (Refer to the GPW website for
submission deadlines — www.gpwonline.co.za)

Incorrectly completed forms and notices submitted in the wrong format will be rejected to the customer
to be corrected and resubmitted. Assistance will be available through the Contact Centre should help be
required when completing the forms. (012-748 6200 or email info.egazette@gpw.gov.za)

All re-submissions by customers will be subject to the above cut-off times.

All submissions and re-submissions that miss the cut-off will be rejected to the customer to be submitted with
a new publication date.

Information on forms will be taken as the primary source of the notice to be published. Any instructions that
are on the email body or covering letter that contradicts the notice form content will be ignored.

You are therefore advised that effective from Monday, 18 May 2015 should you not comply with our new rules
of engagement, all notice requests will be rejected by our new system.

Furthermore, the fax number 012- 748 6030 will also be discontinued from this date and customers will only be
able to submit notice requests through the email address submit.egazette @gpw.gov.za.
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DO use the new Adobe Forms for your notice request.

DO attach documents separately in your email to

GPW. (In other words, your email should have an
Adobe Form plus proof of payment — 2 separate
attachments — where notice content is applicable, it
should also be a 3" separate attachment)

DO send us the electronic Adobe form. (Thereis no
need to print and scan it).

DON’T submit request as a single PDF containing all
other documents, i.e. form, proof of payment & notice

content, it will be FAILED by our new system.
DON’T print and scan the electronic Adobe form.

DON’T send queries or RFQ’s to the submit.egazette
mailbox.

DON’T send bad quality documents to GPW. (Check
that documents are clear and can be read)

IMPOSITION OF LEVIES ON MEDICAL SCHEMES ISSUED IN
TERMS OF SECTION 2(a) OF THE COUNCIL FOR MEDICAL
SCHEMES LEVIES ACT (ACT 58 OF 2000)

The Council for Medical Schemes referred to in Section 1 of the Council for Medical Schemes
Levies Act, 2000 (Act No. 58 of 2000), after consultation with the Minister of Health, hereby confirms
the imposition of levies on medical schemes.

The notice on the imposition of levies in the government gazette dated 28 April 2015 (no. 38741)
notifies that once approval has been received the Council for Medical Scheme will make adjustment
to the new levy amount accordingly. The above gazette imposed a levy of R27.80 and the new
approved levy is R30.63. CMS now imposes a levy amount of R2.83 being an adjustment to the
levy published in the above gazette.

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SCHEDULE

Definitions

1. In this notice, unless the context indicates otherwise —

i “Council” means the Council for Medical Schemes referred to in the Act;

ii. “Levy year” means the period from 01 April 2015 to 31 March 2016 and, subject to
the provision of this Notice and any amendments, substitution or repeal thereof, such
corresponding period in succeeding year in respect of which levies are imposed;

iiii. “Registrar” means the Registrar of Medical Schemes, appointed in terms of Section 18
of the Medical Schemes Levies Act, 1998 (Act No. 131 of 1998);

iv. ~ “The Act’” means the Council for Medical Schemes Levies Act, 2000 (Act No. 58 of
2000).

Imposition

2. In respect of a medical scheme registered in terms of section 20 of the Medical Schemes
Act, 1998 (Act No. 131 of 1998), the adjusted levy is an amount of #

year, which shall be paid together with the second installment of the levies no later than 31

per member per

July 2015 of the levy year. Invoices to schemes will be adjusted accordingly for this payment.

3. In respect of the levy year, the number of members referred to in item 2 shall correspond
with the latest statistics furnished to the Registrar in terms of or by virtue of the Medical
Schemes Act, 1998 (Act No. 131 of 1998) or with the latest certified number of members sent
to the Registrar by the medical scheme. If a transfer of members is in process and not
finalized on 31 December 2014, the transferor must pay the levy in respect of the members

to be transferred.

Paymenti/Iinterest on overdue Levies

4.  On amounts of overdue levies, interest will be charged at a rate applicable to a debt owing
to the state, as determined by the Minister of Finance in terms of section 80(1) (b) of the
Public Finance Management Act.

5. The levies and interest (if any) referred to in this Notice shall be paid by a medical scheme

directly in the bank account of the Council, the details of which are:
