REGULATIONS ON EXEMPTIONS FROM AND REBATES ON THE PAYMENT OF
TOLLS

The Minister of Transport hereby, in terms of section 58(1)(dA) and (dC) of The South
African National Roads Agency Limited and National Roads Act, 1998 (Act No. 7 of 1998)

and after consultation with the Agency, make the regulations in the Schedule hereto.

SCHEDULE

Definitions

1. In these Regulations, any word or expression to which a meaning has been
assigned in the Act, the National Land Transport Act or the e-Road Regulations shall have

the same meaning and, unless the context indicates otherwise-

“e-Road Regulations” means the e-Road Regulations made by the Minister under
section 58(1)(dA) and (dC) of the Act;

“exempt adapted vehicle” means a motor vehicle that is specially adapted for use by or to

be driven by persons with disabilities;

“exempt emergency medical response vehicle” means an emergency medical response
vehicle used only for medical response purposes that is registered as such in terms of the
National Road Traffic Act, 1996 (Act No. 93 of 1996) and that has been exempted by the
Agency, in terms of section 27(1)(c) of the Act from the liability to pay e-toll on an e-road or

any portion of an e-road,;

“exempt NGO vehicle” means a motor vehicle owned or used by a qualifying non-
government organisation (NGO) or non-profit organisation (NPO) that is used for conveying
persons with disabilities or for the purposes of health care, welfare or humanitarian purposes

or education and development;

“exempt public transport vehicle” means a motor vehicle that provides a public transport
service and that is exempted by the Agency, in terms of section 27(1)(c) of the Act, from the

liability to pay e-toll on an e-road or any portion of an e-road;

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“exempt rescue vehicle” means a rescue vehicle used only for medical response purposes

that is registered as such in terms of the National Road Traffic Act, 1996 (Act No. 93 of
1996) and that has been exempted by the Agency, in terms of section 27(1)(c) of the Act
from the liability to pay e-toll on an e-road or any portion of an e-road;

“GFIP toll-roads” means the roads declared for the Gauteng Freeway Improvement Project
as specified in the relevant exemptions or rebates published by the Minister or the Agency in
relation to that Project;

“National Land Transport Act” means the National Land Transport Act, 2009 (Act No. 5 of
2009); and

“the Act” means the South African National Roads Agency Limited and National Roads Act,
1998 (Act No. 7 of 1998).

Information required and procedures applicable in respect of exempt public transport
vehicles

2. (1) Any person who registers a motor vehicle as an exempt public

transport vehicle must provide the Agency-

(a) with the information contemplated in the attached Annexure A and in the
manner contemplated in sub-regulation (3), by completing such Annexure and
submitting the completed Annexure to an e-toll customer service centre
together with the documents required in sub-regulation (4); and

(b) with an undertaking to comply with—

(i) the conditions of registration insofar as they apply to exempt public
transport vehicles; and

(i) the e-Road Regulations.

(2) The user of an exempt public transport vehicle on an e-road and who uses
the exempt public transport vehicle for purposes or in circumstances other than for which the
exemption was granted, will be liable to pay e-toll for the appropriate category of user as if
the exemption had not been granted.

3) With regard to registration and the completion of the Annexure-

(a) a certified copy of the current motor vehicle licence certificate for each motor
vehicle must be submitted with the Annexure or, in the case of registration of
more than six exempt public transport vehicles, the vehicle identification

number and date of issue of the licence certificate;

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(b) in the case of an articulated motor vehicle, a certified copy of the operating
licence or permit or other particulars for both the truck-tractor and semi-trailer

must be supplied to the Agency; and

(c) travel to a depot or base where the exempt public transport vehicle is kept
when not in use must also be indicated (which are called positioning trips) on

the map that is attached as a schedule to the Annexure.

(4) The following documents must accompany the Annexure for registration of an

exempt public transport vehicle:

(a) A certified copy of the operating licence or permit issued for the motor vehicle
in question in terms of the National Land Transport Act or recognized by that
Act, or, in the case of registration of more than six exempt public transport
vehicles the number, date of issue and expiry date thereof or in the case of a
contracted service as defined in the National Land Transport Act, a certified

copy of the contract, as defined in that Act, if applicable;

(b) a certified copy of the current vehicle licence certificate for each motor vehicle
or, in the case of registration of more than six exempt public transport vehicles,

the vehicle identification number and date of issue of the certificate; and

(c) the schedule to the attached Annexure A indicating the routes to be used by
the exempt public transport vehicle.

5) When using an e-road on which an exempt public transport vehicle has been
granted an exemption, the person driving or using the exempt public transport vehicle must
at all times be in possession of the necessary operating licence or permit as required by
section 50(1) of the National Land Transport Act, the original of which or a duplicate original
must be available for inspection in the vehicle in terms of regulation 23(b) of the National

Land Transport Regulations, 2009 promulgated in terms of the National Land Transport Act.

Information required and procedures applicable in respect of exempt rescue vehicles

and exempt emergency medical response vehicles

3. (1 Any person who registers a vehicle as an exempt rescue vehicle or

exempt emergency medical response vehicle must provide the Agency-

(a) with the information contemplated in the attached Annexure A in addition to
the documents contemplated in sub-regulation (2) in respect of each vehicle,

by completing such Annexure and submitting the completed Annexure to the

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Agency, together with the vehicle identification number and the date of issue

of the current licence certificate for each vehicle; and

(b) with an undertaking to comply with the conditions of registration, insofar as
they apply to exempt rescue vehicles and exempt emergency medical

response vehicles, as the case may be, and the e-Road Regulations.

(2) A certified copy of the current vehicle licence certificate for each such vehicle
must be submitted with the application or, in the case of registration of more than six such
vehicles, the particulars of each such vehicle.

3) The user of an exempt rescue vehicle or exempt emergency medical
response vehicle on an e-road and who uses that vehicle for purposes or in circumstances
other than for which the exemption was granted, will be liable to pay e-toll, for the

appropriate category of user as if the exemption had not been granted.

Information required and procedures applicable in respect of exempt adapted
vehicles

4. (1) Any person who registers a vehicle as an exempt adapted vehicle
must provide the Agency with—

(a) proof that the vehicle will be used by a person or persons who qualify as
persons with disabilities, being persons who have long term physical, mental,
intellectual or sensory impairments which, in interaction with various barriers,
may hinder their full and effective participation in society on an equal basis
with others; and

(b) a certificate from a medical practitioner registered with the Health Professions
Council of South Africa, including an impairment questionnaire, certifying that

the person qualifies under paragraph (a).

(2) A person who registers a vehicle under sub-regulation (1) must submit the
adapted vehicle to the Agency or its agent for inspection at a time and place to be
determined by the Agency and communicated to that person.

3) A person who registers a vehicle as an exempt adapted vehicle must also
provide the Agency with—
(a) the information contemplated in the attached Annexure A in addition to the

documents contemplated in sub-regulation (2) in respect of each vehicle, by

completing such Annexure and submitting the completed Annexure to the

(b) proof that the NGO or NPO was established for the purposes of health care,
persons with disabilities, welfare or humanitarian purposes or education and

development; and

(c) the vehicle licence certificate or a written undertaking that the vehicle will be
used by the relevant NGO or NPO.

(2) A person who registers a vehicle as an exempt NGO vehicle must also
provide the Agency with—
(a) the information contemplated in the attached Annexure A in addition to the

documents contemplated in sub-regulation (2) in respect of each vehicle, by
completing such Annexure and submitting the completed Annexure to the
Agency, together with the vehicle identification number and the date of issue

of the current licence certificate for each vehicle; and

(b) an undertaking to comply with the conditions of registration, insofar as they

apply to exempt NGO vehicles, and the e-Road Regulations.

6. (1) The owner of the vehicle must submit a monthly claim form for
the rebate in the format shown in Annexure B, and if approved the rebate will appear as a
discount on the user’s next monthly statement.

(2) The form mentioned in sub-regulation (1) must include-

(a) a statement confirming particulars of trips where the disabled person or
persons were conveyed;

(b) a statement that the vehicle was used to convey persons who qualify as
persons with disabilities, being persons who have long term physical, mental,
intellectual or sensory impairments which, in interaction with various barriers,
may hinder their full and effective participation in society on an equal basis
with others, or a medical condition such as autism, mental health, epilepsy
loss of hearing, and which disability is permanent and impairs functional
mobility;

(c) a statement that public transport appropriate for use by the person or persons
with the disability is not available; and

(d) particulars of the the vehicle or vehicles as indicated on the form.

3) The form mentioned in sub-regulation (1) must be accompanied by a
certificate from a medical practitioner registered with the Health Professions Council of
South Africa, including an impairment questionnaire, certifying that the person or persons
qualify under paragraph (b) of sub-regulation (2).

(4) The user of a vehicle subject to a rebate on an e-road and who uses that
vehicle for purposes or in circumstances other than for which the rebate was granted, will be

liable to pay e-toll, for the appropriate category of user as if the rebate had not been granted.
Procedures applicable to all exemptions

6. (1) Where exemption has been granted by the Agency or the Minister, as

applicable, from the payment of toll on a particular e-road-

the person who registers a vehicle with the Agency will be issued with an e-
tag by the Agency for each vehicle, which e-tag will constitute a means of
identifying the vehicle in respect of which the exemption has been granted,;

a document identifying the person who registered with the Agency will be
issued by the Agency, if so decided by the Agency, which document is neither
renewable nor transferable and which must be kept in the vehicle or on the
person of the user when using an e-road for which exemption or rebate has

been granted.
The e-tag issued by the Agency for each such vehicle-

must, once issued, be affixed to each vehicle which has registered with the
Agency in the manner specified in the Specification Regulations issued by
the Minister in terms of section 58(1)(dB) of the Act; and

must, in order for the vehicle to be exempt from the payment of toll, be
affixed to the relevant vehicle or vehicles of the user, as applicable, when
using an e-road. This requirement shall however not apply to exempt public
transport vehicles, prior to such vehicles having been registered with the

Agency.

The person who registers the vehicle with the Agency and for which

exemption has been granted by the Agency must-

(a)

within 14 days of changing his or her physical or postal address or any of the
particulars supplied to the Agency at the time of registration, notify the
Agency of his, her or its new address or such new particulars;

notify the Agency within 24 hours after he, she or it becomes aware of the

furnish information regarding the motor vehicle which is or may have been at
any time in his, her or its possession to any traffic officer or national transport

inspector, if requested to do so;

notify the Agency of any declaration that the motor vehicle has been declared

unfit for use within 24 hours after the motor vehicle has been declared unfit;

notify the Agency within 24 hours of the e-tag becoming damaged or stolen or
destroyed and re-apply for a new e-tag in terms of the e-Road Regulations;

and

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4] ensure that the number plates of the motor vehicle that he, she or it is
operating are affixed in the manner prescribed in regulation 35 of the National

Road Traffic Regulations, 2000 and are clearly visible at all times.

(4) Registration will, subject to sub-regulation (5) below, be valid for three years
from the date of registration of the vehicle and the person who registers the vehicle as an
exempt vehicle, must apply to the Agency for renewal of the registration not less than 30
days prior to the registration having lapsed by completing the attached Annexure A and

supplying the required particulars and documents to the Agency.

5) If the vehicle that is exempt and is registered with the Agency, in terms
hereof, is stolen, scrapped, sold or otherwise disposed of, or declared permanently unfit for
use, the person who applied for registration of the vehicle must notify the Agency and supply
the VLN or by telephoning an e-toll customer service centre, as contemplated in the e-Road
Regulations, immediately on becoming aware that it was stolen, scrapped, sold or otherwise

disposed of, or declared permanently unfit for use.

6) The person who applied for registration of the vehicle in respect of which
exemption was granted must notify the Agency within 24 hours if a vehicle registered with
the Agency changes ownership or if an application is made to transfer the relevant operating

licence or permit, or if the operating licence or permit lapses or is cancelled.

(7) If the person who applied for registration of the vehicle in respect of which
exemption was granted elects to replace a vehicle with another vehicle and the new vehicle
would still qualify for the exemption, then the person who applied for registration of the
vehicle must apply for an e-tag for the new vehicle by completing the attached Annexure A
and providing a certified copy of the vehicle licence certificate and other information required
by the Agency, and the registration will not apply in respect of the new vehicle until the new
e-tag issued by the Agency is affixed to the new vehicle in the manner prescribed in the
abovementioned Specification Regulations and, in the case of an exempt public transport

vehicle, until the required operating licence for the new vehicle has been obtained.

(8) Exemption shall not apply where there has not been compliance with the
requirements of sub-regulations (5), (6) and (7) and the user of the vehicle shall be liable to

pay toll for the appropriate category of user as if the exemption had not been granted.

9) Exemption from the payment of toll will lapse where—

the e-tag is used for any purpose other than in connection with the exemption
granted to the vehicle;

the vehicle which is exempt from the payment of toll enters an e-road without
the e-tag properly affixed to the vehicle: Provided that this requirement shall
not apply to exempt public transport vehicles prior to such vehicles having

been registered with the Agency;

the person using or driving the vehicle fails to comply with these regulations or

the e-Road Regulations;

the operating licence or permit, if applicable, on which exemption was

granted lapses or is withdrawn or cancelled for any reason;

the vehicle for which the exemption is granted is at any time not properly
licensed or a valid roadworthy certificate has not been acquired for the vehicle
as required by the National Road Traffic Act; or

the person using or driving the vehicle tampers with or defaces a number

plate on such vehicle in contravention of the National Road Traffic Act.

Where a person is required by any provision contained in these regulations to

give notice to the Agency of any occurrence or for purposes of complying with any provision

of these regulations, then such notice must be given by one of the methods contemplated in

regulation 6(10) of the e-Road Regulations.

Requirements for owner of vehicle for which a rebate is claimed

In order to claim the rebate contemplated in regulation 5 for a vehicle the

owner of the vehicle must-

(@) be a pre-paid user as defined in the relevant notice publishing the tolls for the GFIP

toll-roads;

(b) have acquired an e-tag for and fitted it to the vehicle, and

(b) have complied fully with the e-Road Regulations.
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Repeal of regulations

8. The Regulations on Exemptions from the Payment of Tolls, 2013 published under

notice R.741 of 9 October 2013 are hereby repealed.
Short title and commencement

9. These Regulations are called the Exemption and Rebate Regulations in
Respect of the Payment of Tolls, 2015 and shall come into operation on the date of their

publication in the Government Gazette.

the Minister of Transport, after consultation with the Agency hereby, in terms of sections 58 (1)(dA)

and (dC) of the South African National Roads Agency Limited and National Roads Act, 1998 (Act No. 7

of 1998) (“the Act”)make the regulations in the Schedule hereto.

Schedule

1. Definitions

In these regulations, a word or expression that has been defined in the Act has the same meaning

and, unless the context indicates otherwise—

“call centre” means the e-toll call centre established by the Agency and reached at 0800 SANRAL

(726725);
“class of motor vehicle” means a category of motor vehicle as contemplated in section 27 of the Act;

“day-pass user” means a user of an e-road using a day-pass for the e-road in question, which day-

pass has been issued and contemplated in regulation 4;

“electronic message” means a message communicated by means of data and includes data attached
to, incorporated in or logically associated with other data that may be electronically retrieved, or by
e-mail messages between the Agency and an addressee in an electronic communication format, or a

text message to a cellular telephone number;

“e-road” means a toll road where liability to pay toll for use of the road is recorded at a toll plaza

exclusively by means of any electrical or electronic device;
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“e-tag” means an electronic device affixed to a specific motor vehicle in accordance with the

Specification Regulations to identify that motor vehicle when it passes under a gantry;

“e-toll account” means an account opened with the Agency by a person who, through his or her
intended use of an e-road, may incur a liability to pay toll for that use and who wishes to discharge

that liability through the said account and where such account is linked to the VLN;

“e-toll customer service centre” means a centre as determined by the Agency in the Conditions for

the Payment of Tolls published by the Agency in terms of section 27(1)(b) of the Act;

“e-toll transaction” means the recording of the passage of a motor vehicle under a gantry and the
simultaneous recording of the liability of the user of that motor vehicle to pay toll for the use of that

motor vehicle on the road on which the gantry is situated;

“foreign user” means a user with a VLN that is not licensed in the Republic and who intends to use

an e-road or has used an e-road;

“gantry” means a toll plaza where the liability to pay toll is recorded by an electrical or electronic

device;

"GFIP toll roads" means the roads comprising the Gauteng Freeway Improvement Project, which are
N1 sections 20 and 21, N3 section 12, N4 section 1 and N12 sections 18 and 19 (as declared by
Government Notice No. R.349 to 354 of Government Gazette No. 30912 of 28 March 2008); and R21
sections 1 and 2 (as declared by Government Notice No. R.800 of Government Gazette No. 31273 of

28 July 2008);

“motor vehicle” means a motor vehicle as defined in the National Road Traffic Act: Provided that for

the purpose of fitment of an e-tag a trailer shall not be considered to be a motor vehicle;

“National Road Traffic Act” means the National Road Traffic Act, 1996 (Act No. 93 of 1996);

"NaTIS" means the National Traffic Information System, as defined in regulation 1 of the National

Road Traffic Regulations, 2000;

“Specification Regulations” means regulations made under section 58(1)(dB) of the Act;

“the Act” means the South African National Roads Agency Limited and National Roads Act, 1998 (Act
No. 7 of 1998);

“user” means a person driving or using a motor vehicle on a toll road and “used” or “driven” or any

like word has a corresponding meaning;
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“VLN” means the motor Vehicle Licence Number allocated to a motor vehicle under section 4(3) of
the National Road Traffic Act or under the legislation of the country in which the motor vehicle was

registered; and

“website” means the e-toll website established by the Agency and reached at www.sanral.co.za.

2. System of registration

(1) Any person who wishes to be registered for purposes of their use of an e-road, as-
(a) a day-pass user; or
(b) a user with an e-toll account,

may do so in terms of these regulations.

(2) A user of a motor vehicle on an e-road who, at the time of his or her use, does not have an
e-toll account or is not a day-pass user will be categorised as a user identified in terms of his,
her or it’s VLN of the motor vehicle as recorded on NaTIS or as a foreign user.

(3) The use of an e-road and the liability to pay toll for any e-toll transactions, by a person who
registers as a user with an e-toll account or a day-pass user, is subject to the Act and these
regulations and, any person so registering, undertakes thereby to comply with the Act and

these regulations.

3. Registration with an e-toll account

(1) A person who uses an e-road may apply to the Agency to register as a user with an e-toll
account and to be identified either by means of an e-tag or a VLN for a specific motor vehicle, by

providing the information contemplated in sub-regulation (2) by —-

(a) faxing a form obtainable from an e-toll customer service centre or the website as
shown in Annexure A to these regulations to the facsimile number indicated on that

form;

(b) submitting such form by electronic mail message to the email address as indicated

on that form;

(c) logging on to the website for those purposes and providing the required

information;
(d) submitting the required information to an e-toll customer service centre; or

(e) calling the call centre,
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in each instance supplying to the Agency the information and documentation stipulated in

sub-regulation (2).

(2) The following information as applicable, must be supplied to the Agency together with the
application for registration as contemplated in sub- regulation (1):

(a) The name and surname of the person applying for registration;

(b) the identity number or the business registration number of the person applying for

registration;

(c) the VLN, make, model and colour, and if required by the Agency, the vehicle licence
number as reflected on the motor vehicle licence disc, of the motor vehicle to be
used on the e-road by the person applying for registration or that is to be used on
the e-road by persons in respect of whose use of the said motor vehicle on the e-
road the person applying for registration undertakes liability to pay the toll so

incurred;

(d) a contact telephone number or electronic mail address for the person applying for

registration or his or her authorised representative;
(e) a preferred method of communication for notifications;
() a preferred method of receipt of invbices;
(g) the physical address of the person applying for registration;

(h) the method of identification to be used for the motor vehicle as it passes beneath a

gantry, whether by e-tag or VLN and, if by e-tag—

(i) provide the e-tag identification number if acquired at a third party retailer,

being the number reflected on the side of the e-tag; or

(ii) apply for the issue of an e-tag for the motor vehicle described in paragraph
(c) above;
(i) an undertaking on the part of the person applying for registration to make payment

to the Agency of all toll incurred in respect of the use on the e-road of the motor

vehicle described in the application for registration; and

() a proposed method of payment for the settlement of the e-toll account to be
opened, which method of payment shall be subject to the conditions that the

Agency may determine and make known.
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(3) Upon receipt of the application referred to in sub-regulation (1) and if the application made

and the information submitted is in accordance with these regulations, the Agency must —
(a) capture the information submitted by the person applying for registration;

(b) if the proposed method of payment for the settlement of the e-toll account to be
opened complies with such conditions as the Agency has determined and made
known, register the person who applied under sub-regulation (1) as a user in the

register contemplated in regulation 10;

(c) to the extent applicable, specify the e-tag identification number and the

corresponding VLN of the motor vehicle to which such e-tag must be fitted; and

(d) if such person applied for an e-tag under sub-regulation (2)(h)(ii), issue an e-tag to

such person.

(4) The Agency must collect tolls from users with an e-toll account in the manner contemplated

in regulation 6.
4, Registration of a day-pass user

(1) Any person intending to use an e-road may, before using that e-road, apply to register as a day-
pass user of that e-road by providing the VLN, make, model, colour, year and class of the motor

vehicle to be used —

(a) on the website;
(b) by visiting an e-toll customer service centre; or
(c) by contacting the call centre , and

by providing a payment method accepted by the Agency.

(2) Upon receipt of the application referred to in sub-regulation (1) and if the application made

and the information submitted is in accordance with these regulations the Agency must —
(a) capture the information submitted by the person applying for registration; and
(b) if-

(i) the method of payment for day-pass complies with such conditions as the

Agency has determined and made known, and

(i) subject to sub-regulations (4) and (5),
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register the person who applied under sub-regulation (1) as a day-pass user in the register
contemplated in regulation 10 and issue to such person confirmation of registration as a
day-pass user entitling the user to use the e-road in respect of which the day-pass has been

issued.

(3) The Agency must confirm the registration of a day-pass user by notification to the user at
the time of registration either at the call centre, or by issuing a receipt at the e-toll customer service

centre at which the application is made.

(4) The person so registered as a day-pass user may, after being issued with confirmation of
registration as a day-pass user, use the e-road for which he, she or it was registered as a day-pass

user, without incurring any further toll liability in respect of that use under the following conditions:

(a)  The period for which the person so registered may use the e-road for which he, she or
it was registered as a day-pass user without incurring any further liability to pay toll

shall not exceed 24 hours from the time when the user first uses the e-road;

(b) an e-road may only be used under registration as a day-pass user 12 times during a 12
month period to be reckoned from the date and time the e-road was first used

pursuant to the day-pass registration; and

(c) if the same motor vehicle in respect of which a day pass was registered is used on an
e-road outside of the 24-hour period as contemplated in paragraph (a) or on an e-road
other than the e-road in respect of which registration as a day-pass user was applied
for, then, the person using the motor vehicle will be liable for toll as levied in terms of

the applicable toll tariff notice.

(5) A day-pass must be used on an e-road, for which the vehicle was registered for the day-pass,

within 30 days from the date of purchase, failing which the day pass shall expire.

(6) A day-pass user is identified at the time of an e-toll transaction by the VLN of the motor

vehicle used by the day-pass user, which must be the motor vehicle specified in sub-regulation (1).

5. Use of an e-road

(1) Before using an e-road, a user with an e-toll account and who has elected to be identified by
means of an e-tag must, in the manner contemplated in the Specification Regulations, fit the e-tag as
provided for in paragraphs (3)(c) or (d) of regulation 3 to the corresponding motor vehicle and

maintain the e-tag in working order.

(2) (a)  If a motor vehicle for which an e-tag has been specified passes beneath a gantry on an
e-road and the equipment used to identify the e-tag fails, the user who is registered as
the e-tag user in respect of that motor vehicle will be identified by the VLN of the

motor vehicle.

(b) In the case where the Agency detects that the e-tag of a user with an e-toll account
and who elects to be identified by an e-tag does not function properly it must notify
the user by means of the preferred method of communication referred to in
paragraph (2)(e) of regulation 3.

(3) A motor vehicle of a user that passes beneath a gantry shall be identified at the time of the
e-toll transaction either by the e-tag or VLN, as the case may be.

(4) A user with an e-toll account must maintain that e-toll account with the Agency in the
manner agreed with the Agency in the terms and conditions applicable to an e-toll account and must
make payment timeously of all amounts due in respect of that account, which payment shall be

subject to the conditions that the Agency may determine and make known.

(5) The passage of a motor vehicle beneath a gantry, the user of which is not a user as
contemplated in sub-regulation (1) of regulation 2, is identified at the time of the e-toll transaction

by the VLN or an e-tag, if applicable.
(6) A user with an e-toll account must—

(a) within 14 days of changing his or her physical or postal address or any of the
particulars supplied to the Agency at the time of registration, notify the Agency of
his or her new address or such new particulars;

(b) notify the Agency within 24 hours after he, she or it becomes aware of the theft of a
motor vehicle in respect of the use of which registration was applied for;

(c) notify the Agency within 24 hours if a motor vehicle for which an e-toll account is

registered has been declared unfit for use;

(d) furnish information, if requested to do so, regarding a motor vehicle which is or may
have been used by him or her on an e-road to any traffic officer, an employee of the

Agency or an employee of an agent appointed by the Agency to operate the e-road;
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(e) ensure that the number plates of the motor vehicle that he, she or it is using on an
e-road are affixed in the manner prescribed in regulation 35 of the National Road

Traffic Regulations, 2000 and are clearly visible at all times; and

(f) not tamper with or duplicate a number plate or use a motor vehicle on an e-road

without number plates being properly affixed to the motor vehicle.

(7) An user with an e-tag-
(a) may not tamper with or duplicate an e-tag;
(b) must notify the Agency within 24 hours of the e-tag becoming damaged or stolen or

destroyed and -

(i) provide a new e-tag identification number and the corresponding VLN of

the motor vehicle to which such e-tag will be fitted, or

(ii) apply for the issue of a new e-tag ; and

(c) where he, she or it wishes to transfer the e-tag issued to him, her or it to another
motor vehicle, provide the VLN, make, model and colour to the Agency and request

the transfer of such e-tag to the new motor vehicle.
(8)  Allusers must—

(a) ensure that the number plates of the motor vehicle that he, she or it is using on an e-
road are affixed in the manner prescribed in regulation 35 of the National Road

Traffic Regulations, 2000 and are clearly visible at all times;

(b) not tamper with or duplicate a number plate or use a motor vehicle on an e-road

without number plates being properly affixed to the motor vehicle; and

(c) ensure that his, her or its current address is on record with the appropriate
registering authority as required by the National Road Traffic Regulations, 2000
made under the National Road Traffic Act and notify the Agency of any change of

such address within 14 days from the date that the change took place.

(9) Where a user is required by any provision contained in these regulations to give notice to
the Agency of any occurrence or for purposes of complying with any provision of these regulations,
then such notice must be given either by contacting the call centre or by visiting an e-toll customer

service centre, or by any other means of notification that is indicated on that website.

(10) A foreign user, must comply with the provisions relating to the payment of toll in accordance

with that made known in the Government Gazette that applies to toll tariffs on the GFIP toll roads
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and the Conditions for payment of toll published by the Agency in terms of section 27(1)(b) of the

Act.
6. Terms and conditions for payment of toll
(1) A user with an e-toll account must pay the toll for which he, she or it becomes liable as a

result of his or her use of an e-road at the place and subject to the conditions that the Agency may

make known and determine.

(2) Unless payment is made in terms of sub-regulation (1), such user shall remain liable for the

payment of all tolls in relation to the use of an e-road.

(3) Where a user with an e-toll account does not pay the toll payable by him, her or it, the
Agency must, within 90 days after such user has used an e-road, notify the user, in the manner
contemplated in sub-regulation (10), of the amount of the toll payable and such toll must be paid by
the said user on or before the date for payment of which the user is notified in the notification by
the Agency: Provided that the user is responsible to ensure that his or her correct address and

contact details have been supplied to the Agency and that the VLN of the user is identifiable.

(4) If a user who does not have an e-toll account has used an e-road he, she or it must pay the
toll applicable to such use within the time and at the place and subject to the conditions that the

Agency may make known and determine.

(5) If a user who does not have an e-toll account and is not a day-pass user does not pay the toll
contemplated in terms of sub-regulation (4) within the time and at the place and subject to the
conditions that the Agency may make known and determine, the Agency must after a period of
seven days but not later than 60 days after such user has used an e-road and unless the user has
subsequently registered with the Agency, notify the user, in the manner contemplated in
sub-regulation (10), of the amount of the toll payable and such toll must be paid by the said user on

or before the date for payment of which the user is notified in the notification by the Agency.

(6) The Agency may follow criminal and civil process to collect all outstanding tolls if, despite
notification, the user continues to fail to pay such outstanding tolls within the period specified in the
notification by the Agency.

(7) Despite sub-regulations (5) and (6) where a motor vehicle that has been used on an e-
road cannot be identified as a result of its having no number plates, illegible number plates or

number plates which are shown to be false, or where the motor vehicle is registered outside of
the Republic of South Africa -

(a) the Agency need not notify the user of that motor vehicle as required by sub-
regulation (5); and
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(b) the Agency may follow criminal and civil proceedings to collect such toll as may be
owed for the use of the said motor vehicle on an e-road without first having to
notify such user.

(8) No person may—
(a) in relation to any application made under these regulations; or
(b) in relation to the furnishing of any information which, to his or her knowledge, is to

be or may be used for any purpose in terms of these regulations,

make a declaration or furnish information to the Agency or any other person referred to in

these regulations, which to his or her knowledge is false or misleading.

(9) Any user of an e-road who, through such use, becomes liable to pay toll may request an
invoice from the Agency at any e-toll customer centre alternatively may obtain an invoice on the
website, failing which the Agency shall not be obliged to provide invoices to any user, save as

provided for elsewhere in these regulations.

(10) The Agency must notify the user of an outstanding toll amount as contemplated in

sub-regulations (3) and (5) above by sending -

(a) an invoice to the last known address of such user, where such user is a user with an

e-toll account;

(b) an invoice to the last known address of such user, as recorded on NaTIS, where the

user is identified in terms of the VLN of a motor vehicle as recorded on NaTIS;

(c) an electronic message to the e-mail address or cellular telephone number of the
user; or
(d) an invoice or electronic message to an address, electronic mail address or cellular

telephone number as may have been obtained by the Agency from any other source.

7. Nominations

(1) The owner of a motor vehicle that was used on an e-road and who was not the user of the
motor vehicle that was operated on an e-road and who wishes to nominate another person as the
user of such motor vehicle for the purpose of identifying the person who was using the vehicle at the
time of the relevant e-toll transaction, may do so by completing the form as shown in Annexure B to
these Regulations, providing the information as contemplated in sub-regulation (2) and submitting
such form to the Agency via registered post to the Agency’s postal address, being Private Bag X64

Centurion, or at an e-toll customer service centre.

(2) The owner of a motor vehicle contemplated in sub-regulation (1) must provide-
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(a)  his, her or its full names and contact details and the VLN of the motor vehicle

concerned;

(b)  the date, time and road when and where the relevant e-toll transaction occurred; and

(c)  the full names, postal and residential address of the driver or user.

(3) The Agency must-

(a) if the information on the form as contemplated in sub-regulation (1) is complete and
corresponds with the Agency’s records pertaining to the relevant e-toll transaction;

and

(b) if satisfied that person nominating was not the driver or user of the motor vehicle at

the time of the e-toll transaction,

capture the information in the register contemplated in regulation 10 and remove the toll
transaction to which the nomination relates from the record of such nominating person and notify

the person as contemplated in regulation 6(5) and who has been nominated as a user.

8. Representations

(1) The owner of a motor vehicle, or a user or driver who wishes to make a representation as to
the alleged driving or use of the relevant motor vehicle on an e-road may do so by completing the
form as shown in Annexure C to these Regulations and submitting such form to the Agency at an e-
toll customer service centre or sending it by registered post to the Agency’s postal address, being

Private Bag X64 Centurion.

(2) The Agency must duly consider the representations and any reply thereto and-

(a) may conduct independent investigations to verify the facts; and

(b) may—

(i) allow the representations if there are reasonable grounds indicating that the
person making the representation must not be held liable for the e-toll

transaction; or

(ii) reject the representations if there are no such reasonable grounds.
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(3) If the representations are allowed the agency must capture the information in the register as
contemplated in regulation 10 and, where appropriate, cancel the e-toll transaction to which the

representation relates, and inform the person who made the representation thereof.

(4) If the representations are rejected, the Agency must advise the person that the
representations have been rejected, provide the reasons for the decision and inform the person who

is liable that he, she or it is liable for the relevant outstanding tolls.

(5) If that person fails to pay the outstanding tolls for which he, she or it is liable, the Agency
may follow the procedures contemplated in regulation 6(6).
9. Offences

Any person who wilfully or negligently contravenes or fails to comply with the provisions of sub-
regulation (7), (8)(a) or (9) of regulation 5 or sub-regulation (7) of regulation 6, shall be guilty of an

offence and shall upon conviction be liable to a fine or imprisonment not exceeding six months.

10. Registers and records

(1) The Agency or any person appointed in terms of section 28 of the Act and instructed by the

Agency must establish and keep a register to record all transactions of all users.

(2) Final disposition of the records contemplated in these regulations must be in accordance

with the National Archives and Record Service of South Africa Act, 1996 (Act No. 43 of 1996).

(3) Records may be kept as hard copies, as microfilm or in electronic format.

11. Repeal of Regulations

The e-Road Regulations, 2013 published under Notice R.739 of 9 October 2013, are hereby repealed.
12. Short title and commencement

These regulations are called the e-Road Regulations, 2015 and shall come into operation on date of

their publication in the Government Gazette.

In order to pay toll on the Gauteng e-road, you have the choice to have your
vehicles recognised by means of the Vehicle Licence Number (VLN) or by an
e-tag combined with the Vehicle Licence Number.

Option A: With an e-tag

An e-tag is a small electronic device that needs to be fitted to the inside of a
vehicle’s windscreen. The e-tag is linked to a vehicle’s Licence Number,
vehicle type and e-toll Account.

The e-tag entitles road users to a discount on the toll tariffs. It also has an
added benefit of reducing the risk of someone cloning your vehicle licence
number.

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Memorandum: Toll Regulations and Notices GFIP Open Road Tolling

The purpose of this memorandum is to explain the various sets of draft regulations
and notices published for comment in this gazette in terms of the South African
National Roads Agency Limited and National Roads Act, 1998 (SANRAL Act) that
relate to the Gauteng Freeway Improvement Project (GFIP).

This publication is a follow-up gazette to the notices that were published in
Government Notices No R. 524 and 525 on 17 June 2015 in Government Gazette
38884 containing the toll tariffs and payment conditions for the GFIP toll roads. The
notices covered the lowered caps that were published for compliant users and the
new lower alternate user tariffs. The attached draft notices also contains the
provision on the 60% discount for old outstanding tolls that was not implemented on
2 July 2015 with the rest of the provisions in the notices. Certain system
developments and tests need to be finalised before the provisions will be
implemented.

These draft regulations and notices do not cover any provisions relating to the
blocking of motor vehicle licences.

All the regulations and notices are amended due to the new dispensation,
terminology and descriptions agreed on by Government for purpose of use of e-
roads. The existing terms used in the current legislation namely registered —e-tag
user, registered VLN user, unregistered e-tag user and alternate user are no longer
used in the draft regulations.

The alternate user tariff falls away and users who fail to pay within 30 days from the
date of the invoice will simply pay double the user tariff published.

There is only one table with the user tariffs for all the classes of motor vehicles.

The following terms are used in the draft legislation:

7.1 Pre-paid user - a user who has an account with the Agency and has a
payment method in place, and in the case of a debit order has sufficient
funds in the account at the time he/she passes the gantry. Users who have
made arrangements such as linking their credit cards to effect payments and

key-account holders also fall within this definition.
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7.2 Post- paid user — a user who is not a pre-paid user i.e. a person who still
intends to top-up his/her debit account or a person who has not made
payment arrangements at all.

7.3 User with an account with the Agency — refers to users who have an account
with the Agency whether there are funds in the account or not.

7.4 User without an account with the Agency — refers to a user that has not
registered with the Agency and has no payment arrangements in place.

7.5 Day-pass user — a user who buys up to 12 day passes in a year to use the toll
roads for a 24 hour period each time.

7.6 Infrequent user — a user who does not drive under more than 30 gantries in
the period from 1 April to 31 March each year — Infrequent users do not pay
anything. Day pass users do not qualify as infrequent users. If infrequent
users pass more than 30 gantries a year they fall into one of the other user
groups and must pay for the 30 gantry passes as well.

7.7 Foreign user — a user who drives a motor vehicle registered in another
country with a number plate that is not on the NaTIS.

8. All the regulations and notices that are currently in force will be repealed and
replaced once these draft regulations and notices have been published as final
documents.

9. The specific draft Regulations and Notices must be studied for the detailed
provisions. The memorandum serves to explain the main aspects of the draft
amendments only.

10. The specific regulations and notices that are published for comment are:

2. Registrasiestelsel

(1) lemand wat verlang om te registreer vir doeleindes vir hul gebruik van ‘n ‘n pad as —

(@)  ‘n dagpasgebruiker;

(b)  ‘ngebruiker met ‘n e-tolrekening,

van ‘n e-pad kan ingevolge hierdie regulasies registreer.
(2) ‘n Gebruiker van ‘n motorvoertuig op ‘n e-pad wat, ten tye van sy of haar gebruik, nie ‘n e-
tolrekening het nie en nie ‘n dagpasgebruiker is nie word gekategoriseer as ‘n gebruiker wat deur sy

(2) By ontvangs van die aansoek soos bedoel in subregulasie (1) en indien die aansoek en die

inligting verskaf in ooreenstemming met hierdie regulasies is, moet die Agentskap—
(a) die inligting verkaf deur die persoon wat aansoek doen om registrasie, vasvang; en

(b) indien-
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(i) die metode van betaling vir die dagpas voldoen aan sodanige voorwaardes soos wat

die Agentskap bepaal en bekend gemaak het, en

(ii) onderhewig aan subregulasies (4) en (5),

die persoon registreer wat ingevolge subregulasie (1) aansoek gedoen het as ‘n

(ii) aansoek doen om ‘n nuwe e-tag; en

waar hy, sy of dit verkies om die e-tag wat aan hom, haar of dit uitgereik is na ‘n ander
motorvoertuig oor te dra, die VLN, fabrikaat, model en kleur aan die Agentskap te verskaf

en versoek dat die e-tag oorgedra word na die nuwe motorvoertuig toe.

(3) Waar ‘n gebruiker met ‘n e-tolrekening nie die tol wat betaalbaar is deur hom, haar of dit betaal
nie, moet die Agentskap binne 32 dae nadat die gebruiker ‘n e-pad gebruik het ‘n faktuur na die
laaste bekende adres van sodanige gebruiker stuur wat die bedrag aan tol vertoon wat betaalbaar is
en die faktuur moet betaal word deur sodanige gebruiker voor of op die datum wat op die faktuur
aangetoon is: Met dien verstande dat die gebruiker verantwoordelik is om te verseker dat sy of haar

korrekte adres aan die Agentskap verskaf is en dat die VLN van die gebruiker identifiseerbaar is.

(4) Indien ‘n gebruiker sonder ‘n e-tolrekening ‘n e-pad gebruik moet hy, sy of dit die tol van
toepassing op sodanige gebruik binne die tydperk en op die plek en onderhewig aan die

bedoel verskaf, wat tot sy of haar wete vals of misleidend is nie.

(9) Enige gebruiker van ‘n e-pad wat deur sodanige gebruik aanspreeklik word om tol te betaal,
kan ‘n faktuur vanaf die Agentskap aanvra by enige e-tolkliéntedienssentrum, en by gebrek aan
sodanige navraag is die Agentskap nie onder ‘n verpligting om fakture aan ‘n gebruiker te verskaf

nie, behalwe waar daarvoor elders in hierdie regulasies voorsiening gemaak is.

(10) Die Agentskap moet die gebruiker in kennis stel van ‘n uitstaande tolbedrag soos beoog in
subregulasies (3) en (5) deur —
(a)  ‘n faktuur na die laaste bekende adres van die gebruiker te stuur waar sodanige
gebruiker ‘n gebruiker met ‘n e-tolrekening is;
(b)  ‘n faktuur na die laaste bekende adres van sodanige gebruiker soos op NaVIS
aangeteken is te stuur, waar die gebruiker geidentifiseer word ingevolge ‘n VLN van ‘n

motorvoertuig, soos op NaVIS aangeteken is;

(c)  ‘n elektronies boodskap na die e-pos adres of sellulére telefoon van die gebruiker te

stuur; of

(d)  ‘nfaktuur of elektroniese boodskap na die adres, e-posadres of sellulére telefoon soos

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(2) Die Agentskap moet die vertoé deeglik oorweeg en daarop antwoord en-

(a)  mag onafhanklike ondersoeke doen om die feite te staaf; en
(b) mag—
(i) die vertoé goedkeur indien daar redelike gronde bestaan om die persoon wat die
vertoé gerig het nie aanspreeklik te hou vir die tol nie; of

(ii) die vertoé afkeur indien daar nie redelike gronde bestaan vir die vertoé nie.

(3) Indien die vertoé goedgkeur word moet die agentskap die inligting vasvang in die register
bedoel in regulasie 10 en, waar toepaslik, die e-toltransaksie van toepassing op die vertoé kanselleer
