SCHEDULE

Definitions

1. In these Regulations any word or expression to which a meaning

has been assigned in the Act have such meaning and, unless

the context otherwise indicates -

"artificial fertilisation" means the introduction other than

natural means of a male gamete or gametes into the internal

reproductive organs of a female person for the purpose of

human reproduction and includes artificial insemination, in vitro

fertilisation, gamete intrafailopian tube transfer, embryo

intrafallopian transfer or intracytoplasmic sperm injection;

"artificial insemination" means the placing of male gametes

(sperm) into the fallopian tubes of the recipient;

"cell" means the basic structural and functional unit in people

and all living things;

"central data bank" means an electronic database into which

all information regarding use of individual donated gametes and

artificial fertilisation treatment outcome is stored and managed;

"competent person" means a medical practitioner registered

with the Health Professions of South Africa (HPCSA) with

expertise in specialist gynaecologist and sub -specialist in

Reproductive Medicine, or a trainee in Reproductive Medicine in

a training unit under the supervision of a registered HPCSA sub -

specialist;

"database" means a database contemplated in regulation 15(1);

"deceased" means a dead person in somatic death where there

is cessation of circulation and respiration, including loss of

corneal reflexes, the eyeballs become flaccid, and the pupils are

fixed and dilated;

"embryo transfer" means the placing of the embryo into the

uterus or fallopian tubes of the recipient;

"freezing or cryopreservation" means freezing or

cryopreserving genetic material including ova, sperm, embryos,

ovarian tissue or stem cells by an authorised institution;
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"gamete donor" means a living person from whose body a

gamete or gametes are removed or withdrawn, for the purpose

of artificial fertilisation;

"genetic carrier" means an individual who has a disease -

causing mutation but will not develop the condition and the

individual would have one normally functioning and one faulty

gene (Le. a heterozygote);

"intracytoplasmic sperm injection" is the process of

microscopic technology to bring about fertilisation of an ovum

with a male sperm outside the body in an authorised institution;

"in vitro fertilisation" is the process of spontaneous fertilisation

of an ovum with a male sperm outside the body in an authorised

institution;

"oocyte" means the female gamete;

"recipient" means a female person in whose reproductive

organs a male gamete or gametes are to be introduced by

means other than natural means; or in whose uterus /womb an

embryo is to placed for the purpose of human reproduction;

"sperm" means the male gamete;

"serious genetic condition" means a genetic condition, which

compromises functional physical or mental ability and may

sometimes be lethal;

"stimulation" means any process, method or procedure used to

facilitate the withdrawal or removal of a gamete or gametes; and
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"the Act" means the National Health Act, 2003 (Act No. 61 of

2003).

Application of the Regulations

2. These regulations only apply to the withdrawal of gametes from

and for use in living persons.

Application for authorisation

3. (1) A competent person must apply for authorisation of a

fertility clinic to the Director General indicating why authorisation is

required.

(2) The Director -General must keep a database of authorised

fertility clinics;

(3) The application referred to in sub regulation (1) must

contain the following information:

(a) the name and nature of the application;

(b) location of the premises where business is to be

conducted;

(c) an indication of how records and data are kept;

(d) the quality management system to be used;

(e) details of the competent person; and .

(f) any other information the Director -General may

consider necessary for the consideration of the

application.

(4) The Director- General may, on application in terms of sub -

regulation (1)-

(a) cause the applicant to be investigated; or
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(b) obtain such further information as he or she

deems necessary for the consideration of the

application;

(c) authorise the applicant concerned as a fertility

clinic, subject to such conditions as he or she

may determine; and

(d) where such applicant is not approved, the

Director General must notify the applicant in

writing accordingly, stating the reason for such

non- authorisation.

Removal or withdrawal and storage of gametes

4. (1) No person, except a competent person, may remove or

withdraw a gamete or cause a gamete to be removed or withdrawn,

from the body of a gamete donor for the purpose of artificial

fertilisation.

(2) Once gametes are removed in terms of sub -regulation (1),

they must be stored in a frozen state or cryopreserved.

Compensation in respect of the withdrawal or removal of

gametes

5. A person from whose body a gamete has been removed or

withdrawn may be reimbursed for any reasonable expenses incurred

by him or her in order to donate a gamete as contemplated in section

60(4)(a) of the Act.

Establishment of a Central Data Bank

6. The Director -General must establish an electronic central

database into which all information regarding the use of individual

donated gametes and artificial fertilisation treatment outcome are

stored.
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Restriction on donation of gametes

7. (1) A competent person -

(a) may not remove or withdraw a gamete, or cause a

gamete to be removed or withdrawn, from the body

of a gamete donor for a new recipient if the

competent person has information or suspects that a

maximum of 12 live births have been reached

through the artificial fertilisation using the gametes of

that gamete donor;

(b) must, where the gamete donor has been used and

resulted in 12 live births as contemplated in

paragraph (a), inform that gamete donor that he or

she may not make any further donation of gametes

to a new recipient unless the provisions of sub -

regulation (2) apply; and

(c) must, immediately relay all the information relating

to such gamete donor, the removal or withdrawal

of a gamete and the artificial fertilisation, to the

central data bank contemplated in regulation 6;

(2) Where the maximum number of 12 live births have

been reached using the gametes of a specific donor, the Minister

may allow a family to use the gametes from that donor to have an

additional sibling.

(3) The competent person and the central data bank must

ensure that gametes from a single donor are not used for more than

12 live births.
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Prerequisites for removal or withdrawal of gametes

8. A competent person who intends to remove or withdraw a

gamete, or cause a gamete to be removed or withdrawn from the

body of a gamete donor, must, before such removal or withdrawal -

(a) ensure that if a gamete donor file has not previously

been opened in respect of that gamete donor, open

such a file, to which a unique identification number is

allocated in respect of the gamete donor;

(b) ensure that the information obtained in paragraph (a) is

submitted to the central data bank;

(c) in the case of a known donor, ascertain from the central

data bank that not more than 12 live births have been

reached through the artificial fertilisation of a person with

the gametes of that gamete donor;

(d) obtain a signed statement from the gamete donor stating

whether the gamete donor has previously made a

donation of gametes and, if so, where and when that

donation of gametes took place;

(e) obtain informed consent from the gamete donor relating to

(f)

(i) physical examination and questioning by a

competent person;

(ii) the removal or withdrawal a gamete for testing,

analysing or other processing as the competent

person may deem necessary;

(iii) particulars contemplated in regulation 9(1)(a)(ii),

(iii) and (iv), (b), (c) and (f) being made available to

the recipient and the competent person who is to

perform the artificial fertilisation; and

(iv) to particulars contemplated in regulation 9(2)(c)

being submitted to the central data bank;

ascertain the age of the gamete donor;
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(g)
ascertain that the gamete donor has on two occasions,

not more than three months apart and one month prior

to that donation of gametes, undergone -

(i) medical tests for sexually transmissible diseases;

and

(ii) a semen analysis, in the case of a male gamete

donor;

(h) ascertain that in the case of a female gamete donor,

the donor has undergone a gynaecological examination

prior to stimulation for the withdrawal of gametes;

(i) question such gamete donor concerning her or his

family history, especially with regard to any possible

genetic condition or carrier status and mental illness in

respect of any child, brother, sister, parent or

grandparent of such gamete donor; and

(j) must, in the event of a request in respect of which the

donor and recipient are known to each other, ensure

that there is-

(i) written confirmation by both parties that they know

each other;

(ii) psychological evaluation of both parties.

Gamete donor files, availability of information and destruction

of gametes

9. (1) The competent person must immediately record the

following information and documents in the gamete donor's file

before a gamete is removed or withdrawn -

(a) the gamete donor's -

(i) full name, surname, date of birth and identity number;

(ii) age, height, mass, eye colour, hair colour,

complexion, population group, nationality, sex,

religion, occupation, highest educational qualification

and fields of interest;
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(iii) family history referred to in regulation 8(i); and

(iv) subject to regulation 7(a), wishes in respect of the

number of artificial fertilisations for which her or his

gametes may be used;

(b) the particulars of medical tests for genetically

transmissible disorders or for infectious diseases, or

genetic evaluation of the gamete donor;

(c) particulars of any evaluation of the psychological suitability

of the gamete donor to donate a gamete;

(d) particulars of each donation of gametes made by the

gamete donor, including the date on which the donation of

gametes was made;

(e) the informed consent and documents contemplated in

regulation 8(e);

(t) results of the tests and the analysis or examination

contemplated in regulation 8(e) to (g); and

(g) any other relevant document or information that the

competent person may request.

(2) The competent person-

(a) must retain the gamete donor file in safe -keeping and

may not destroy the file, except with the written

permission of the Director -General;

(b) must make the particulars set out in sub -regulation

(1)(a)(ii), (iii) and (iv), (b),(c) and (f), together with the

identification number referred to in regulation 8(a),

available to the recipient and the competent person who is

to effect the artificial fertilisation of the recipient;

(c) must furnish the central data bank before 31 January of

each year with the following particulars regarding the

preceding year in respect of the gamete donor:

the identification number of the gamete donor file;

the number of donations of gametes, with the

dates on which the donations were made; and
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(iii) the number of live births reached through the

artificial fertilisation from the gametes of the

specific gamete donor;

(d) must not make the gamete donor file, or information there

from, available to any person other than a person acting

under her or his supervision, except in terms of legislation

or a court order;

(e) must immediately, after, if it has come to her or his

attention that a maximum of 12 live births through the

artificial fertilisation has been reached from the gametes

of a specific gamete donor -

(i} make a conspicuous note to that effect in the

gamete donor file;

(ii) make available this information to the central data

bank;

(iii) destroy all gametes donated by such gamete

donor and any gametes that the competent person

has in storage, unless the Minister consents to the

competent person keeping those gametes for use

as contemplated in regulation 7(2); and

(iv) inform the donor of the actions taken as in terms of

sub- paragraph (iii).

(f) who wants to keep the gametes referred to in sub-

paragraph (iii) -

(i} must forthwith address the substantiated request

including the informed consent document from the

gamete donor to the Minister for her or his consent

to keep the gametes; and

(ii) must refrain from destroying the gametes Until the

Minister notifies the competent person of her or his

decision.

Place where and person who effects artificial fertilisation and

embryo transfer
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10. (1) Artificial fertilisation or embryo transfer must only be

effected at an authorised institution; and

(2) Only a competent person may effect artificial fertilisation.

Control over artificial fertilisation, embryo transfer, storage and

destroying of zygotes and embryos

11. (1) No gamete -

(a) that has not been imported, removed or withdrawn in

terms of the provisions of the Act or these regulations;

(b) from a gamete donor of whom the results of the tests,

analysis or examination referred to in regulation 8 (e) to

(g), as the case may be, are not available yet; or

(c) from the gamete donor younger than 18 years of age

except in the case of a medical indication, may be used

for artificial fertilisation.

(2) (a) A competent person may not effect in vitro fertilisation

except for embryo transfer, to a specific recipient and

then only by the union of gametes removed or

withdrawn from the bodies of -

(i) such recipient and an individual male gamete

donor; or

(ii) an individual male and an individual female gamete

donor;

(b) an embryo, referred to in paragraph (a) must be stored

in a frozen /cryopreserved state in a prescribed

institution;

(c) a competent person may destroy an embryo, which she

or he has in storage as soon as the recipient for whom

that embryo has been effected conceives or as soon as

it is decided not to go ahead with the embryo transfer

into that recipient, unless -

(i) the competent person decides, and with the

informed consent of the recipient, to store such

embryo for a further period for the purpose of a

subsequent embryo transfer to that recipient; or

(ii) the recipient consents in writing that the competent

person -

(aa) may, with the informed consent of such

recipient, use such embryo, for transfer to

another specific recipient; or

(bb) may, with the informed consent of such

recipient; use the embryo for a purpose, other

than embryo transfer, which purpose must be

stated in that consent,

(d) a competent person may destroy an embryo that has

been unclaimed by the recipient for a period of 10

years.

Requirements for artificial fertilisation and embryo transfer

12. A competent person intending to effect the artificial fertilisation

or embryo transfer to a recipient must, before effecting the artificial

fertilisation or embryo transfer -

(a) ensure that if a recipient file has not previously been opened

in respect of that recipient, open such a recipient file, to

which a unique identification number is allocated in respect

of the recipient;

(b) obtain informed consent from the recipient relating to-

(i) physical examination and questioning by a competent

person;

(ii) the removal or withdrawal of a gamete from the body of

the donor for the purpose of such testing, analysing or
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other processing of that gamete, as the competent

person may deem necessary;

(iii) artificial fertilisation of, or embryo transfer to herself;

(iv) particulars contemplated in regulation 14(2)(c) being

made available to the central data bank;

(c) ensure that -

(i) the gamete donor's particulars and wishes referred to in

regulation 9(1)(a)(i) to (iv) are conformed with;

(ii) the recipient's particulars and wishes referred to in

regulation 14(1)(a)(i) to (iii) are conformed with;

(iii) if the recipient or the gamete donor should be a carrier

of a serious genetic condition -

(aa) the recipient and the gamete donor are tested to

determine whether they are such genetic carriers;

and

(bb) if it is determined that both the recipient and the

gamete donor are such carriers or the gamete

donor is such a carrier, a gamete from that gamete

donor is not used for the artificial fertilisation of or

the embryo transfer to the recipient;

(iv) if, on account of the family history of the recipient or the

gamete donor, the possibility exists that one of them is

a carrier, or both of them are carriers of a genetically

transmissible disorder, the recipient or gamete donor,

as the case may be, is examined or tested to determine

whether she or he is such a carrier, and -

(aa) if it is determined that the recipient is such a

carrier, the recipient is informed about the

implications thereof; or

(bb) if it is determined that the gamete donor is, or may

probably be, such a carrier -

(aaa) a gamete from that gamete donor is not used

for artificial fertilisation ; or
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(bbb) the competent person who has removed or

withdrawn a gamete, or caused a gamete to

be removed or withdrawn, from the body of

that gamete donor is informed that the

gamete donor is, or probably may be, such a

carrier.

(2) No more than three zygotes or embryos may be transferred to

the recipient during an embryo transfer procedure, unless there

is a specific medical indication requiring the contrary.

Pre -implantation and prenatal testing for sex selection

13. Pre -implantation and prenatal testing for selecting the sex of a

child is prohibited except in the case of a serious sex linked or sex

limited genetic conditions.

Recipient files and availability of information

14. (1) A competent person who effects the artificial fertilisation of

or embryo transfer to a recipient must immediately record or file the

following particulars and documents in a recipient file referred to in

regulation 12(a):

(a) the recipient's -

(i) full name, surname, date of birth and identity

number;

(ii) family history, especially with regard to possible

carrier status for genetic and or mental disorders;

(iii) wishes in respect of the population group of which

the gamete donor, whose gametes are to be used

for the artificial fertilisation, should be a member

and the religion, which the gamete donor should

profess, as well as any other wish of the recipient

concerning the gamete donor;

transmissible infections, or communicable diseases in

respect of the recipient;

(c) particulars of genetic evaluation made in respect of the

recipient;

(d) particulars of an evaluation if indicated, made of the

psychological or social suitability of the recipient with a

view to her artificial fertilisation;

(e) the informed consent contemplated in regulation 12(b);

(f ) any other relevant document or information that the

competent person may obtain, including a document or

information regarding a previous artificial fertilisation of

or embryo transfer to the recipient;

(g) in the case of in vitro fertilisation of or embryo transfer -

(i) the number of embryos effected for the embryo

transfer to the recipient;

(ii) the number of embryos used for each embryo

transfer procedure;

(iii) the number of embryos in storage;

(iv) the number of embryos used for purposes other

than embryo transfer; and

(v) the number of embryos destroyed.

(2) The competent person referred to in sub -regulation (1) must

(a) retain the recipient file in safe -keeping and may not

destroy the file, except with the written permission of

the Director -General;

(b) not make the recipient file, or information therefrom,

available to any person other than a person acting

under her or his supervision, except where a law

provides otherwise or a court so orders;
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(c) make available to the central data bank before 31

January of each year the following particulars regarding

the preceding year in respect of the recipient;

(i) the identification number of the recipient file;

(ii) the date on which an artificial fertilisation of the

recipient, was effected,

(iii) the number of in vitro fertilisations of the recipient

effected;

(iv) the particulars contemplated in sub -regulation

(1)(g); and

(v) the results of each procedure referred to in

subparagraph (ii).

Recording of names of authorised institutions and competent

persons in the database

15. (1) The Director -General must keep an electronic database

with particulars of -

(a) authorised institutions in terms of section 54 of the Act,

where artificial fertilisation or embryo transfer may be

effected;

(b) a prescribed institution in terms of section 63 of the Act;

and

(c) a competent person who effects such artificial

fertilisation or embryo transfer.

(2) The Director -General must delete from the database the

name of -

(a) a competent person who has died;

(b) a competent person who requests the Director -General

in writing to remove her or his name from the database;

(c) a competent person who was found to have

contravened or failed to comply with the provisions of

these regulations; or
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(d) an authorised or prescribed institution in the case

where the owner, manager or person in charge of such

institution requests the Director -General to remove the

name of such a place from the database.

(3) A competent person who has changed her or his name or

address of practice or a person in charge of an authorised or

prescribed institution, the name or address of which has been

changed, must within 30 days of such change inform the Director -

General in writing of such change.

(4) The Director -General may -

(a) after an inspection of an authorised or prescribed

institution or any activity or process connected with

artificial fertilisation of or embryo transfer to a recipient

in or on such an institution;

(b) on the grounds of a report by any -

(i) health officer contemplated section 80 of the Act;

and

(ii) any other officer of the Department specifically so

designated in terms of sections 77 and 78 of the

Act;

(c) on the grounds of a complaint, charge or allegation of

which she or he has knowledge or which may come to

her or his notice in connection with such authorised or

prescribed institution, activity or process and after any

inspection or collection of information in connection with

such complaint, charge or allegation that she or he may

deem necessary or expedient; or

(d) in the case where she or he is of the opinion that on or in

such place conditions exist which are dangerous or

harmful or likely to be dangerous or harmful to health,

provisionally delete the name of such place from the

database, and must in writing notify the person in
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charge of such authorised or prescribed institution

accordingly.

(5) Any notice referred to in sub -regulation (4) must provide

sufficient details of grounds for the deletion.

(6) The deletion made in terms of this regulation must -

(a) be entered in the database; and

(b) be valid until the danger or situation which gave rise

to such provisional deletion has, to the satisfaction of

the Director -General been removed: provided that if

such danger or situation is not removed or rectified

within a period of three months from the date of notice

contemplated in sub regulation (1), such authorised

institution must be deleted from the database and may

not perform artificial fertilisation or embryo transfer.

CHAPTER 3

GENERAL SUPPLEMENTARY PROVISIONS

Reporting of births

16. (1) (a) All births delivered as a result of artificial fertilisation

must be recorded by the person in charge of the facility

where such delivery has taken place, into the central

data bank within three months of such birth.

(b) The mother who gives birth must ensure that the

competent person who effected the artificial fertilisation

of or embryo transfer is informed of such birth and

recording of the information referred to in sub -

regulation (2), within 30 days of such birth.
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(2) The information recorded in terms of sub -regulation (1) must

include, but not limited to:

(a) confirmation of birth;

(b) The unique identification number referred to in

regulation 11(a); and

(c) any genetic disorder or birth defect in the child.

Reporting of disorders and mental illnesses

17. (1) An authorised institution that effected the artificial

fertilisation or embryo transfer must, should it come to their notice

that a child born as a result of the artificial fertilisation displays any

genetic disorder or suffers from any mental illness -

(a) determine if the cause of the disorder or mental illness

can be traced back to the gamete donor or the
recipient; and

(b) should the disorder or mental illness be traced back to

the gamete donor, in writing, notify the authorised

institution that effected the donation of gametes, of the

disorder or mental illness, any tests carried out with

regard to the disorder or mental illness, the results of

the tests and their view on the disorder or mental

illness.

(2) A parent of a child referred to in sub -regulation (1) must,

where it comes to her or his attention that the child displays any

disorder or suffers from any mental illness, report the disorder or

mental illness to the authorised institution that effected the artificial

fertilisation.

Ownership of gametes, zygotes and embryos

18. (1) Before artificial fertilisation, the ownership of a gamete

donated for the purpose of artificial fertilisation is vested --
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(a) in the case of a male gamete donor but -

(i) before receipt of such gamete by the authorised

institution to effect artificial fertilisation by the

authorised institution which removed or withdrew

the gamete; and

(ii) after receipt of such gamete by the authorised

institution that intends to effect artificial fertilisation,

in that institution;

(b) in the case of a male gamete donor for the artificial

fertilisation of his spouse, in that male gamete donor;

and

(c) in the case of a female gamete donor, for the artificial

fertilisation of a recipient, in that female gamete donor;

(2) After artificial fertilisation, the ownership of a zygote or

embryo effected by donation of male and female gametes is vested -

(a) in the case of a male gamete donor, in the recipient;

and

(b) in the case of a female donor, in the recipient.

Prohibition of Disclosure of certain facts

19. No person may disclose the identity of any person who donated

a gamete or received a gamete, or any matter related to the artificial

fertilisation of such gametes, or reproduction resulting from such

artificial fertilisation except where a law provides otherwise or a court

so orders.

Appeals

20. (1) (a) A person aggrieved by the decision of the Director -

General in terms of these regulations may within 14

days of receiving such decision, appeal in writing to the

Minister against such decision.
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(b) A copy of the appeal must be sent to the Director -

General for his or her information and response if

necessary.

(2) An appeal in terms of sub -regulation (1) must clearly state

the grounds on which such appeal is lodged.

(3) The Minister may confirm, amend or revoke a decision

taken by the Director -General in terms of the provisions

of these regulations and thereafter inform the appellant

of her or his decision.

Offences and penalties

21. Any person who contravenes or fails to comply with any

provision of these regulations commits an offence and is liable on

conviction to a fine or imprisonment for a period not exceeding 10

years, or to both such fine and imprisonment

Repeal

22. The Regulations Relating to Artificial Fertilisation of Persons,

2012, published in Government Notice No. R175, Government

Gazette No. 35099 dated 2 March 2012 are hereby repealed.

1. SCOPE OF APPLICATION OF AGREEMENT

1 The terms of this Agreement shall be observed in the Furniture Manufacturing

"Fund" means the Provident Fund for the Furniture Manufacturing Industry,

KwaZulu- Natal, continued in terms of clause 10 of this collective agreement ;

"Fund week" means the period from midnight between Thursday and Friday to

midnight between the following Thursday and Friday, or such other time as may be

agreed upon by the Council ;

"Furniture Manufacturing Industry" : means without in any way limiting the

ordinary meaning of the expression, the manufacture of furniture either in whole

or in part of all types of furniture irrespective of the materials used and shall

include the following :

(a) Furniture

Assembling of all items and / or components of furniture, repairing,

spraying, polishing, re- polishing, wood machining, veneering, woodturning,

The manufacture and / or processes involved in the manufacture of

bedding, including all types of mattresses, spring mattresses,

overlays, pillows, bolsters, spring units, bed spring mattresses and

studio couches, which is designed for seating and / or conversion into

a bed and of which the frame is constructed mainly of metal and the

seating and / or sleeping surface consists of a mattress and / or

cushion.

the erection, completion, renovation, repair, maintenance or

alteration of permanent finish of buildings or structures,

including but not limited to mouldings, skirting boards,

panelling, shelving, banisters, partitioning and shall include

doors and door frames, windows and window frames.

1 The Provident Fund shall be administered by the Board in terms of the
requirements of the Pension Funds Act. The Board of the Provident Fund may
enter into a written agreement with the council to provide administration of the
Provident Fund in line with the requirements of the Pension Funds Act.

2 The Council as the Administrator of the Provident Fund as authorised by the
Board, shall appoint an auditor, a Secretary and staff on such terms and conditions
as it may deem fit and may vary such appointments, arrange and provide for
premises, office furniture and equipment for the administration of this collective
agreement in relation to the Provident Fund in compliance with the Pension Funds
Act.

2 (a) The control and management of funds by the Council shall be vested in
a Management Committee consisting of the Chairperson and Vice -
Chairperson of the Council, together with four employer and four employee
representatives, who shall be delegates to the Council and shall be
appointed by the Council on to the Management Committee. For each
representative, an alternate shall be appointed by the Council from its
Members. The Chairperson and Vice- Chairperson of the Council shall be
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the Chairperson and Vice -Chairperson of the Management Committee,
respectively.

(b) The Council shall have the authority to prescribe alter or amend its own
rules of procedure for the Management Committee, provided that such rules

or any amendments thereto, shall not be inconsistent with the provisions of
the Rules of the Fund, this collective agreement or with the provisions of
any Act.

3 All expenses incurred for the purpose of the administration of either the Provident
Fund or the Mortality Benefit Association, shall be a charge against either fund or
alternatively the Council may charge a fee for the administration of either the
Provident Fund or Mortality Benefit Association, in which case the details of such
arrangement shall be encapsulated in an Administration Agreement between that
particular fund or association and the Council.

4 The Council shall collect and receive all revenue of the Provident Fund and the
Mortality Benefit Association and shall deposit all monies so received into a bank
account opened in the name of the Provident Fund or the Mortality Benefit
Association.

5 In particular the Committee may -

(a) realise, sell or otherwise dispose of or deal with any of the assets of the
Mortality Benefit Association ;

(b) contract with an insurance company registered in terms of the insurance
Act, 1943 (Act No. 27 of 1943), to underwrite all or any of the benefits
specified in clause 19 regarding the Mortality BenefitAssociation.

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Should a dispute arise at any time as to the administration of either the Provident
Fund or the Mortality Benefit Association in regard to which members of the
Management Committee are equally divided, the matter shall be referred to the
Council for decision.

7 With reference to the Mortality Benefit Association, every employer shall notify the
Secretary of the Council of the death of any member in his employ. The Secretary
shall, as soon as possible upon receiving information from any source of the death
of a member, notify the dependant(s) by letter or circular, stating the last known
place of work of the deceased member and that benefits may be claimed upon
application at an address specified by the Management Committee.

8 The Council shall be entitled to recover from an employer, on the appropriate
attorneys' and client scale, all monies disbursed by it in respect of legal fees and
expenses incurred for the recovery of any monies deducted by an employer
from any monies due to an employee, but not paid over to the Council by such
employer in terms of this Agreement.

5. ENFORCEMENT OF COLLECTIVE AGREEMENT

1 Despite any other provisions of this collective agreement, the Council may
Appoint one or more persons and may request the Minister of Labour to
appoint such persons as designated agents in terms of Section 33 (1) of the
Act to promote , monitor and enforce compliance with this collective
agreement.

2 In the event of non-compliance with this collective agreement, a designated
agent may secure compliance by -

(a) publicising the contents of this Agreement.
(b) investigate complaints.

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conduct inspections.

issue a compliance order ; or

adopt any other means the Council may have approved of ; and
perform any other function which is conferred on or imposed on the
agent by the Council.

3 In the event that non -compliance prevails after the issuance of a compliance
order in terms of sub -clause 2 (d) above, the agent must :

(a) submit a report to the Secretary of the Council, specifying that
compliance had not been achieved.

Upon receipt of such report, the Secretary of the Council shall -

(a) Appoint an arbitrator from the list of arbitrators supplied by the
CCMA to arbitrate the matter ; or

(b) take such steps as deemed necessary to give effect to any
agreement reached -after the compliance order was issued in
resolving the matter.

(c) An arbitrator appointed in terms of this Clause shall have all
the powers assigned to an arbitrator as contemplated by the
Act, including but not limited to the charges and penalties as
further contemplated by Section 33A of the Act read with the
applicable Regulations.

5 The Secretary shall make application to certify the arbitration award or
settlement agreement, whichever applies, as order of the Labour Court.

6 A designated agent appointed under Section 33 (1) of the Act, shall in
addition to the powers referred to in this Clause, have the powers as
assigned to designated agents as set out in Schedule 10 and Section 142 of
the Act, read with the changes required by the context.

6. DISPUTES AND DISPUTES ABOUT THE INTERPRETATION OF THIS

COLLECTIVE AGREEMENT

7 The Council shall be the body to perform dispute resolution services within
the Industry - Provided that :

(a) The Council is accredited by the CCMA ; and

(b) the persons appointed to execute the dispute resolution functions are
competent to do so.

(c) The Council shall adopt the Rules of the CCMA in performing its
dispute resolution functions.

2 Disputes about the Interpretation of this collective agreement :

(a) If there is a dispute about the interpretation of any provisions
of this collective agreement, any party to the dispute may refer

the dispute to the Council.

(b) The referring party must satisfy the Council that a copy of the
referral has been served on all other parties to the dispute.

(c) The Council must attempt to resolve the dispute through
conciliation.

(d) The Secretary of the Council may appoint a suitable person to conciliate the
dispute from the list of Commissioners made available by the CCMA from
time to time, or as otherwise agreed between the parties to the dispute.

In the event that the dispute remains unresolved, any party to the dispute
may request the Secretary of the Council to appoint an arbitrator to arbitrate
the dispute : -

7. EXEMPTIONS

1 Any person bound by this Agreement may apply for exemption.

2 The authority of the Bargaining Council is to consider applications for exemptions and
grant exemptions.

3 The Bargaining Council must determine its exemptions policy and process all exemptions
applications in terms of this policy.

4 AH applications for exemption shall be made in writing on the appropriate application form,
obtained from the Bargaining Council, setting out relevant information, including:

(a) The provisions of the agreement in respect of which exemption is sought;

(b) The number of persons in respect of whom the exemption is sought;

(c) The reasons why the exemption is sought;

(d) The nature and size of the business in respect of which the exemption is sought;

(e) The duration and timeframe for which the exemption sought;

(f) The business strategy and plan of the applicant seeking the exemption;

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(g) The applicant's past record (if applicable) of compliance with the provisions of the

Collective Agreement, and any exemptions certificates previously issued.

(h) The recorded views expressed by the trade union or workforce itself during the
plant level consultation process; and

Any other relevant supporting data and financial information the Council may
prescribe from time to time.

An exemption application in respect of a term or provision in a Collective
Agreement concluded in the Council that applies throughout the Industry must be

considered by an exemptions body appointed by the Council ;

^-") 5 The Bargaining Council shall decide on an application for exemption within 30 days of
receipt.

6 Upon receipt of an application by the Bargaining Council, it shall immediately refer the

application to the exemptions body which may, if deemed expedient, request the applicant

to attend the meeting at which the application is considered, to facilitate the deliberations.

7 An exemptions body appointed by the Council may request additional information from an

applicant applying for exemption.

8 In scrutinising an application, the Exemptions Body or the Independent Body will consider

the details of the application, the views expressed by the trade union or workforce,

affected employers, any other representations received in relation to the application, and
the factors and criteria as listed in clause 14 below.

9 The Secretary must advise the applicant in writing of the decision of the exemptions body

within 15 days from the date of the decision.

10 In the event of the exemptions body granting, partially granting or refusing to grant an

application, the applicant shall be informed of the reasons for the decision and have the

right to appeal in writing on the appropriate appeal application form against the decision to

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the Independent Body, established by the Bargaining Council within 21 days from the date

of being informed of the outcome.

11 In terms of section 32(3)(e) of the Act, the Bargaining Council must establish an
Independent Body to hear and decide as soon as possible any appeal brought against the

exemptions body's refusal of a non -party's application for exemption from the provisions of

a collective agreement by the exemptions body or withdrawal of an exemption by the
Bargaining Council.

12 The Independent Body shall hear and decide and inform the applicant and the Bargaining

Council as soon as possible and not later than 30 days after the appeal has been lodged

against the decision of the exemptions body.

13 No representative, office- bearer, or official of a trade union or employers' organisations

party to the Bargaining Council, may be a member of, or participate in the deliberations of,

the Independent Body established by the Bargaining Council.

14 When considering an application, the Exemptions Body or, the Independent Body whichever

the case may be must consider, in addition to clause 8, the following:

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lb In the event of the Independent Body granting, partially granting or refusing the grant the

appeal, the applicant shall be informed in writing of the reasons for the decision within 21

days from the date of the decision.

16 The decision of the Independent Body is final and binding upon the applicant and the
Bargaining Council.

17 If an exemption or appeal is granted or partially granted, the Exemptions Body or the
Independent Body, shall issue a certificate, signed by Secretary, containing the following
particulars:

(a) The full name of the applicant(s) or enterprise concern;

(b) The trade name;

(c) The provisions of the Agreement from which exemption or appeal has been
granted;

(d) The period for which the exemption or appeal shall operate;

(e) The date of issue and from which day the exemption or appeal shall operate;

(f) The condition(s) of the exemption or appeal granted; and

(g) The area in which the exemption or appeal applies.

18 An employer to whom a certificate has been issued shall at all times have the certificate

available for inspection at the workplace.

19 The Secretary must maintain a register of all exemption and appeal certificates granted,

partially granted or refused.
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8. INDEMNITY

1 The members of the Council and /or the Management Committee, shall not be held

responsible for any act which may result in loss to the Provident Fund or
Association, and they are hereby indemnified by the Fund or Association against

all losses and expenses incurred by them in or about the bona fide discharge of

their duties.

2 The Council and /or the Management Committee, shall not be held responsible for

any contributions deducted or any contributions due and payable by the employers

which are not paid into the Provident Fund or Association up the sequestration or

liquidation of the employer's estate or at all.

9. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1 The benefits, rights or interests to which a member of the Provident Fund or

Mortality Benefit Association may claim to be entitled to in terms of this collective

agreement shall not be used as grounds for damages in any action brought by

such member against an employer in respect of dismissal. Nothing in this
collective agreement shall in any way restrict the right of an employer to terminate

the employment of such a member.

No person, whether a member or otherwise, shall have any claim, right or interest

in respect of the Provident Fund or Mortality Benefit Association or any
contributions thereto, or any claim against the Council or the Management

Committee established in terms of this collective agreement, except under and in

accordance with the provisions of this collective agreement.

3 Subject to the provisions of the insolvency Act, 1936, or any other Act, if the estate

of any member and /or his dependant is sequestrated or assigned, the benefit to

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which such member or dependant is entitled, shall not form part of the assets of his

insolvent or assigned estate, but shall revert to the Mortality Benefit Association,

and may be dealt with by the Management Committee concerned in a manner

calculated, in the opinion of the Management Committee, to benefit such a

member or dependant.

CHAPTER II

10. THE PROVIDENT FUND FOR THE FURNITURE MANUFACTURING INDUSTRY,

KWAZULU-NATAL

1 The Provident Fund, formerly known as the "Benefit Fund for the Furniture
Industry" which was established in terms of the Agreement published under
Government Notice 475,dated 28 March 1958, and which was subsequently know
as the "Provident Fund Sick Benefit Society and Mortality Benefit Association ", is

hereby continued in so far as matters relating to the Provident Fund and Mortality

Benefit Association for the Furniture Manufacturing Industry, KwaZulu -Natal, is

concerned, under the name "Provident Fund for the Furniture Manufacturing
Industry, KwaZulu -Natal ".

2 The Provident Fund shall consist of -

(a) monies standing to the credit of the Provident Fund at the date of the
coming into operation of this collective agreement ;

(b) the total weekly contributions of both the employers and members paid

into the Provident Fund, less any amounts to be diverted in terms of

clause 12 (4) ;

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(c) interest derived from the investment of any monies of the Provident Fund;

(d) any other monies to which the Provident Fund may become entitled by
virtue of this collective agreement or for any other reason, or which may be
donated to the Fund .

3 Copy of the Registered Rules of the Provident Fund as amended from time to time
and a copy of the audited financial statement shall be submitted to the Registrar of
Labour Relations.

11. MEMBERSHIP

1 Membership of the Provident Fund shall be compulsory and shall be further subject
to the registered Rules of the Provident Fund relating to Membership.

12. CONTRIBUTIONS

(a) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (b) hereof, every employer shall
on the first pay -day after the date upon which this agreement comes into

operation and therefore on every pay -day of each Fund Week, deduct from
the wages of each and every member in his employ the amount specified in
column A of Annexure A to this collective agreement. To the amount so
deducted the employer shall add a contribution as specified in column B of
Annexure A to this collective agreement.

(b) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this collective

agreement, should a member work for only two days or less during any one
Fund Week, no contribution shall be made.

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(c) Deductions shall be made from wages received by a member for periods of

paid leave of absence from work and paid holidays during any period of

employment other than during the period of annual closure, provided that

such paid public holiday falls on a normal working day

2 (a) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (b) hereof, the employer shall

forward monthly the total contributions referred to in sub- clausel2(1)(a) of

this clause, together with a return in the form prescribed by the Council

from time to time, to reach the Secretary not later than the 10th day of

month following the month during which the member's deductions

were required to be made.

(b) An employer who is in arrears with payment in terms of Sub -clause 2 (a)

hereof and who fails, after having been warned in writing by the

Council, to forward the outstanding amounts within seven days of the

date of such warning shall, upon being notified by the Council in

writing to do so, submit the contributions referred to in sub -clause 1

of this clause week by week so as to reach the Secretary not later than

the Friday following the pay -day of the week in respect of which the

contributions are due. The payment submitted in respect of the last

pay -day of each calendar month shall be accompanied by the return

referred to in sub -clause (a) hereof. An employer to whom the

provisions of this sub- clause have been applied, may revert to the

payment of contributions on the monthly basis provided for in terms of

sub -clause (a) hereof only upon being notified by the Council in

writing.

(c) If not already furnished in respect of present employees, but in any

event whenever a new employee enters the industry, the first statement

referred to in sub -clause (a) or (b) hereof following the date upon which

such employee became eligible for membership of the Fund shall be

accompanied by a schedule reflecting the full names of the employee,
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as well as such employee's address, identity /reference number and the

address and identity /reference number, where available, of the

member's dependant(s) and /or any other information that may be

required by the Council from time to time.

(d) Every member, if he has not already done so, but in any event joining

the Provident Fund, shall advise his employer of his address and

identity /reference number and of the address and identity /reference

number where available, of his dependant(s). Every member shall

furnish his employer with any change of address of his dependant(s)

and every employer shall advise the Secretary thereof in writing.

(e) Should an amount due in terms of this clause not be received by the

Council by the 101h day of the month following the month in respect of

which it is payable, the employer shall pay interest on such amount or

on such lesser amount as may remain unpaid, calculated at the rate as

Prescribed by the Pension Funds Act, 1956 as amended, Section 13A

Regulation 33 and Notices by the Registrar of Pension Funds from such 10th

day until the day which payment is actually received by the Council :

3 If any contribution is made to the Provident Fund erroneously, the Provident Fund

shall not be liable to repay that contribution after the lapse of six months from the

date of such payment.

4 From the weekly contributions received from the employee and his employer, the

Council shall -

(a) divert to the Natal Furniture Workers' Sick Benefit Society in respect of

members contributions as prescribed in Clause 18, in the event that any

other Society established with similar objectives between the Parties, in

respect of members, such contributions as are prescribed by that collective

agreement.
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(d) divert to the Mortality Benefit Association embodied in Chapter III of this

collective agreement such contributions as are prescribed in clause 18 (1)

and (2).

13. BENEFITS

1 A member shall be entitled to payment of the benefits accrued to him in terms of

the Rules of the Fund as registered in terms of the Pension Funds Act no. 24 of

1956 as amended or any successor thereof.

14. EXPIRY OF COLLECTIVE AGREEMENT, DISSOLUTION OF COUNCIL

AND LIQUIDATION

1 In the event of the expiry of this collective agreement by effluxion of time or

cessation / or any other cause and no subsequent collective agreement being

negotiated, the Management Committee shall continue to observe this collective

agreement as terms of reference and as a framework for administrative purposes

until such time as subsequent arrangements are made and agreed upon by the

Parties to the Council and the Provident Fund Board of the Fund.

CHAPTER III

15. NATAL FURNITURE WORKERS' MORTALITY BENEFIT ASSOCIATION

1 The Association formerly known as the "Natal Furniture Workers' Mortality Benefit

Association, which was established in terms of Government Notice No. R. 1236

dated 08 July 1977, is hereby continued in as far as matters relating to the
Association is concerned.
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The monies of the Association shall consist of -

(a) any monies which may be transferred to the credit of the Association as at

the date of the coming into operation of this collective agreement ;

(b) the contributions diverted to the Mortality Benefit Association in terms of

clause 12(4)(a) of this collective agreement ;

(c) interest derived from the investment of any monies of the Association ; and

(d) any other monies to which the Association may become entitled or which

may be donated to the Association.

16. OBJECTS

1 The objects of the Mortality Benefit Association shall be to provide benefits for a

dependant of a member of the Association in the event of the death of such
member. For the purposes of this Chapter, "dependant ", in relation to a member,

shall mean, at the discretion of the Management Committee, any one or more of

the following :

(a) His widow ; and /or

(b) his minor child and /or minor step -child ; and /or

(c) any other person wholly dependant upon such member and who

satisfies the Management Committee that he is so dependent ; or

(d) a beneficiary nominated by a member where at the date of nomination

there is no dependant : Provided that should a dependant under (a) or

(b) be established, the nomination of a beneficiary shall be deemed

invalid.
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2 The Management Committee's decision as to who the dependants of the deceased

member are in terms of this clause shall, subject to the approval of the Council, be

final.

17. MEMBERSHIP

(a) Membership of the Mortality Benefit Association shall, subject to the

provisions of sub -clause 1 (2), consist of all employees (other then casual

employees) for whom a wage is prescribed in the main collective agreement

and of learners.

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (a) hereof, membership

shall further, at the discretion of the Committee, be open to all other persons

engaged in the Industry, other than casual employees, who elect to become

members and in respect of whom their employers have consented to make

the contributions provided for in clause 12 of this collective agreement.

2 Subject to the provisions of sub- clause (3) hereof, membership of the Mortality

Benefit Association shall cease -

(a) immediately there is a cessation of contribution in respect of such

member ; or

(b) When a member severs his connection with the industry, and the
dependants of such former member shall thereupon not be entitled to the

benefits specified by clause 19 of this Chapter.

3 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in sub -clause (2) hereof,

membership shall not cease where the cessation of contributions is occasioned by-
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(a) whilst still in employment the inability of the member to work because of ill -
health ;

(b) short time.

18. CONTRIBUTIONS

1 The Mortality Benefit Association contributions payable in respect of each member
shall be 60c per week and shall in respect of a member referred to clause 17 (1)
(a), be diverted in equal proportions in terms of clause 12 (4) from the contributions
prescribed in clause 12 (1) (a) of this collective agreement ; and

2 in respect of a member referred to in clause 17 (1) (b) be deducted weekly by his
employer from the wages of the member and forwarded month by month to the
Secretary of the Mortality Benefit Association.

19. MORTALITY BENEFITS

Upon the death of a member who had not attained the age of 65 years at the
time of his death and on behalf of whom the Mortality Benefit Association
received the contributions up to the day of his death, or who had not attained
the age of 65 years and who ceased to contribute to the Association prior to his
death for the reasons specified in sub -clauses 17 (3) (a) and (b), the mortality
benefits payable to the dependant shall, subject to sub -clause 19 (6), be in
accordance with Column A of the table below. Likewise, upon the death of a
wife or child of a member where the Mortality Benefit Association had received
contributions up to the date of such death, the mortality benefits payable to the
member shall, subject to sub -clause 19 (6), be in accordance with Column B
and /or C of the following schedule :

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Should a deceased member have no dependant(s), the Management Committee

may, in its discretion, consider an application for an ex gratia payment in respect of

the burial costs of such deceased member : Provided that should the

Management Committee decide to make such payment, it shall not exceed the

amount of R250 in the case of members referred to in sub -clause 19(1). The

Management Committee's decision in regard to such application shall be final.

3 Where a deceased member has no dependant(s), the Management Committee

shall transfer such amount as the deceased member would have received had he

had dependants, less any ex gratia payments made in terms of sub -clause 19(2),

to a reserve fund created for the payment of benefits to the dependants of non-

contributing members who at the time of their death were not contributing to the

Mortality Benefit Association for reasons specified in clause 17 (3).

4 Depending upon such surplus as may have accrued to the non- contributory
members' reserve fund created in terms of sub -clause 19(3), the Management

Committee shall upon the death of a non -contributory member referred to in that

sub -clause decide in relation to such deceased member's period of contributory

membership, upon the mortality benefits to be paid, at the entire discretion of the

Management Committee to the dependant(s) of such member, which amount shall

not exceed 81,000.

5 if at any time the amount to the credit of the non -contributory members' reserve

fund falls below R1,000, payment in terms of sub -clause 19(4) shall cease.

Payment of any benefits in terms of sub -clause 19(4) shall not be resumed until the

amount to the credit of the non -contributory members' reserve fund exceeds
R2,000.

6 Notwithstanding the provisions of sub -clause 19(5), should the amount in the non-

contributory members' reserve fund exceed R1,000, but the total amount to the

credit of the Mortality Benefit Association fall below R6,000, no payment shall be

made until the requirements of clause 20 (3) have been complied with.
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7 The Management Committee may in its discretion transfer monies, in addition to

the monies referred to in sub -clause 19(3), from the Mortality Benefit Association's

accumulated funds to the non -contributory members' reserve fund should this

reserve fund not be able to meet the commitments : Provided that the
Association's accumulated monies shall not by such transfer be reduced to an

amount of less than 815,000.

20. LIMITATION OF BENEFITS

No payments shall be made in terms of clause 19, unless application therefore is

made within a period of one year from the date of death where after the benefits

shall revert to the Mortality Benefit Association for the benefit of the remaining

members, and there shall thereafter be no further claim against the Association.

The Mortality Benefit Association shall not be liable to pay any benefits, other than

at the discretion of the Management Committee, where the claim arises from death

(a) while insane or in a state of intoxication, by reason of suicide or

attempted suicide or intentional self- inflicted injuries or because of

self- inflicted gunshot wounds ;

(b) while engaged or taking part in aeronautics or aviation of any kind or

resulting from the member being in any aircraft except as a fare -paying

passenger in a fully licensed standard type of aircraft operated by a
recognised airline on a regular air route or in a fully licensed standard type

of multi- engine aircraft operated by a recognised air charter company ;

(c) while riding or driving in any kind of race or resulting from

mountaineering, alpine winter sports, ice hockey, steeple chasing, polo,

motor cycling or the use of motor scooters and /or mechanically driven

cycles of any description ;

(d) while engaged or taking part in military, navel or air force service

operations ;

(e) from any consequences arising directly or indirectly from war,

invasion, hostile acts of foreign powers, hostilities or warlike

operations (whether war be declared or not), civil war, mutiny,

insurrection, rebellion, revolution, military or usurped power,

martial law or a state of siege, or whilst engaged or taking part

in any disturbances of the public peace or riots or civil commotions

of any kind.

3 If at any time the amount to the credit of the Association drops below R12,500,

payments in terms of clause 20 shall cease and shall not be resumed until the

amount to the credit of the Association exceeds R25,000.

21. POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE COMMITTEE

1 Subject to the approval of the Council, the Committee shall direct the policy of the

Mortality Benefit Association and administer the general business and activities of

the Association in accordance with the provisions of this Chapter, and in so doing,

the Committee shall take all such steps as it may deem necessary, or which it
considers will be conducive towards or will assist in the attainment of such object.

22. FINANCIAL CONTROL

1 All expenses incurred in connection with the administration of the Mortality Benefit

Association shall be a charge against the Mortality Benefit Association.

2 All monies not required to meet current payments and expenses shall be invested

in:
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(a) savings accounts, permanent shares or fixed deposits with any

registered bank or financial institution ; and / or

(b) internal registered stock as contemplated in section 21 of the Exchequer

Act, (1975) (Act No. 66 of 1975) ; and / or

(c) a registered unit trust ; or

(d) any other manner approved by the Registrar of Labour Relations.

3 The financial year of the Association shall end on 30 June of each year.

As soon as possible after 30 June of each year, the Association shall prepare a

statement of all revenue and expenditure of the Association and a balance sheet

showing the assets and liabilities in respect of the preceding period of 12 months

ending 30 June, which shall be certified by the auditor and countersigned by the

Chairman of the Mortality Benefit Association and the Secretary of the Council and

shall be submitted to the Council together with any report by the auditor thereon.

5 The audited statement and balance sheet shall thereafter lie for inspection at the

office of the Council and copies thereof shall, be submitted to the Registrar of

Labour. Relations as required by the Act.

23. DISSOLUTION OF THE MORTALITY BENEFIT ASSOCIATION

1 Upon the liquidation of the Association the Management Committee, the liquidator

or the trustees, as the case may be, shall forthwith proceed to convert all the

investments and assets of the Mortality Benefit Association into cash funds and
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invest such cash on call within 30 days', pay all creditors, administration and
liquidation expenses from the funds of the Mortality Benefit Association.

2 (a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Chapter, should

any monies thereafter remain to the credit of the Mortality Benefit

Association upon liquidation in accordance with sub -clause 23(1), such

monies shall be paid into the general funds of the Council : Provided,

however, that the Council shall, in the event of a claim being received within

a period of three years from the date upon which the relevant benefits
become due, as specified in clause 19 (6) hereof, be entitled in its absolute

discretion to make payments to the beneficiaries concerned out of the

monies which have been forfeited to the funds of the Council.

(b) If the affairs of the Council have already been wound up and the balance of

the Council's funds distributed, monies forfeited in terms of sub -clause 23

(2) (a) hereof shall, in the event of the Mortality Benefit Association already

having been liquidated, be distributed as provided for in terms of the
Council's Constitution, as if they formed part of the general funds of the- -

Council.

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COMPETITION TRIBUNAL OF SOUTH AFRICA 
LANGUAGE POLICY 

 

1. WHAT IS THE TRIBUNAL’S APPROACH TO LANGUAGE DIVERSITY? 
 

The Competition Tribunal (Tribunal) acknowledges that there are eleven official languages in 

South Africa and that, together with South African sign language and Braille, they enjoy 

equal esteem and equal treatment. The Tribunal respects the founding values of human 

dignity, the achievement of equality, the advancement of human rights and freedom, non-

racialism and non-sexism as proclaimed in the Constitution. Within this context the Tribunal 

recognises that the use of language is not only about communication but also about identity 

and respect. As such the Tribunal aims to support the values set out in the Constitution and 

uphold the dignity of all citizens while also taking account of the commercial environment, 

both local and international, within which the Tribunal operates. 

 
2. WHAT IS THE TRIBUNAL’S PRINCIPAL LANGUAGE OF COMMUNICATION? 
 

The Tribunal’s principal language for all written and oral communication with stakeholders, 

both internal and external, across all functions and services which the Tribunal provides, is 

English. The selection of English as a principal language of communication is informed by: 

 

 the reality that the Tribunal operates primarily in a commercial environment, adjudicating 

cases of a commercial nature and interacting mainly with stakeholders who are either 

participating in commercial transactions or are parties to commercial disputes. Although 

English is reportedly only the fifth most spoken home language in South Africa, it is 

reported to be the most commonly spoken language in South African commerce. 

 

 the fact that many terms contained in the Competition Act are highly technical as they 

are economic or commercial terms derived from English for which there are often no 

sufficiently equivalent terms in the other official languages.  This is not a problem unique 

to South Africa. English has become the language of usage at international fora run 

under the auspices of the International Competition Network (ICN), the Organisation for 

Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD), and the United Nations Conference 

on Trade and Development arm, UNCTAD. 
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3. DOES THE TRIBUNAL CATER FOR LANGUAGES OTHER THAN ENGLISH? 
 

The Tribunal’s core function is to conduct hearings in respect of mergers and prohibited 

practices. Although these cases and the official record is in English the Tribunal’s practice is 

to ensure that every person who testifies can do so in the official language of their choice 

subject to the availability of a suitably qualified interpreter. We do not employ our own 

interpreters as we are a small organisation and seldom have to call upon these services. 

When we do we offer these services at our expense. 

 

All our hearings are recorded and we retain both a written and audio version of the 

transcript. Although we do not provide a Braille version, upon request visually impaired 

persons can receive the audio version and hearing impaired persons the written transcript. 

 

The Tribunal’s reasons for its decisions, which are the most important aspect of its work, are 

written in English for the reasons explained earlier. However as we indicate below 

summaries of such decisions can in future be made available in other official languages. 

 

Outside of hearings members of the public may wish to get advice from the Tribunal on its 

procedures and which cases it is hearing. Whilst most of these communications are in 

English, any person may ask to communicate in their preferred language and they will be 

directed to a member of staff proficient in that language.  

 

At present we can serve the public in the following official languages: 

 

 IsiZulu; 

 IsiXhosa; 

 Setswana; 

 Tshivenda; 

 Sepedi; and  

 Afrikaans 

 

In future we plan to translate our press releases which contain succinct information for the 

public on the major cases we hear and have heard into other official languages. This is a 

work in progress.

PREFERENCE OR MY LANGUAGE QUERY?  

 
Any person who is dissatisfied with a decision of the Tribunal regarding its use of official 

languages may lodge a complaint addressed to the chairperson of the Tribunal.

RULES ON LONG -TERM ACCREDITATION OF SOCIAL HOUSING
INSTITUTIONS.

The Social Housing Regulatory Authority (SHRA) is a listed Schedule 3A public entity that has been
established in terms of section 7 of the Social Housing Act, Act 16 of 2008.The SHRA is
accountable to both the Minister of Human Settlements and the Parliament of the Republic of South
Africa.

The main aim of the social housing programme is to achieve spatial, economic and social
integration of the urban environments in South Africa. The key driver of the Social Housing (SH)
programme is the identification and demarcation of restructuring zones within which social housing
development takes place as well as the utilisation of the Restructuring Capital Grant (RCG) to meet
these objectives.

The SHRA's mandate is to invest in and regulate the social housing sector and deliver affordable
rental homes and renew communities through provision of affordable rental solutions in integrated
urban environments through sustainable institutions.

In terms of section 11(3) (b) of the Act, "" The Regulatory Authority must, subject to the provisions
of this Act, accredit institutions meeting accreditation criteria as social housing institutions ".

Furthermore, in terms of Section 11(4)(a)(i) to (v) of the Act, "The Regulator may, subject to the
provisions of this Act and by notice in the Gazette make rules, not in conflict with the regulations,
giving effect and detailed content to the regulations, prescribing necessary standards, ratios,
procedures, requirements, forms and returns, further regulating the conduct of social housing
institutions, prescribing procedures for compliance monitoring and the enforcement of compliance,

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1 Definitions 

In these Rules “the Act” means The Social Housing Act, 2008 (Act No. 

16 of 2008), and any word or expression to which a meaning has been 

assigned in the Act and Regulations shall have the same meaning so 

assigned in these rules and, unless the context otherwise indicates- 

 “Applicant”– means any company registered under the Companies Act, 

2008 (Act No. 71 of 2008), or a co-operative registered under the Co-

operatives Act, 2005, (Act No. 14 of 2005) or any other form of institution 

acceptable to the Regulatory Authority which makes an Application for 

accreditation as a Social Housing Institution to the Regulatory Authority 

in terms of these rules, read with the Act and the Regulations and 

reference to “Institution” shall bear the same meaning; 

“Accreditation”- means certification of an institution, for a specified 

period, recognising it as a social housing institution with the capacity to 

undertake approved projects, upon compliance with the Regulatory 

Authority’s prescribed accreditation requirements, criteria and standards 

for social housing institutions and the social housing sector;  

“Accreditation Application” – means an application made by an 

institution that carries on or intends to carry on the business of social 

housing in writing during the accreditation cycle in the prescribed form 

(Form A) as amended from time to time; 

“Accreditation Certificate”- means a formal document or set of 

documents, stating that accreditation has been granted for the specified 

period; 
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“Accreditation Cycle”- means any period commencing from 1 March 

and ending on 30 November within which applications for accreditation 

can be submitted to the Regulatory Authority; 

“Accreditation Criteria”- means the qualifying criteria for accreditation of 

social housing institutions as contemplated in Regulation 3 of the 

Regulations; 

“Audit”- means the process of systematic scrutiny of the documents 

submitted by the institution in application for accreditation carried out by 

the Regulatory Authority in order to determine whether the institution 

meets the Regulatory Authority’s prescribed accreditation requirements, 

criteria and standards for social housing; 

“Conditional Accreditation”- means approval to operate as a social 

housing  institution for a period not exceeding two (2) years, under 

prescribed conditions as set out in the Conditional Compliance Notice,  to 

enable the institution to fulfil all outstanding accreditation requirements, 

criteria and standards; 

“Compliance Plan”- means a compliance notice given to a conditionally 

accredited institution setting out the outstanding condition(s) which the 

institution is required to meet, including the timeframes within which such 

condition(s) should be complied with; 

“Withdrawal of Accreditation”- means the withdrawal of accreditation of 

a social housing institution by the Regulatory Authority; 

“Full Accreditation”- means an approval to operate as a social housing 

institution for a period not exceeding five (5) years after an institution 

complies with all of the Regulatory Authority’s prescribed accreditation 

requirements, criteria and standards for accreditation of social housing 

institutions; 
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“Institutional Portfolio” - means the compilation of an institution’s 

portfolio of evidence that the social housing norms, standards and 

prescripts are being achieved; 

 “Regulations” - means the Social Housing Regulations published under 

Government Notice R51 in Government Gazette 34970 of 

26 January 2012; 

“Requirements for accreditation”- means any requirements as 

prescribed in the Act, Regulations, the accreditation rules and any 

directive that may be issued by the Regulatory Authority from time to 

time; 

“Standards”- means a reference point against which aspects of social 

housing can be evaluated to assess quality and to make a judgment or 

decision; 

      “SHI”- means Social Housing Institution as contemplated in the Act; 

“Site Audit ”- means an on-site assessment or appraisal undertaken to 

confirm, validate and determine certain identified aspects of a portfolio of 

evidence or to determine if an applying institution or a social housing 

institution’s statements and claims made in the institutional portfolio, or 

accreditation application, and self-assessment meet the Regulatory 

Authority’s prescribed accreditation requirements, criteria and standards 

for social housing; 

“Submission Date”- means the date on which the accreditation 

application is formally delivered at the Regulatory Authority’s offices, 

provided that all the required documentation is submitted. In the event 

that an incomplete application is submitted, the submission date shall be 

the date on which the last outstanding document is submitted to the 

Regulatory Authority; 
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CHAPTER 1 

2 Purpose  

2.1 The purpose of these Rules is, inter alia, to- 

2.1.1 provide for clear rules applicable to the accreditation processes 

and procedures for the accreditation of social housing 

institutions as contemplated in regulation 3; and  

2.1.2 provide an overview of the Regulatory Authority’s approach to 

the accreditation of social housing institutions. It is believed that 

the more familiar the institutions are with the Regulatory 

Authority’s approach to accreditation, the easier the 

accreditation process will be for institutions applying for 

accreditation. 

3 General Principles  

3.1 The accreditation process will be open, equitable, fair, transparent 

and as simple as possible while at the same time being efficient and 

cost effective. 

3.2 The Regulatory Authority is there to ensure that institutions applying 

for accreditation meet the required standards of quality in order to 

provide sustainable social housing, and that they deliver at scale. 

3.3 The accreditation process ensures that the provision of quality social 

housing is consistent with the applicable social housing principles, 

norms and standards. 

3.4 The accreditation mechanism has been established to stimulate and 

regulate the social housing institutions and the social housing 

sector. It provides incentives and compliance criteria for SHIs to 

ensure that their operational viability is safeguarded and also 

provide a measure of comfort to any financial institution from which 
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an SHI may wish to borrow for project development. In addition, it 

provides an assurance to Government and the South African 

taxpayers that its investment is well protected. 

3.5 Accredited institutions should not be seen as short-term vehicles for 

providing housing to a specified market segment, but are seen as 

robust, sustainable institutions, established to assist in providing the 

social housing option. The institutions will therefore have to 

demonstrate financial and operational sustainability over time while 

adhering to the guiding principles for social housing. 

3.6 The Regulatory Authority requires the social housing institutions to 

meet a series of criteria in order to achieve accreditation status. 

These criteria have been designed to ensure that social housing 

institutions are able to deliver at the required quality standard. 

3.7 The Regulatory Authority has undertaken to ensure that institutions 

have access to support that will help them to meet the objectives of 

full accreditation during the period of being conditionally accredited. 

CHAPTER 2 

4  Accreditation Background 

4.1 There are two levels of accreditation - full and conditional 

accreditation. These are a measure of the extent to which 

institutions are able to meet certain accreditation criteria. 

4.2 Conditional accreditation is a temporary status given to institutions 

that have not met all the criteria for full accreditation. The conditional 

accreditation criteria have been identified as the minimum 

requirements an institution needs to satisfy to ensure the protection 

of public funds and targeted beneficiaries’ interests, or those of the 

public. 
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4.3 During the specified time that an institution is conditionally 

accredited, such institution is required to develop and implement a 

plan to ensure that the remaining criteria for full accreditation are 

satisfied. In this regard, the Regulatory Authority is committed to 

adopt a developmental approach to accreditation, and shall assist 

and support institutions where necessary to achieve full 

accreditation. 

4.4 If an institution fails to meet the criteria for full accreditation at the 

end of the 2 (two) year period, the institution’s conditional 

accreditation may, subject to the provisions of these rules, be 

revoked. This is to ensure that social housing institutions continue to 

improve their practices and systems, as required by full accreditation 

status, instead of confining themselves to the minimum accreditation 

criteria. 

4.5 The maximum duration for conditional accreditation is 2 (two) years, 

however, institutions shall be individually reviewed in order to 

determine individual compliance timeframes. 

5 Institutions that are required to be accredited  

5.1 The following institutions are required to apply for accreditation as 

set out in these Rules- 

5.1.1 An institution wishing to carry on, or intends to carry on the 

business of social housing as contemplated in regulation 2(1) of 

the Regulations, and as contemplated in section 13(3) of the 

Act; 

5.1.2 All institutions having undertaken housing developments with 

the benefit of an institutional subsidy. 
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6 Accreditation of social housing institutions  

6.1 An institution shall be accredited as a social housing institution if- 

6.1.1 It satisfies the requirements of qualifying criteria for 

accreditation as contemplated in regulation 3 of the 

Regulations; and  

6.1.2 It submits an application for accreditation in accordance with 

the prescribed processes and the procedures set out in these 

rules. 

6.1.3 Subject to the provisions of rule 9 of these rules, where the 

institution meets the baseline requirements, or minimum  

criteria for accreditation, the Regulatory Authority may grant 

such institution conditional accreditation for a period not 

exceeding two (2) years, provided that: 

6.1.3.1 the interest of  all relevant stakeholders, especially the 

providers of finance, are protected; and  

6.1.3.2 the institution is in a position to successfully undertake an 

approved project, or  housing development projects in a 

sustainable manner within a short period of time. 

6.1.4 Where an institution meets all the accreditation criteria, such an 

institution shall, subject to these rules, be awarded full 

accreditation for a period not exceeding five (5) years. 

6.1.5 Fully accredited institutions shall be required, prior to the five-

year lapse period, to re-apply for accreditation, as contemplated 

in rule 14 of these rules. 
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7 Accreditation process 

7.1 The accreditation process includes- 

7.1.1 the submission of an application for accreditation to the 

Regulatory Authority using Form SHRA-A1 with supporting 

documents; 

7.1.2 the screening, evaluation and review of the application for 

accreditation; 

7.1.3 an application audit, which may include a site audit , to validate 

the evidence referred to in the submitted documentation; 

7.1.4 a decision regarding accreditation; and 

7.1.5 the issuing of an accreditation certificate should the application 

be successful. 

7.2 Subject to sub-rule 7.1.2, the institution must be accredited by the 

Regulatory Authority to offer social housing prior to the 

commencement, or undertaking, of delivery of any approved project 

using the capital grant. 

7.3 The Regulatory Authority may extend the process, if the information 

and documentation required at any stage during the accreditation 

process is incomplete or if there is a delay in the submission of such 

information. 

8 Submission of accreditation application  

8.1 The institution referred to in rule 7 must- 

8.1.1 apply for accreditation to the Regulatory Authority in writing, 

during the accreditation cycle, in the manner and format as 

determined by the Regulatory Authority in accordance with 

these rules and Directives that the Regulatory Authority may 

issue from time to time; 
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8.1.2 submit to the Regulatory Authority the prescribed completed 

institutional self- assessment and institutional portfolio as 

specified in rule 12; and  

8.1.3 provide evidence that the institution meets the requirements of 

regulation 3, read with sub-rule  8.1.1 and rule 12 of these 

rules. 

9 Institutional portfolio 

9.1 The applicant must submit a completed institutional portfolio as 

determined by the SHRA. 

9.2 The institutional portfolio must be submitted together with the 

application for accreditation. 

9.3 In order to be accredited as a social housing institution, the applicant 

must meet the Regulatory Authority’s requirements and any 

standards as may be determined from time to time. 

10 Accreditation criteria   

10.1 This section outlines the criteria that the applicants need to meet in 

order to be accredited as outlined in Schedule A to these Rules. 

10.2 The criteria ticked in Column Full.Acc of Schedule A to these Rules 

are the criteria that an applicant is required to meet for full 

accreditation as a social housing institution. 

10.3 The criteria ticked in Con.Acc of Schedule A to these Rules are the 

minimum criteria an applicant is required to meet for conditional 

accreditation as a social housing institution. 

The evidence that the applicants are required to submit in the application 

phase is furthermore indicated in Schedule A to these Rules.
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11 Assessment of accreditation application 

11.1 The Regulatory Authority shall, upon evaluation of the 

documentation submitted by the applicant, determine whether the 

applicant meets the criteria for accreditation. 

11.2 The Regulatory Authority shall, subject to these rules, notify the 

applicant of the outcome of the evaluation of documents in writing 

within a period of ninety (90) days from the submission date, or such 

other timeframe as may be determined by the Regulatory Authority. 

11.3 If the applicant’s documentation meets the Regulatory Authority’s 

prescribed accreditation requirements, criteria and standards for 

social housing institutions, the Regulatory Authority may, in its 

absolute discretion, schedule an audit visit to the institution. 

12 Audit visit  

12.1 An audit visit may be conducted in respect of any application for 

accreditation of an institution as a social housing institution for the 

purposes of— 

12.1.1 validating the statements and claims made in the institution’s 

portfolio; 

12.1.2 assessing the institution’s facilities and resources; and 

12.1.3 determining whether the institution meets the Regulatory 

Authority’s prescribed accreditation requirements, criteria and 

standards for social housing institutions. 

12.2 The audit visit may be conducted after the evaluation of the 

documentation referred to in rule 10.

13 Decision on accreditation  

13.1 The outcome of the accreditation process shall be communicated to 

the applicant in writing and may include one of the following 

decisions— 

13.1.1 full accreditation for a period not exceeding five (5) years; 

13.1.2 conditional accreditation for a period not exceeding two (2) 

years; or 

13.1.3 no accreditation. 

13.2 A decision to grant conditional accreditation  shall be taken when an 

institution does not meet all, but substantially complies with, the 

Regulatory Authority’s prescribed minimum accreditation 

requirements, criteria and standards for social housing institutions 

and such an institution is required to fulfil conditions as determined 

by the Regulatory Authority in the Compliance Plan. 

13.3 A decision to grant full accreditation may be taken when an 

institution complies with all of the Regulatory Authority’s prescribed 

accreditation requirements, criteria and standards for social housing 

institutions. 

13.4 An application for accreditation may be declined when an institution 

does not comply with the Regulatory Authority’s prescribed minimum 

accreditation requirements, criteria and standards for social housing 

institutions. 

14 Issuing of an accreditation certificate 

14.1 On successful application, the Regulatory Authority shall issue the 

institution with a certificate of accreditation indicating the decision 

made in terms of rule 15, the dates and duration of accreditation and 

any other information as determined by the Regulatory Authority. 
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14.2 An accreditation certificate is only valid for the specific level of 

accreditation, date, duration, name of institution as stipulated on the 

certificate. 

14.3 Accreditation certificates shall at all times be displayed by the 

institution at a prominent place accessible to social housing tenants 

and the public. 

15 Re-Application for Accreditation of a Fully accredited social 
housing institution  

15.1 An institution which is granted full accreditation must re-apply for 

accreditation within 6 (six) months prior to the expiry of the 

accreditation period. 

15.2 The institution is required to, on an annual basis, submit a 

completed institutional portfolio of evidence demonstrating 

institutional performance over the accreditation period and any 

further information that may be determined, or request, by the 

Regulatory Authority. 

15.3 The Regulatory Authority shall take into consideration the 

institution’s performance and compliance with the social housing 

requirements and standards set for social housing institutions. 

15.4 The outcome of the re-application for accreditation process shall be 

communicated to the applicant in writing within a specified 

timeframe as determined by the SHRA, which period may not 

exceed ninety (90) days. 

15.5 A social housing institution’s accreditation shall lapse if the 

institution fails to re-apply for accreditation within the timeframe 

prescribed in sub-rule 14.1 or if it fails to apply in the prescribed 

manner. 

15.6 If a social housing institution is not re-accredited, it may not continue 

to offer social housing. 
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16 Re-Accreditation of a social housing institution granted conditional 
accreditation 

16.1 An institution that has received conditional accreditation is required 

to demonstrate evidence of their performance in addressing the 

shortcomings specified by the Social Housing Regulatory Authority 

in the Compliance Plan within the specified period. 

16.2 The application for conditional accreditation must reach the SHRA 

by the end of the last month of the last year of the conditional 

accreditation period. 

16.3 The institution is required to submit a completed portfolio of 

evidence in terms of the Compliance Plan demonstrating institutional 

performance over the accreditation period and any further 

information that may be determined, or requested, by the Regulatory 

Authority. 

16.4 The Regulatory Authority shall take into consideration the portfolio of 

evidence submitted by the institution in terms of the Compliance 

Plan to determine whether the institution attains full accreditation.  

16.5 The Regulatory Authority may conduct an audit visit to a social 

housing institution seeking to re-apply for accreditation. 

16.6 Failure on the part of the social housing institution to re-apply for 

accreditation in the prescribed manner shall result in the lapse of the 

institution’s accreditation. 

16.7 If an institution is not re-accredited, it may not continue to provide 

social housing. 

16.8 Should the institution not comply with the Compliance Plan, or 

refuse to comply, such institution shall be notified of its non-

compliance and pending de-accreditation, and given a time period 

within which to comply with the Compliance Plan. 
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17 Withdrawal of accreditation 

17.1 The Regulatory Authority may withdraw the accreditation of a social 

housing institution under the following circumstances— 

17.1.1 Where there is evidence that the social housing institution fails 

to maintain the requirements of the Act, the regulations, the 

Regulatory Authority’s prescribed accreditation requirements, 

criteria and standards for social housing institutions or any 

other legal or statutory requirements; 

17.1.2 Where there is evidence that submission for accreditation or in 

compliance with the Compliance Plan was fraudulent or 

contained false or misleading information or documentation; 

17.1.3 Where there is evidence that the social housing institution 

makes use of fraudulent, false and misleading advertising or 

marketing material; 

17.1.4 On request for voluntary withdrawal of accreditation from the 

social housing institution; or 

17.1.5 On failure by the social housing institution to re-apply for 

accreditation. 

17.2 In the event of accreditation being withdrawn by the Regulatory 

Authority, whether voluntary or not, the social housing institution 

shall— 

17.2.1 cease to operate as social housing institution on the date as 

determined by the Regulatory Authority, which date will be 

determined in consultation with the institution; 

17.2.2 Prepare and deliver a hand-over plan or report of projects 

funded with institutional subsidies under the institution’s 

management to another accredited  Social Housing Institution 

within 90 (ninety) days from withdrawal of accreditation; 
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17.2.3 inform all existing tenants occupying the institution’s housing 

stock in writing of such withdrawal of accreditation within ten 

(10) days of becoming aware of the date referred to in sub-rule 

19.2.1; 

17.2.4 submit to the Regulatory Authority the tenancy/occupancy 

record of each tenant in the format determined by the 

Regulatory Authority; and  

17.2.5 remove any displays or any material or documents making 

reference to accreditation by the Regulatory Authority once a 

date has been determined in terms of sub-rule 19.2.1. 

18 Review process

1. In these rules any word or expression to which a meaning has been assigned to in 
the Act shall bear the meaning, and unless the context otherwise indicates – 
 
(i) “business property cluster” means the various types of properties referred to 

in paragraph (b) of item 3 of Annexure C.1; 
(ii) “cluster” means the same types of properties (as defined); 
(iii) “farm or agricultural property cluster” means the various types of properties as 

defined in paragraph (b) of item 3 of Annexure C.1; 
(iv) “restricted” means to be permitted or registered to perform property valuation 

work in respect of only a specified field of property valuation, and “restriction” 
has a corresponding meaning; 

(v) “single residential property cluster” means the various types of properties 
referred to in paragraph (b) of item 3 of Annexure C.1; 

(vi)  “special type or miscellaneous property cluster” means the various types of 
properties referred to in paragraph (b) of item 3 of Annexure C.1;  

(vii) “types of properties” means the various types comprising a cluster referred to 
(and listed) in paragraph (b) of item 3 of Annexure C.1; and 

(viii) “the Act” means the Property Valuers Profession Act, 2000 (Act No. 47 of 
2000),” 
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Repeal of Part II of the Rules 

3. Part II of the Rules is hereby repealed. 

Amendment of Part IV of Rules 

4. Part IV of the Rules is hereby amended by the insertion after rule 7 of the following 
 rule:       

“Abbreviations or acronyms 

7A. A registered person may use the following abbreviations or acronyms for the 
following titles, respectively- 

 (a) professional valuer: Pr Val; 
 (b) professional associated valuer : Pr AVal; 
 (c) candidate valuer: Ca Val; 
 (d) single residential property assessor: SRPA; 
 (e) candidate single residential property assessor: CSRPA; or 
    
 
5. The following Part is hereby inserted after Part VIII of the Rules: 
 

“PART VIIIA 
VALUATION REPORTS 

 
International valuation standards 
 
15A. Without derogating from any provision contained in the Rules, the Code of Conduct 

for Registered Persons or any other determination or resolution made or adopted by 
the council with regard to property valuation reports, the following minimum 
requirements extracted from the International Valuation Standards endorsed by the 
council, must also be included in all motivated property valuation reports prepared by 
registered persons – 

 
(a) Instruction, including the name and postal and e-mail addresses of the person 

requesting the valuation. 
(b) Property description as per title deed, including type of property and physical 

description.  
(c) Purpose of valuation. 
(d) Date of inspection of property including the effective date of valuation. 
(e) Town planning information. 
(f) Method of valuation (including where applicable, market research and 

comparables). 
(g) Assumptions and special assumptions that are reasonable and relevant to the 

valuation. 
(h) Any other relevant information of particulars having a bearing on the property 

concerned. 
(i) Determination of values, including motivation thereof and certificate of value. 
(j) Signature of professional concerned, including his or her category of registration 

(title), registration number, business, email and postal addresses as well as 
telephone and fax numbers. 

(k) In the case of a candidate valuer, the counter-signature of the supervising 
professional, including all the particulars set out in paragraph (j) in respect of the 
said persons. 

(l) Caveats or qualifications for the report”. 
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     Amendment of Annexure C.1 to Rules

(c) by the substitution for paragraph (b) of item 3 of the following paragraph: 

 
“Types of properties: 
(i) Business property cluster, comprising – 

(aa) Blocks of flats; 
(bb) commercial and office land; 
(cc) commercial and office buildings; 
(dd) Industrial buildings; 
(ee) industrial land; 
(ff) general residential land (for flats); 
(gg) leasehold; 
(hh) partially developed townships; 
(ii) potential township land; 
(jj) sectional title schemes and share block schemes; 
(kk)  small holdings (commercial and industrial uses); and 
(ll) timeshare scheme. 
 

(ii) Farm or agricultural property cluster, comprising- 

(aa) Farms (including forests); 
(bb) Agricultural small holdings 
(cc) land on which mines are situated; and 
(dd) servitudes.    

 
(iii) Single residential property cluster, comprising – 

(aa) Individual single residential units; 
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(bb) sectional title & share block; 
(cc) single dwellings; 
(dd) single residential land (including land for special type 

properties); and 
(ee) small holding/ (plots); (residential use) 
	
  

(iv) Special type or miscellaneous property cluster, e.g., museums, public 
schools, public health facilities and any other properties of a specific 
or special nature.”; and 
 

(d) by the substitution for item 5 of the following item: 

 

“Application of assessment outcome 

5. As a general norm, the minimum outcome reached in the assessment 
referred to in item 4, shall - 

(a) in the case of registration as a single residential property assessor, be a 
weight of 40 and one type of property valued for one purpose of property 
valuation; and 

(b) in the case of registration as a professional associated valuer (restricted/ 
registered with conditions) permitted to performing valuation for single 
residential property cluster or valuations for one purpose, be a weight of 80 
and three types of properties valued for one purpose of property valuation; 
and    

(c) in the case of registration as a professional associated valuer (restricted/ 
registered with conditions) permitted to performing valuations other than 
those referred to in paragraph (b) above, be a weight of 130 and four types of 
properties valued for three purposes of property valuation; and 

(d) in the case of registration as a professional valuer, be a weight of 190, and 
nine types of properties valued for four purposes of property valuation;”. 

 

Amendment of Annexure C.2 to Rules 

7. Annexure C.2 to the Rules is hereby amended –  

(a) by the substitution for item 1 of the following item:   

“Academic requirements 

1.(1) Without derogating from anything contained in the Rules, a person wishing to 
be registered in terms of this Annexure shall submit written proof – 

(a) in the case of a candidate single residential property assessor, that 
he/she is enrolled for at least two of the following subjects of the 
National Diploma in Real Estate (Property Valuation), namely Property 
Valuation 1; Property Economics and Finance 1; Property Practice 1; 
Law of Property Valuation; or Principles of Property Law; or 
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(b) in the case of a single residential property assessor, that he/she is in 
possession of the five subjects or similar subjects referred to in 
paragraph (a) or any other academic qualification recognised by the 
council; and 

(2) The following minimum periods of registration apply to a person registered in 
terms of this Annexure wishing to be admitted to the examination referred to 
in paragraph (a) of sub-item (1)- 

(a) three years from the date of his/her registration if he/she was 
registered without the academic requirement referred to in paragraph 
(a) of sub-item 1 – 

(b) two years from the date of his/her registration if he/she was registered 
with the academic requirement referred to in paragraph (a) of sub-item  
(1); or 

(3) subject in general to Part IV of the Rules, the period of validity of the 
registration of a candidate single residential property assessor shall be valid 
for a period of five years from the date of registration.”. 

(b) by the substitution for the heading of item 2 of the following heading: 

 “[Prescribed] Examinations and requirements”; 

(c) by the substitution for paragraph (b) of item 4 of the following paragraph: 

“(b) Types of properties: The single residential cluster referred to in paragraph 
(c)(iii) of item 3 of Annexure C.1.”; 

 (d) by the substitution for sub-item (1) of item 8 of the following sub-item: 

“(1) A person registered in the category of single residential property assessor 
or candidate single residential property assessor, shall be permitted to 
performing property valuation work in respect of only the single residential 
property cluster referred to in paragraph (c)(iii) of item 3 of Annexure C.1; and 

 (e) by the repeal of item 10.”. 

 

Short title and commencement 

8. These rules shall be called the Rules for the Property Valuers Profession 2008, Sixth 
Amendment, and shall commence on 1 November 2016. 
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
