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6.3.2 "In the production and presentation of its children's 

programming, the Licensee shall ensure that such children's 

programming is: 

(i) broadcast at times of the day when children are available to 

listen; 
(ii) targeted at and appropriate for children between the ages of 

nought (0) to six (6) years and seven (7) to twelve (12) years 
respectively; and 

(iii) educational and is made from children's point of view':
