{d) may seek the assistance of expert(s) as is necessary for better
fulfilment of its task.

3. The Committee shall regulate its own procedure.

4. The Committee shall prepare and submit to the Chairperson
Judiciary Committee on Elections, monthly progress reports.

5. Reporting

In the performance of its functions, the Committee shall be
responsible to the Chairperson of the Judiciary Committee on
Elections.

6. Terms of office

The Committee shall submit the final report and the EDR Bench
Book to the Judiciary within seven (7) months from the date of
gazettement.

7. Secretariat

The Judiciary Committee on Elections Secretariat shall provide
secretariat support to the Committee.
